Mr. Holmes called the meeting to order at 4:00pm and welcomed those in attendance.  He then turned the meeting over to Lisa Bowman, TIF Administrator.  Ms. Bowman thanked those in attendance and recognized the members present.  She reminded those present that Mr. Holmes agreed to take over Chairmanship of the Board at the meeting last November, when Mr. Kane announced his retirement.  Ms. Bowman reminded those present that the JRB Meeting is an annual requirement of Illinois Statute for TIF Administration.  The Village conducts a review every year, and will hold additional JRB meetings when warranted. 
The purpose of this meeting is to review the annual report prior to submission to the Illinois Comptroller’s Office. Ms. Bowman reviewed the report with members present.  The report includes compliance letters of support from the Mayor and Village Legal Counsel, as well as an activity report and the final FY-11 TIF Financial Audit.  Within the State report, the activities report indicated that Millstadt has six development agreements in place with a total investment of over $2.5M.  This past fiscal year, the Village entered into development agreements with Level 8, a machining operation which supplies a local defense manufacturer and provides CNC operations on a contractual basis.  This is a start-up operation located on the southern edge of the Village which employs eight.  In addition, an agreement was completed with Progressive Properties for Phase One of their development project.  Phase One includes the construction of Dollar General and a small self-storage facility.  Phase Two should begin construction in early 2012.  The developer has contracted with a real estate agency to assist in securing tenants for the next development phase.
In addition to the development agreements, the Village has pledged TIF funds for debt retirement of the new water tower construction.  The TIF pledged $25,000/year, up to ten years, for the completion of this project.  As well, TIF funds have been pledged for the proposed Streetscape program which the Village is preparing.  The project is ongoing and funds should be expended in FY 12.
At the conclusion of Ms. Bowman’s remarks, Mr. Holmes asked for any comments from those present. Mr. Terry Beach complimented the Village on holding the annual JRB meeting. Mr. Beach sits on the board of more than 70 TIF’s in St. Clair County and those TIFS which Ms. Bowman, and her predecessor Mr. Kane, administer are the only few that hold the annual meetings.  Ms. Bowman thanked Mr. Beach for his support.  

There being no further discussion, Mr. Holmes adjourned the meeting at 4:15pm.
