The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following Trustees answering to roll call: Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Joel Mueth, Mike O’Donnell, Larry Toenjes and Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.

A motion was made by Mueth and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of the September 5, 2006 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS AND CORRESPONDENCES

Laura Schaefer read a thank you note from the Millstadt Civic Club thanking the Village for allowing them to use the trailer for their Homecoming float.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS

Toenjes announced that the bills have been reviewed.  A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by O’Donnell to approve of the bills as presented.  The motion carried.

ADMINISTRATION

Toenjes announced that there would be an executive session to discuss personnel and litigation after Citizen’s Input and Comments. 

PUBLIC WORKS- SEWER, WATER, REFUSE AND MOSQUITO CONTROL

Al Lehr reported the treatment plant plans were back from the IEPA.  There were few changes needed.  The Village should be able to go out for bids sooner than thought.

Brian Bowman completed the fire hydrant report.  A couple of minor items would need to be fixed.  Al Lehr reported the appliance drop-off would take place from 9:00am-1:00pm on October 7th.  There will be a dumpster at the Commercial Club park to haul away the appliances.  At the next board meeting it would be determined whether to pay Central Waste on a monthly basis. 

PUBLIC WORKS- STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS

O’Donnell reported that he is trying to arrange a demonstration of the new leaf vacuum.  O’Donnell added that the maintenance crew have been cleaning the streets and repairing shoulders.  Stan Jarvis noted the residence where the Village has traditionally taken the leaves each year is for sale.  O’Donnell suggested filling in a culvert near the treatment plant with the leaves. 

A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Al Lehr to allow for the closing of Legion Drive by the park for the Jaycee’s Saturday September 30th Millstock event.  The motion carried unanimously.  

O’Donnell reported that the Millstadt PTA would like to use the park for a hayride and Fall Festival on October 20th.  They would also like the ballpark lights on. A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Touchette to allow the Millstadt PTA to use the park and have the ball diamond lights on for the hayride and Fall Festival event.  The motion carried unanimously.   

Linda Lehr asked Stan Jarvis about repairs to the potholes around the four-way intersection.  Jarvis reported that work has begun, but the holes haven’t been filled yet.  Jarvis called the contact twice today.  Linda Lehr reported that she called months ago about the issue. Nowak stated that he would put a call in to talk to an IDOT representative.  

PUBLIC WORKS- PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT

O’Donnell reported that the new tractor could be used to pull the leaf vacuum.  The new leaf vacuum is self-enclosed so dust should not blow on any of the workers. 

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS

Linda Lehr thanked the office staff for gathering information and forwarding it on to Charter Communications in order to allow newly annexed areas to receive services through them.   

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

ANNEXATIONS
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION

Mueth reported on the Millstadt Biathlon, which was held last Sunday.  Mueth thanked the many volunteers who helped out.  Rick and Tracy Holmes organized the event this year. Tracy Holmes reported that the biathlon went well.  There are two remaining bills to be paid and then a wrap-up report would be given.   The number of participants was down by about 70.   

Mueth reported that Laura Schaefer approached him about planting daffodils at the Nature Park.  Bulk daffodils would cost about $200.00 for 500 and an additional $30 for a drill bit to drill holes in the soil for the bulbs. The Village would host a planting day this fall. 

Mueth reported that the sidewalk was completed between Parkview Estates and Kalbfleish St.  Grooming of the berm and grass planting is needed.  A no-parking sign should be installed to prevent blocking the new sidewalk. Jarvis suggested painting the curb yellow and putting in a crosswalk.  Jarvis reported that several doors needed to be replaced at the pool.  Mueth suggested fixing them over the winter.

Laura Schaefer read the Proclamation declaring October 2006 as Domestic Violence Prevention Month.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr and seconded by O’Donnell to approve of the proclamation.  The motion carried unanimously.
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CEMETERY

Al Lehr stated that he had checked the ordinance book for specifics on gravestone requirements for the cemetery. 

COMMUNITY CENTER

Linda Lehr reported that the Community Center board would meet September 25th at 7:30pm.  Meal sales are going well.  Apple butter would be cooked on September 29th. The CC is taking pre-orders and looking for volunteers on September 28th to help prepare the apples. Call Charlotte Mehrtens to volunteer.

PUBLIC SAFETY

Chief Ed Wilkerson reported he submitted the monthly crime report.  Wilkerson also noted that the police have not been contacted for security at the Jaycee’s September 30th event. Wilkerson commended Bill Casto and Sean Harris for impounding 1lb of marijuana last week.

Elmer Hettenhausen announced that the boot drive would be rescheduled for October 13th.  A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Al Lehr to approve of the boot drive to be held at the four-way stop on October 13th.  The motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

Ed Wilkerson discussed the request of the police department to add a K-9 unit to the force.  Wilkerson reported that Officer Jason Robertson has been trained and is dedicated to taking on the dog.  Most of the funds have been raised or supplies and services have been donated.  O’Donnell asked who the dog would patrol with.  Wilkerson stated that the dog would patrol on Robertson’s shift along with him.  Touchette asked whether the dog would be trained just for drug detection.  Wilkerson stated that it would also be trained in assisting missing person cases.  The dog is 3 years old and can work until about the age of 10.  Robertson has been working with Brian Dowdy in Belleville.  Wilkerson believes it would be a good opportunity for Millstadt.
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Wilkerson reported that this past weekend some kids were caught sniffing a white powder in the Liederkranz bathroom.  The kids said it was Zanax, but it could be cocaine.  In this situation the dog may have been able to identify the substance. 

Linda Lehr commended the police department for all of their effort into pursuing the dog.  

Wilkerson added that the dog is considered an expert witness, so the dog could be walked around a car and could be used for probable cause.  A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Toenjes to continue the pursuit to obtain the K-9.  The motion carried unanimously.

Touchette questioned whether the signs up in front of the new pizza parlor met the sign ordinance.  Chief Wilkerson stated that he would look into it.   

TREASURER’S REPORT

The Treasurer’s Report was submitted for review.  A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by Touchette to approve of the report as submitted.  The motion carried unanimously.

CLERK’S REPORT

CITIZEN’S INPUT AND COMMENTS
