The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following Trustees answering to roll call: Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Joel Mueth, Mike O’Donnell, Larry Toenjes and Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.

A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by Mueth to approve of the September 18, 2006 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND CORRESPONDENCES

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS

Toenjes stated that the bills have been reviewed. A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve the bills as presented. The motion carried unanimously. 

ADMINISTRATION

Toenjes announced that there would be an Executive Session to discuss personnel after Citizen’s Input and Comments.  The office staff will participate in the annual Locis training in Springfield on October 27th.  The office will be closed in order for the staff to attend.  A notice will be on the water bill and in the paper. 

PUBLIC WORKS- SEWER, WATER, REFUSE AND MOSQUITO CONTROL

Randy Burk stated that he is in the process of answering some questions on the treatment plant review by the IEPA.  Burk stated that the mayor’s signature is required to certify some information on easements and right-of-ways.  A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of the mayor signing the certification.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Al Lehr reported that the computer is not ready for installation in the watershed.  Brian Bowman would install it once ready.  Al also reported that there would be a white goods drop off on Saturday October 7th from 9:00am – 1:00pm.  Al Lehr added that yard waste pick-up was delayed.  

PUBLIC WORKS- STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS

O’Donnell reported on a street surfacing technique called micro-surfacing where a coating is sprayed on pre-existing surfaces and is a third of the cost of asphalt.  The coating lasts 5-8 years.  O’Donnell stated he would look into it further and report more later.  

PUBLIC WORKS- PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT

O’Donnell reported he received a bid from Key Equipment for $21,425 to replace the leaf vacuum.  O’Donnell will review the details with Stan Jarvis.  Jarvis noted that he had secured a place at the old concrete plant to dispose of the leaves this year. 

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS

Linda Lehr reported that the office staff forwarded the information of legal descriptions of newly annexed areas to Charter Communications.  CC should notify these residences of access to cable, phone and high-speed internet services. 

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Touchette reported on the following resolutions and ordinances:

A resolution in regards to uniform relocation assistance and real property acquisition (including easements) on or after January 2, 1971 stating the Village proposes to improve its water treatment facilities and in connection therewith to make application to the IEPA for the low interest loan which is presently identified as “Millstadt L172430 Loan Application.”  A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Al Lehr to approve of the resolution.  The motion carried unanimously.

Zoning Ordinance 951 (SU31) requested by Gregg Crawford for the property at 309 and 319 W. Washington Street.  The Zoning Board voted 5:2 in favor of granting the permit with the stipulation that the duplex be torn down prior to the development process in order to allow space for machinery and deliveries.  A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Mueth to approve of the permit with the stipulation that the duplex be torn down before development begins.  Discussion ensued about whether to include the stipulation in the motion. Linda Lehr thanked the developers for meeting with the Zoning and Village boards and walking them through the building.  Gregg Crawford was not able to attend the last Zoning Board meeting and expressed that the construction would be contained within the building and that additional space for equipment and deliveries would not be necessary.  Crawford also expressed concern that the tenants of the duplex would need to look for a new home sooner than later.  The project would take 2-years to complete.  Lee Vogel mentioned that the rear garage could be used for deliveries and materials.  O’Donnell reminded the board that the Zoning Board makes recommendations that would not necessarily need to be followed.  Touchette stated that there was no wording in the ordinance to suggest any stipulations.  O’Donnell suggested the duplex be torn down before tenants moved into the lofts.  Crawford stated that he could agree to O’Donnell’s suggestion.  Crawford also promised to have the superintendent on the job require all parking take place in the parking lot and not on the street.  Mike Wegescheide stated that he voted for the stipulation over the concern for parking.  Tracy Holmes reminded everyone that they were voting on a special use permit not on parking, but that the board could vote on additional recommendations.  The votes were as follows: Al Lehr- yes, Linda Lehr- yes, Mueth- aye, O’Donnell- aye, Toenjes- abstain, Touchette- aye. The motion carried. 
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Zoning Ordinance 950 (Variance 117) requested by In-Land Technologies of 609 E. Breese Street for a front, rear, side and lot area variance to build a 2-story office building. The Zoning Board approved of the variance requests.  A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Mueth to approve of the front, rear, side and lot area variance requests.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Ordinance 949- an amendment allowing for modular homes in the R-3 district. 

A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Al Lehr to approve of the amendment allowing for modular homes in an R-3 district.  The motion carried unanimously.

