The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following Trustees answering to roll call: Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Joel Mueth, Mike O’Donnell, Larry Toenjes and Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.

A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by O’Donnell to approve of the October 2, 2006 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS AND CORRESPONDENCES

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS

Toenjes stated that the bills have been reviewed.  A motion was made by Toenjes and seconded by Touchette to approve of the bills as presented.  

ADMINISTRATION

Toenjes announced that there would be an executive session to discuss personnel after Citizen’s Input and Comments.  

PUBLIC WORKS- SEWER, WATER, REFUSE AND MOSQUITO CONTROL

Al Lehr reported that a few minor changes were made to the new treatment plant report, which has since been resubmitted to the IEPA.  Lehr reported that the water storage tank was drained.  Computer programmers are expected to set-up a new system for the tank.  Stan Jarvis reported a replacement water main would go in at Tyler and Mill and Gooding and leaf collection would begin soon.  Lehr added that heavy haul day went well.  Jarvis reported that a dumpster was left at the tennis courts from the haul day.  In addition, Lehr reported that trash pick-up has gone well for the past two weeks.  Tracy Holmes stated that there were very few complaints recently.  

PUBLIC WORKS- STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS

O’Donnell reported that leaf collection would begin on October 23rd. O’Donnell reminded everyone not to burn leaves on the curbs and to put them out where the employees could pick them up.  Putting the leaves in even furrowed rows is helpful. 

PUBLIC WORKS- PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT

O’Donnell reported that the Millstadt Historical Society is obtaining the small log cabin (summer kitchen) and is looking for a spot around the Village Hall to display it.  President, Glenn Schaefer, estimated the size to be 10 by 12 feet.  All expenses would be covered by the MHS.  Nowak suggested the cabin go on the corner behind the Village Hall.  O’Donnell would meet with Schaefer and decide the best location. 

Holmes asked whether the MHS had submitted any bills.  Schaefer stated that they have handled all of the charges thus far.  Schaefer added that they are looking for old window frames to fit the building. 

O’Donnell reported on the request by the Millstadt VFW Post 7980 to distribute buddy poppies at the four-way stop on October 27th at 3:00pm and on October 28th at 7:00am.  Each collection should run for 3-4 hours.  The money supports needy Veterans in the area.  A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of the collection by the VFW at the four-way stop on October 27th and 28th.  The motion carried unanimously. 

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Touchette reported on the following ordinances:

Ordinance 952- to approve amendments to the Village of Millstadt Tax Increment Financing District redevelopment project and plan  

A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Al Lehr to approve of Ordinance 952.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Linda Lehr asked Jim Kane if approving this ordinance would enable the school district to utilize the funds in the TIF district to help with infrastructure.  Kane stated that it could, depending on the Village’s approval to do so. 

Ordinance 953- designating an amendment to the Village Tax increment redevelopment project and plan 

A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Toenjes to approve of Ordinance 953. The motion carried unanimously.  

Ordinance 954- adopting TIF for the area amended and added to the Village Redevelopment project Area  

A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Al Lehr to approve of Ordinance 954.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Ordinance 955- authorizing the Village to borrow funds from the water pollution control loan program to improve and expand the wastewater treatment facility

A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Toenjes to approve of Ordinance 955.  The motion carried unanimously.  

ANNEXATIONS

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION

Mueth reported that daffodil planting would take place on November 4th at 9:00am 

beginning at the Nature Park and carry on to the other parks.  Darrel Hampsten will put a note in the paper about it. 500 bulbs of mixed varieties were ordered.  Everyone is welcome to come.  There will be a generator with an auger bit attached to drill holes for the bulbs.

Mueth reported that St. James Church has requested a pool pass for their annual benefit auction on November 4th.  The request is made every year from St. James and MCS.  The decision was made not to pass a resolution that each school would automatically receive the pass annually in the event that board seats or chairpersons from the schools change hands, but it was agreed to give the schools a pass for their benefit this year. 

Mueth received a letter from St. Clair County Parks Commission stating that there would not be a fall 2006 fund cycle.  A thank you was received for attending the suggestion meeting of which Nowak attended. Randy Burk has the grant prepared for the spring fund cycle.  In addition, Mueth stated that he hoped to have the pool, concession stand and biathlon report prepared for the next meeting.  

CEMETERY

COMMUNITY CENTER

Linda Lehr reported that flu shots would be available on November 2nd at the Community Center.  Registration is required.  Lehr added that apple butter is still available for purchase.  The next board meeting would take place October 30th at 7:30pm.  

PLANNING COMMISSION

Touchette reported that the next Planning Commission meeting would take place on October 17th at 7:00pm at the Village Hall.  The agenda includes continued discussions with Brad Schaller who is proposing 6, 1-acre lots on Floraville Rd across from Roedemich’s greenhouses.  

PUBLIC SAFETY

Ed Wilkerson submitted the monthly police report for review. Attached was a press release regarding money received to fund bulletproof vests.
