The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following Trustees answering to roll call: Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Mike O’Donnell and Milton Touchette.  Larry Toenjes and Joel Mueth were absent.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of the February 5, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously. 

COMMUNICATIONS AND CORRESPONDENCES

Laura Schaefer reported a letter was received from the St. Clair County Health Department thanking the Village for participating in the Fall Telephone Book Recycling Program.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS

Touchette stated that the bills have been reviewed.  A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of the bills as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

ADMINISTRATION

PUBLIC WORKS- SEWER, WATER, REFUSE AND MOSQUITO CONTROL

Al Lehr reported there were no problems at the sewer plant.  On March 1st the bids will be opened at 3:00 pm in the council room.  On February 9th a walk-through for prospective contractors was held at the water treatment plant.  

Heavy haul day will take place on April 14th from 9:00- noon at the Commercial Club Park.  A notice will go in the paper and on the water bills.  

PUBLIC WORKS- STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS

O’Donnell reported that the maintenance crew did well clearing the roads in the recent ice and snowstorm.  

PUBLIC WORKS- PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS

Linda Lehr reported a couple of residents have called Charter Communications about extending services to the 2nd addition of Parkview Manor.  Tracy Holmes reported that a phone line was lying across the street and the snowplow snapped it, cutting services to some homes on Mill Park Drive and in Parkview Manor.  Holmes stated that as far as she knew the line was still lying on the road.  

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

ANNEXATIONS

Linda Lehr stated that a date was needed for the annexation meeting.  Nowak asked whether the letters were ready for mailing.  Nowak stated that he thought the date was set for March 7th.   Linda Lehr suggested the middle of March.  Al Lehr inquired about the number of letters and if the council room would be big enough.  Nowak thought that only the area of town going towards Roachtown Rd. was being considered for this meeting.  Linda Lehr reported Randy Burk had provided her with a map from TWM with addresses.  The board suggested RSVP’s to know where to hold the meeting.  Linda Lehr suggested the committee get together to iron out the details. 

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION

Holmes reported that Randy Burk is working on a grant for fencing.

CEMETERY

COMMUNITY CENTER

Linda Lehr reported the next Community Center board meeting would take place next Monday.  Improvements, including new flooring, countertops and windows, are complete.  The Community Center is looking for a janitor to clean each day for 2 hours.  

Applications can be obtained at the Community Center.  

PLANNING COMMISSION

Touchette reported the Planning Commission meeting is tonight at the police station.  

PUBLIC SAFETY

Chief Ed Wilkerson submitted the January report to the board.  Linda Lehr noted the trivia event on March 10th at St. James to benefit D.A.R.E.

BUILDING COMMISSIONER

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

O’Donnell reported that the maintenance shed door needed to be replaced.  The maintenance department will install it.  O’Donnell had a bid from Windoor for $327.55.  

Holmes reported that the electric bill at one of the lift stations went up by $3,000.00.  O’Donnell asked whether the bill was for the lift station that would be replaced.  Holmes stated that it was, but that the new one would also run on electricity.   

TREASURER’S REPORT

Tracy Holmes stated that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted.  A motion was made by O’Donnell and seconded by Al Lehr to approve of the report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

CLERK’S REPORT

Tracy Holmes stated that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted.  A motion was made by Touchette and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve of the report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously. 

CITIZEN’S INPUT AND COMMENTS

Ralph Bowley noted that a man in Belleville had his outdoor utility light turned off since his bill doubled.  O’Donnell reported that the Village does receive a break on electricity costs, but they are still high.

Geneva Rehg stated that she is a concerned citizen and thinks the board is doing a wonderful job, but that it acted hastily when considering where to put the log cabin.   

Rehg stated that a person would have to drive ½ mile from the jail to visit the cabin.

Rehg stated the log cabin should have its place with many other historical buildings near Laurel Street, including the Millstadt Hotel, the Tegtmeier home, the two-story home build by Mr. Bauer, the Mill, the soda and beer factory and the yellow home on the corner, which was the first library.  Rehg stated that many people do not know where the Nature Park is.  She stated that she was not a member of the Historical Society, approves of the jail refurbishing and thinks the community is known for tearing down old buildings.  Rehg thought the cabin could also be used for field trips when students are learning about state or local history.  

ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by O’Donnell to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.
