The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, Mike Todd and Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Ralph Bowley and seconded by Milton Touchette to approve the May 21, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley has reviewed the bills and made a motion that the bills be paid.  The motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.   
SEWER - Al Lehr stated that the new construction is going well.  Randy Burk stated that the Followell Construction Co. has submitted their first pay request for $459,444.91.   Their progress matches the pay request.   Al Lehr made a motion to approve the payment for the sewer plant to Followell Construction Co. for $459,444.91.  The motion was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Randy Burk advised the Village of Millstadt to send a letter of protest to the Village of Smithton on the proposed modification to the Village of Smithton’s Facility Planning Area for their sewage treatment.  Burk will draft a letter and attend their Village meeting at the Fairview Heights City Hall with Bruce Nowak.  Al Lehr made a motion to oppose the facility planning for expansion in the Village of Smithton.  The motion was seconded by Ralph Bowley.    The motion carried unanimously.  
WATER - Brian Bowman will present the fire hydrant report at the next Village meeting.  

REFUSE – The past week’s service was satisfactory.  The week before there were problems.  Al Lehr will contact the refuse company.  

STREETS – Mike Todd stated that the Jaycees have requested that Legion Drive and Main Street be closed off for the Bier-fest on Friday, June 8 and Saturday, June 9.  Todd made a motion to grant their request.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Todd reported that a meeting is scheduled with Ameren concerning four lights that are planned for Mueller Road.  Road work in the Briars will begin after the last two houses are completed.  Oil and chip repairs on East Mill will be in the schedule this year.  The alley behind the old hotel will need a new grade to fill in the openings.    

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT – Mike Todd reported that bids were received from the following companies:

Todd will meet with Don Traiteur to ensure all specs are correct.  Todd is getting bids for the police department windows.  

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:  Milton Touchette reported on the resolution for resigning our contract with Cencom for dispatching services.  Touchette made a motion that the contract be approved with Cencom to continue our dispatching service.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr provided copies of a Cable Competition Bill.  AT&T is attempting to be approved to provide cable service in municipalities throughout the state.  The Bill is still pending in the House.  
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATIONS:  Laura Schaefer reported that she is looking into acquiring grants for the parks.  The park board was against the dinner fund raiser offered by Farmer’s Inn because of too short of a notice and we already have fund raisers.  
Rich Kasson reported on the pool opening.  The swim team requested that a life guard be on duty during their meets.  

Schaefer reported that the Village has 46 tree lawns and 26 are empty.  She is researching the prices for the trees and perennials with area nurseries.  
Schaefer stated that the Park Board discussed maintenance in the parks, interest in obtaining more land, putting in a wetland and replacing trees in the Nature Park, having a trained person on plant maintenance, have a running event, work day one day a month, and trees for the cemetery.  
Schaefer reported that the next Park Board Meeting will be Thursday, June 28 at 7:30 p.m. at Elm Street Park.  There will be a work day at the Nature Park on Saturday, June 15, 9:00 a.m.  Schaefer reported that the blue bird nest boxes have been stolen and vandalism continues in the bathrooms in the park.  
Randy Burk stated that park grant committee requested a detailed estimate for the ball field fencing which Belleville Fence has agreed to do.  
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr reported that flags were put up and the American Legion and VFW had a service in the cemetery.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the new windows on the first floor have been installed.  The Senior Services program will have a stand at the Bier-fest.  The Community Center will also have a golf ball drop fundraiser again at the Firemen’s picnic.  The Community Center Board will meet on June 25, 7:30 p.m. at the center.   

PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Milton Touchette stated there is a meeting planned for June 19 to discuss a possible masonry ordinance.   Brick companies have called and are sending model ordinances for the Village’s review.  

TIF:  Milton Touchette reported that no agreements have been made to date.  

AMBULANCE SERVICE:  Linda Lehr reported that the board will meet June 13, 8:00 p.m. at the ambulance building.  

BUILDING COMMISSIONER:  Steve Muskopf reported that building permits were issued

for 516 E. Madison for an in-ground pool, 54 Josiah Lane for a single family residence, 618 W. Elm for a detached garage, 421 Travertine Circle for an in-ground pool and fence and 600 E. Washington for a carport.  Muskopf stated he was approached by several business owners inquiring about the possibility of purchasing the alleys behind their businesses on Washington Street.  It was agreed to discuss each case individually.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Tracy Holmes stated that the Village will advertise for two part time helpers for the Maintenance Department.  The expense was not budgeted.  Don Traiteur reported the position will be for 2 ½ months.  Linda Lehr reported that the IEPA will have a tire collection in Cahokia on June 14 & 15.  

Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn and the motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
