JUNE 18, 2007

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, Mike Todd and Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Milton Touchette to approve the June 4, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley has reviewed the bills and made a motion that the bills be paid.  The motion was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr mentioned that the Maintenance Department will hire two part time employees for a couple of months during the summer.  
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that all is going well with the new sewer construction.  
WATER:  Don Traiteur stated that he received two bids for the water line tie in to the new school.  The bids are being reviewed.    
REFUSE:  Al Lehr opened a discussion on the problems with the trash pickups.  Carol Anderson from Central Waste stated she does want to be notified with any problems.  Anderson identified numerous problems she is having with their trucks and personnel.  Tracy Holmes added that the village office receives a lot of calls for trash not picked up, yard waste concerns and the drivers asking for money to pick up large items.  Lyn Heidorn expressed concern with the trash being left out too long and the confusion on yard waste pick up days.  Bruce Nowak stated that Central Waste must improve their service.      
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd stated that there will be street closings for the Fire Department picnic on Thursday, July 12 through Sunday, July 15.  The closing for the Fire Muster will be on Saturday at 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. max.  Milton Touchette made a motion to approve the street closings and Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Todd reported that the street oil and chip will be on June 21, June 26 and three days in August.   
Todd also reported that Ameren agreed that banners can go up on the four way stop.    

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT:  Mike Todd reported that Middendorf Construction’s bid was accepted for the maintenance shed.  Bob Cat’s bid was accepted for the skid steer and Key Equipment’s bid was accepted for the leaf vac.  The leaf vac should arrive in four weeks.  Middendorf will start on the concrete for the shed next week.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that there is a Bill pending in the State Legislature for AT&T to provide cable service throughout the state.  If passed we will have an alternative for cable service.   
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:  Milton Touchette reported that Ed Wilkerson had provided him a proposed ordinance for police protection for Village picnics.  Additional copies will be provided to the Trustees.  Touchette would like to move forward with the ordinance.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated if the Community Center is available on July 10, there will be educational meetings on annexations for groups of property owners adjacent to the Village.  Letters will be sent to the property owners.     
 PARKS, POOL AND RECREATIONS:  Laura Schaefer presented a preliminary Maifest Report.  There was an $11K revenue increase and a profit just under $1K from last year.  Schaefer reported several acts of vandalism at the pool house and the Nature Park.  Lt. Hucke also mentioned other vandalism within the Village.  
Perennials have been planted within the Village.  The trees will be planted in the fall.   

The next Park Board meeting will be June 28 at the Elm Street Park.  
Millstadt Historical Society is hoping to have the log cabin moved within the next two weeks.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center Board will meet June 25 at 7:30 p.m.  The senior services program will have a booth at the golf ball drop at the upcoming Firemen’s picnic.  Lehr stated that the home delivery and dinning meals are doing well.  

PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:   Milton Touchette stated there is a Planning Commission Meeting on Tuesday, June 19, 7:00 p.m. at the Village Hall.  He reported that there will be a design presentation by Megan Riechmann from the Southwestern Illinois RC&D Inc. and a discussion on a new plat for Boulder Creek Development.  Immediately following the adjournment, Touchette reported there will be a discussion in forming a committee to discuss the masonry ordinance to approve the current subdivision code.   

PUBLIC SAFETY:  Ed Wilkerson requested that two new full time police officers be sworn in.  Gary Reuter and Joseph LeFrance were sworn in by Janice Dreyer.    Wilkerson mentioned the first homicide in the Village and stated that all the police officers did a very good job investigating the incident.  Wilkerson wanted to recognize and commend Patrick York and Alan Hucke for a very professional job.  
Ambulance Service:  Linda Lehr reported that the next Ambulance Board meeting will be Wednesday, July 11, 8:00 p.m. at the ambulance building.

NEW BUSINESS:  Bruce Nowak presented a plaque as a token of appreciation to Weldon Harber for his time and devotion to the Village of Millstadt.   
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been presented for review.  Milton Touchette made a motion to approve the Clerk’s Report as presented and was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.
