The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, Mike Todd and Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd and seconded by Al Lehr to approve the July 2, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  In reviewing the monthly bills, Ralph Bowley stated that he felt the attorney and TWM fees for the Parkview Manor retention pond should be charged back to the residents.  Bowley also mentioned a charge for $341 for Personal Pet Services Inc. who wants to amend his EPA permit to get approval to burn medical waste.   Milton Touchette agreed that the charge should go back to Personal Pet Services.  Bowley stated that current and past bills are available for anyone’s review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley to approve the bills and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  
A computer, printer, scanner, router and fax line will be purchased for Don Traiteur for $1,800.  

The computer for Bruce Nowak is in the works.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr stated that there will be an Executive Session towards the end of the meeting on litigation and personnel matters.  Ralph Bowley asked for the Board members to review the copy of the proposed Personnel Manual and give him any changes or suggestions.  
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that all is going well with the new sewer construction.  Don Traiteur reported that a new water valve needs to be installed to serve the sewer plant’s construction.  
WATER:  Al Lehr stated that an 8” water line will tie into the new school and circulate around to Parkview Manor.  Al Lehr opened a discussion concerning Ehret Plumbing wanting to put in a 10” water line on property they purchased on Urbana Road at no cost to the Village except the engineering fees and 10 fire hydrants for $25K.  The Village will have to get the EPA approval.  
REFUSE:  Al Lehr said trash pickups are going better.  Carol Anderson called the Village office to say they are purchasing another truck.  
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd reported that Randy Burk had a discussion with IDOT concerning the sidewalk and storm sewers on Jefferson.  IDOT has the work scheduled for 2009.   Todd is waiting for a call back from the Grant Department concerning possibly using the sidewalk construction grant at another site.      
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT:  Mike Todd reported that the maintenance building is coming along.  Don Traiteur stated that the new skid loader is being well used.    
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that the Illinois State Legislature passed a bill allowing AT&T to provide cable service to municipalities.  Linda Lehr will provide additional information in the future.  Steve Muskopf stated that there is room for one more antennae on the cell tower.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:  Milton Touchette presented a Resolution approving a Memorandum of Agreement between the Village of Millstadt and the Tax Increment Financing (TIF) consultant Jim Kane for the Village’s TIF district.  A motion was made by Milton Touchette and was seconded by Al Lehr to approve the Resolution.   The motion carried unanimously.   A motion was made by Milton Touchette and seconded by Mike Todd to approve the Memorandum.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Milton Touchette opened a discussion on Zoning Ordinance No. 973 with Kerry Americas.  A Certificate of Insurance was provided by James Propst.  Mike and Claudia Poirot stated objections against the ordinance.  James Propst answered questions.  A motion was made by Milton to approve the Zoning Ordinance No. 973 and was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  Roll call vote included Bowley, aye; Al Lehr, aye; Linda Lehr, aye with a concern on the 2 ft. trailer overhang into the easement; Schaefer, aye; Todd, aye; and Touchette nay.   The motion carried.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated that the annexation committee met prior to the Village Board meeting and discussed the upcoming meeting on annexations.  A September date depends on the Community Center’s availability.   
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATIONS:  Laura Schaefer reported that all is going well at the pool.  There was a discussion on adding shade by the snack area.  The next Park Board Meeting will be this Thursday, July 19, at 7:30 p.m. at Pavilion #5.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center Board will meet Monday, July 23 at 7:30 p.m.  There will be a speaker discussing Medicare and how it relates to home health payments on August 23 at 12:30 p.m. at the Community Center.  The senior services program fund raisers at firemen’s picnic were successful.  
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:   Milton Touchette stated that the next meeting will be August 21 in Village Hall at 7:00 p.m. 
EMERGENCY SERVICES:  Kristian Bertelsmen reported that the Emergency Services Plan draft is completed and is waiting for proposed changes.     

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  The Fire Department expressed thanks to the Village and Don Traiteur and his people for the help they provided at the Firemen’s Picnic this past weekend.  
AMBULANCE SERVICE:  Linda Lehr reported that the Ambulance Service met last Wednesday, July 11.  They have an adequate number of emergency medical technicians now for the schedule but there is a need for additional technicians.  If anyone is interested, they should contact Mary Lou.

Touchette requested ballpark figures from Wilkerson to pass on to the organizations.  Wilkerson stated that the Explorers work for donations and the nonunion workers will make their own agreement with the organizations.   
Laura Schaefer stated that the proposed shed for the pool was not needed.   A discussion was opened concerning the police records.  Several options were discussed.  Ed Wilkerson will contact other departments on their process.  
Laura Schaefer questioned the status of forming committees.  Bruce Nowak stated he had an additional one this week.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  Linda Lehr questioned the status of the fire protection funds.  Flynn stated he did get some correspondence from the fire department’s attorney concerning a wrong legal description and will pass on to Bruce Nowak.   A motion was made by Ralph Bowley and was seconded by Al Lehr to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr to accept the Clerk’s Report as submitted and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Citizen input:  Marianne Schaefer stated that the roof on the log home will be installed on August 25 instead of the 22nd as previously reported.    
Linda Lehr made a motion that the Village Board go into an Executive Session and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  
A motion was made by Linda Lehr to adjourn the Executive Session and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
