    AUGUST 6, 2007
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, and Mike Todd.  Milton Touchette was absent.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Laura Schaefer and seconded by Mike Todd to approve the July 16, 2007 minutes as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills.  The motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr stated that there will be an Executive Session towards the end of the meeting to review Executive Session minutes from past meetings.     
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that all is going well with the new sewer construction.  Randy Burk submitted the contractor’s request for payment of $297,344.13.  Randy stated that the payment reflects the work that has been completed.  The IEPA loan money will be released after we pass the new Rate Ordinance.   Al Lehr made a motion to make the payment of $297,344.13 to Followell Construction for the third payment for the construction on the sewer plant.  The motion was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Al Lehr opened a discussion on out of town sewer rates.  Tracy Holmes stated water rates are one and one half the in town rate.  Al Lehr will discuss a new Ordinance with Mike Flynn for the sewer rates to be the same as the water rates.      
WATER:  Randy Burk provided costs for Ehret’s proposed Urbana Road water extension if the Village did the work with Village funds.  He stated that Mike Flynn is aware of the proposal.   Linda Lehr suggested the board review the proposal before making a decision.   Al Lehr suggested discussing at next Village Meeting.  
Randy Burk stated that TAC mentioned that the EPA is complaining about the condition of the water tower.  Randy stated that the Village has made a proposal a year and eight months ago but the State has yet to read the report.   
REFUSE:  Carol Anderson from Central Waste addressed the group asking if service has improved.  Tracy Holmes stated that this past week was good.   There were some issues two weeks ago.  Carol introduced Dan Weaver, new to the company.  Dan mentioned improvements he has planned.    
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd reported that he was contacted by Trevor Seibert concerning a lot in Kings Creek.  Seibert was told by the developer, the lot was given to the city.  Seibert and his neighbor Darrel Hinkle have been maintaining the lot and are asking the Village for help.  After discussion, it was determined that the Board does not believe the lot is owned by the Village.   Tracy Holmes and Steve Muskopf stated they had no knowledge of the lot being given to the Village.   There was discussion if the Village wants the lot.  Mike Todd will get with developer and Seibert that it is the developer’s responsibility to maintain the lot.  
Mike Todd stated that the Village has approval to move the Millstadt Township 2006 Sidewalk Grant from Jefferson to another location.  Randy Burk stated that the location must be residential.  Todd mentioned that the Village will oil and chip again on August 14, 23 and 28.  
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT:  Mike Todd reported that the Maintenance office is complete.    
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that the Village received an official notice from Charter Communications that the cable agreement was extended to September 1, 2008.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Ralph Bowley presented Ordinance 977 to amend Chapter 51 to change the Village sewer rates.  Bowley made a motion to approve Ordinance 977 and the motion was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.     

Bowley covered the Personnel Administrative Handbook changes.   Bowley stated that if anyone has changes or corrections to contact Tracy Holmes this week.  Bowley will get with Legal and put together an Ordinance for approval.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated that there will be an annexation meeting in September.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that plants and trees will be ordered for the Parks.  A 4-H group will rehab the blue bird houses.  Four iron benches were donated for the walking trail.  Schaefer stated she has applied for a Grant for the nature park to turn three acres into wetland and prairie area.  Schaefer reported that the shrubs on the highway that are blocking visibility will be removed in the fall.  The Historical Society will start putting in the rock foundation on the log cabin.  The Biathlon volunteers are being contacted.  Different ways to advertise was discussed.  The event will be on September 9.  There are applications on the Village website.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center Board met last Monday in July.  The dine-in and home meals are going well.  The vehicles are running fine.  The Board will meet again the last Monday in September at 7:30 at the Community Center.  

PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Bowley stated that the next meeting will be August 21 in Village Hall at 7:00 p.m.   The agenda includes the subdivision and building material codes.   
TIF:  Randy stated the Vogel project that is funded with TIF money will go out to bids.  The project is more than what is in the TIF agreement for $165K.  The construction alone is estimated to be $234K.  One reason is that we couldn’t go through Lee’s property and a buried culvert.  Nowak stated that he has a meeting with Mr. Kane and asked Randy to get the cost overrun to add to the project and then he will discuss with the Board.   Linda Lehr expressed concern that the Board needs to know the status of all TIF projects.  
PUBLIC SAFETY:  Alan Hucke reported an increase in vandalism in the parks.  Patrol has been increased.  The DARE program will have a barbeque this Saturday in Lee’s parking lot.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Elmer Hettenhausen from the Fire Department stated they would like to hold a Muscular Dystrophy food drive at the 4-way stop on August 24.  If rain, the drive would be Saturday morning.  Linda Lehr asked for an official letter from Fire Department.    
BUILDING COMMISSIONER:  Steve Muskopf issued the following building permits:

The code upgrades have been delayed until next the meeting.  
OLD BUSINESS:  Bruce Nowak opened discussion on the storage shed for Police Department for $1,800 to alleviate their immediate storage problems.  The Board discussed the cons of storing paper records in a shed.  Alan Hucke will contact other departments on how they store records.    
NEW BUSINESS: Leigh McNicholas, VP of Information Systems, made a presentation to the Village Board on services provided by First National Bank of Waterloo.  Lisa Rehmer, AVP and City Manager, and Deb Guenther, VP and Loan Officer, also attended.   
The swim team co-treasurer, Ed Langen, opened a discussion on their need for a storage shed to store swim equipment instead of individuals storing the equipment at their homes during the swim season.  Mr. Langen provided a balance sheet of what the swim team makes and he stated the benefit the swim team is to the Village.  Rich Kasson stated the bath house storage is alright for now and he has no need for the shed.  Dennis Keck asked the Village to purchase or help in purchasing a shed and/or to provide the property to set the shed.  Laura Schaefer stated that the Village does give significantly more to the swim team than any other sports organization.  There was a discussion on liability and vandalism.  Bruce Nowak stated that the swim team should put their request in writing and meet again to come up with an agreement for both sides.  
Laura Schaefer stated that the next Park meeting will be August 23 at 7:30 at the Elm Street Park.   

Bruce Nowak stated that the plaques on the old sewer plant should be taken down and cleaned and replaced at the new plant.  Nowak will get a cost and get back to the Board.  
Elmer Hettenhausen questioned the status of the green space provided by Noble-Volmer and Schaefer.  It was reported that the final phase has not started yet.   
Linda Lehr made a motion that the Village Board go into an Executive Session to review the Executive Session minutes and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
A motion was made by Linda Lehr to adjourn the Executive Session and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Ralph Bowley made a motion to approve the resolution for the sewer plant account at First National Bank of Millstadt and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
