VILLAGE HALL

SEPTEMBER 17, 2007
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, Mike Todd and   Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Mike Todd and seconded by Al Lehr to approve the September 4, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  A letter was sent to the Village from Principal Gary Huwer of the Millstadt Consolidated School expressing appreciation for the support of the Village and the Millstadt Police Department.   
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills and was seconded by Milton Touchette.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr stated that there will be an Executive Session towards the end of the meeting to discuss personnel matters.       
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that all is going well with the new sewer plant construction.  Al Lehr stated that the person that had a sewer backup in his basement filed an insurance claim.   Bruce Nowak met with the resident previously.   
WATER: Al Lehr stated that Randy Burk received the plans back for the water tower from the IEPA with a couple of minor changes.  The changes were made and sent back for their review.        
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated Central Waste is out of business.  We have an ad in the paper for bids for a new company.  Patriot will pick up for the next two weeks.  A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Ralph Bowley that we have a special meeting to open the trash bids on Monday, September 24 at 7:00 p.m.    
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd made a motion to allow the Lions Club to have a collection at the 4 way stop on October 12 with a rain date on October 13.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Todd stated that we have a couple more spots for sidewalk improvements on East Laurel for the Grant we have.  The original location was on Jefferson.  It will go to the Township Board for their approval.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that the Charter complaints have been resolved.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:
Milton Touchette opened a discussion on Ordinance #979 to amend Chapter 154 (Electric Code) and Chapter 155 (Plumbing Code).  A motion was made by Milton Touchette to approve Ordinance #979 and was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Touchette opened a discussion on Ordinance #980 to amend Chapter 150 (Building Regulations).  Flynn commented on both ordinances.  A motion was made by Milton Touchette to approve Ordinance #980 and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated that there was an open annexation meeting on September 13 at the Community Center.  There were approximately 55 attendees.  TWM made a presentation on the annexation process.  A booklet from TWM on annexations has been updated and is available in the Village Office and Library.    
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that last Sunday was the Millstadt Biathlon and thanked Tracy and Rick Holmes for all their hard work.  Thanks also went to Lynn and Linda in the Office, the police and all the volunteers.  Schaefer stated there was a great turnout.  Tracy Holmes stated it was up 40 attendees from last year.  
Schaefer met with Fred Kent, a member of the original Millstadt Drum and Bugle Core, to discuss a memorial in the old park.  Once they decide the kind of memorial they want, they will let us know.   

Schaefer opened a discussion on the ‘Green Space’ in Kings Creek.  Most on the Park Board would be interested in seeing if we could look at new space by selling the space in Kings Creek.  Schaefer asked the Village Board members to go by to see the site.  
CEMETERY: Al Lehr will look into putting a fence around the dirt pile.  The pile will always be there.  Al Lehr will check into a solution.  Schaefer stated trees are coming and some of the trees will be planted there.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that October 18 will be the 25th anniversary of the operation of the nutrition program at the Community Center.  Linda Lehr mentioned that flu shots are available at the Community Center on November 2, by appointment only, at $25.00 per person.  Medicare will cover the cost of the flu shots for Medicare eligible residents.  Also on October 18 and 19 there will be a 55 Alive Driving Class held at the Center sponsored by AARP.  The two day class will be held each day from 1:00 to 5:00 at a cost of $10 to cover the cost of the materials.  The class is for those ages 55 and older.   
Bruce Nowak stated that a company has been hired to paint the Senior Center’s first floor for $500.  The Township will pay an additional $500.  A motion was made to pay the $500 by Ralph Bowley and seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.   
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Milton Touchette reported that we have minutes from the August 21 planning commission meeting discussing the subdivision codes.  The next meeting will be on September 18, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village Hall.        
TIF:  Linda Lehr asked if the TIF committee created a process for someone to apply for TIF money.  Milton Touchette stated that we signed a contract with Mr. Kane to be the front man for TIF requests.   Mr. Kane would then come to the Board and it would be open for discussion.   Touchette stated it has not been done well in the past.  Hopefully in the future it gets better.  
Bruce Nowak stated there was a meeting with Inland Technology to decide if they were going forward.  Inland Technology thought they were going to get money up front.  Bruce Nowak stated the money is worked out in the taxes.  Inland Technology said they would think about it.    Bruce Nowak will follow up.  
PUBLIC SAFETY:  
POLICE DEPARTMENT:  Joe Wagner was sworn in as a new police officer.  Chief Wilkerson stated that Joe will put the Village to full staff.  
BUILDING COMMISSIONER:  Steve Muskopf issued the following building permits:

OLD BUSINESS:  Bruce Nowak stated the need for a proposed Ordinance for security at special events.  Nowak asked the board to read through the document and get together at the next meeting.  
NEW BUSINESS: Bruce Nowak opened a discussion on items that Brian will address that are needed for the new sewer plant.  Nowak stated he will get with Randy to see why it was not included in the sewer plant and if it can be.  Brian stated that as the contract operator, they supply the testing for the equipment at the sewer facility.  Brian stated that Bruce Nowak questioned the ability to have in-house testing on site.  Brian stated he came up with a price of $15K to replace the present equipment and do everything in-house.  Ralph Bowley questioned the cost savings.  Brian stated that even with the new equipment we would still need an operator.  Milton Touchette failed to see advantage to purchase equipment.  Brian stated the advantages in replacing the equipment.  
Laura Schaefer asked if anyone was interested in attending the East West Gateway meeting.  Bruce Nowak stated he will attend.   

Schaefer suggested having a separate meeting with Kings Creek residents to hear them out and tell them what we can and cannot do for them.  Linda Lehr stated concerning the drainage problems, it would be good to have them together at one time with the developer.  Steve Muskopf stated he did speak to the design engineer on the drainage issue and the engineer will contact the developer to get that taken care of.  Randy and Steve met with the villa residents and concerns that they expressed are with their maintenance contract between them and the developer.  The Board decided not to have a separate meeting.   

Schaefer stated she feels the Village is wasting the money paid to Governmental Consulting Solutions (GCS).  Schaefer does not feel the Village would get more from them than what we could get for ourselves.  Bowley, Touchette and Todd agreed.  Schaefer mentioned that the 1-6-06 letter from GCS stated that they will bring a 10:1 return on investments… and we have nothing so far.  Linda Lehr stated that either side can get out of the contract with a 90 day notice.   The decision to terminate will be held off until the next meeting.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Al Lehr and was seconded by Ralph Bowley to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr to approve the Clerk’s Report as presented and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  

CITIZEN REPORT:  
Elmer Hettenhausen asked the status of the Audrey Lake water line.  Bruce Nowak stated he will look into it.  
Linda Lehr made a motion that the Village Board go into an Executive Session to discuss personnel matters and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  

A motion was made by Laura Schaefer to close the Executive Session and was seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Linda Lehr stated that flu shots will be provided for the Village’s full time employees.  The shots are not mandatory.  The Village will pay the $25 fee.  Linda Lehr made a motion that the Village pay for flu shots for full time employees.   The motion was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