ANNEXATIONS

Linda Lehr reported that she is working on a letter that would go out to residents just beyond the Village limits inviting them to a meeting to discuss the options of annexation. 

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION

Mueth reported he spoke with Laura Schaefer who requested ordering 500 daffodil bulbs to be planted amongst the parks this fall.  Mueth suggested another 500 could be ordered next fall.  Mueth reported that mulch was delivered for the parks and surplus would likely be available for later use.

Tracy Holmes is waiting on a few bills before reporting on the Biathlon outcome.

Randy Burk reported that there would be no grants available for the parks until January.

CEMETERY

COMMUNITY CENTER

Linda Lehr reported that apple butter was cooked last week as a fund-raiser for the Community Center. There were many pre-orders made. If anyone is interested in purchasing some they could contact the Community Center.

PLANNING COMMISSION

PUBLIC SAFETY

Laura Schaefer swore in officer Gary Reuter Jr.  Elmer Hettenhausen reported that there would be an open house at the firehouse on October 15th starting at 1:00pm.

BUILDING COMMISSIONER

Steve Muskopf reported the following permits were submitted since the September 18, 2006 meeting:

· 421 Travertine Circle- Single Family Residence

· 6691 Beil Road- Single Family Residence

· 118 Lexington Drive- Detached Garage

· 610 E. Washington- Storage Shed
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Muskopf reported that upgrades to the building codes would not likely be done until the end of the year.  In the future, upon a change of occupancy, inspections would be required by the County with the Village granting permits to the change of occupancy. Muskopf would like to order the codebooks to see whether it meets the needs of the Village.  Muskopf would meet with Mike Flynn and Touchette to discuss the details. 

OLD BUSINESS

Linda Lehr asked whether there was a schedule for leaf pick-up this fall.  Stan Jarvis stated that pick-up would occur on Mondays and Tuesdays.  Randy Burk reported that the water testing at Parkview Estates went well.  They are requesting approval to pay contractors.  A motion was made by Mueth and seconded by O’Donnell to approve of the final payment upon the final approval of the water and sewer tests.  The motion carried unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS
Jarvis reported that Ameren told him that banners should not be hung along the primary line which runs into the bank at the four-way stop.  Jarvis also suggested air slits be required in all banners. Mueth recommended towers just for hanging banners similar to the ones in north Belleville near the new fountain.    

Charlie Mueth reported that the Lions Club would like to hold their annual collection on October 20th and 21st if the state would allow them to move it from the 13th and 14th. 

A motion was made by Linda Lehr and seconded by O’Donnell to approve of the Lions Club collection at the four-way stop on October 20th and 21st.  The motion carried unanimously.

Nowak reported that the police department in Belleville has requested that all communities that feed into the Belleville High Schools pass a zero-tolerance policy for students caught drinking and adults who allow drinking or purchase alcohol for minors. 

Four students have died from drinking and driving in the last 8 months.  A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Touchette to approve of the zero-tolerance policy.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Craig Brauer, of TWM, reported on the plan for the new subdivision Hidden Lake Estates, which would exist near the intersection of Floraville and Freeburg Douglas Roads.  Brauer reported that they would request annexation and would pay for the waterline extension.  The Planning Commission recommended a walking path is made between the two sets of lots to make it safer for moving between the areas and avoiding walking on either of the main roads.  The Planning Commission recommended 200 square feet of green space to include this path.  A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Touchette to approve of the Hidden Lake Estate plan.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Randy Burk reported that the Village was sent a plat from the County.  The person who 
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purchased the Presler property on Urbana Rd would like to divide the farmland into 6 lots and would like to use an existing driveway as the entrance into the subdivision. Burk told the developer that the Village wouldn’t approve of it.  The county needs a letter by October 5th from the Village stating that it would not be accepted.  The lots are 3-acres each and the developer is requesting city water.  The road would not meet the Village ordinance.  A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of Burk writing the letter to the county.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Tracy Holmes reported that a $25,000 DECA grant was filed and received for improvements to be made to the office and the Community Center.  

CITIZEN’S INPUT AND COMMENTS

Charlie Mueth, of Kings Creek, reported on some problems regarding yard maintenance and grading needed to be addressed with the subdivision developers.  Burk stated that he and Steve Muskopf have met with the developers and some things have gotten better.

A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by O’Donnell to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel.  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by O’Donnell to adjourn Executive Session.  The motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by Al Lehr to adjourn the meeting. The motion carried unanimously.
