OCTOBER 1, 2007
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Milton Touchette.  Mike Todd was absent.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Laura Schaefer and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve the 
September 17, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  A letter was read that was sent to the Village Board from Mark Landry recognizing the Department of Public Works employees.   He wanted to thank them for their hard work.    
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills.  The motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Bowley stated that he, Tracy Holmes and the Mayor have been meeting with Waterloo Bank, Associated Bank, and Millstadt Bank to see where they could get the best rates and what additional services the Village could receive.  First National Bank of Millstadt was chosen, which will be the First National Bank of St. Louis.  Bowley stated that they served us well in the past and will serve us better in the future.  We will get a better interest rate on our money which will give us a few thousand dollars more than what we are bringing in now.  Tracy Holmes stated when meeting with the banks and we realized that we don’t use a sweep account which is 100% fully invested instead of using money markets and so forth.  The First National Bank of Millstadt has agreed to not run the account like a sweep account but to mirror the interest rate of a sweep account.  We will get 155 days more interest, which can be an additional $20K to $30K per year in additional interest.  The rate was effective October 1.   
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that all is going well with the new sewer plant construction.  Randy Burk presented a pay request of $299,696.41.  Burk stated he reviewed the items and they are reasonable.   Burk stated that leaves a balance of $5,665,930.  Al Lehr made a motion to approve the payment to the contractor at the new sewer plant for $299,696.41.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Al Lehr opened a discussion on the letter Brian Bowman presented for items needed to get the sewer plant lab up to the needs of the new facility.  Al Lehr requested that we put the expense in next year’s budget.  Touchette questioned the need for the new equipment and Linda Lehr asked how the new equipment would benefit the Village.  Burk stated we will have to monitor nitrogen and phosphorus now.  Bowley stated he thought that the company should provide the equipment to do the testing.  Randy Burk stated you would have to look at their contract.  Touchette stated he would like to ask what he needs the most.  Burk described some detail in the testing.  Some Board members asked that Brian come back and give more detail.  Laura Schaefer asked if Al Lehr could get a copy of the contract.  The decision was held until the next meeting.  
Burk provided a letter signed by the Mayor to Paul McNamara on the Southwestern Illinois Planning Commission on the Village’s protest of the proposed Smithton Facility Planning Area.  Burk stated that basically Smithton wanted to increase their territory where they are only 600 ft. from our corporate limits.  
WATER: Al Lehr stated that Brian has all the fire hydrant flushed with no major problems.  Burk stated we are waiting for the IEPA approval for the water tower.  
Laura Schaefer stated the Board did not address the issue of water turn on after 3:30 p.m. She opened a discussion on whether they should be charged for the time for the staff to go out and turn it on or should be Village incur the costs.  Linda Lehr stated that there is 1 ½ hours after Don’s staff goes home and the office is still open for someone to come in and pay their bill.  
Don stated that someone is available on his staff on water shut off day until 5:00 p.m.  Tracy stated that renters that pay their deposits and plan to move in over the weekend may need water turned on a Friday.  The need is to establish the rule on who pays overtime for Don’s staff.  Touchette mentioned and Steve Muskopf agreed that a renter cannot occupy the property without water.  Don stated that it would be an estimated $50 overtime fee.  The contract should state that the fee would be 3 hours.  Holmes stated we need a written policy.  She also stated that the residents have adequate notice of two weeks to 20 days before the turn off.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr and seconded by Laura Schaefer that the Board, via Tracy or the Mayor, contact the village attorney to draft an Ordinance setting a policy for water shut off and turn on and the options they would have and they would pay, not the Village.  Bowley suggested that if they pay by 2:00 p.m. you get the water turned on that day or after 2:00 p.m. you get the water turned on the next day unless they want to pay the extra internal fee.   The motion carried unanimously.  
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that a special board meeting was held last Monday to chose a new refuse company.  Three bids were received from Waste Management, Patriot Waste and Aspen.  We agreed to take Patriot.  The new contract goes into effect today.  As a courtesy, Patriot agreed to pick up the last two weeks at the rate that Central Waste was charging.  Yard waste will be picked up on the trash day but that is a separate deal like the previous company, the Village does not handle the yard waste.  Patriot will pick up during the month of October, one white goods item per week at the house.  Refrigerators, freezers and air conditioners must have the freon removed by a certified person and require a certification red sticker in order to be removed.  Propane tanks must be removed from barbeque grills.  A notice is on the entrance door to the Village Hall.   
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Bruce Nowak, in Mr. Todd’s absence, stated that the VFW would like to hand out poppies at the intersection of Washington and Jefferson and some local business on Friday, October 19 at 3:00 p.m. and Saturday, October 20 at 7:00 a.m., depending on the amount of volunteers.  Al Lehr made a motion and was seconded by Linda Lehr to grant the request to sell poppies at the Washington and Jefferson intersection.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Linda Lehr asked if any further information is known on the sidewalk grant that was supposed to be on North Jefferson but is now relocated.  Burk stated it was approved and the Township signed a resolution of support saying it was fine since the grant was originally theirs and should have bids by the end of this month.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr stated that our franchise agreement with Charter is good until September 2008.  If anyone has information that they would like incorporated in the new agreement please pass along.  Burk asked if cable service could be provided to the whole community since there are areas where the service is not offered.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:
Milton Touchette opened a discussion on Ordinance #981, St. Clair Building and Zoning Agreement for Building Inspection Program.  Touchette made a motion to approve Ordinance #981.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Touchette opened a discussion on Ordinance #982 for the contract with Patriot Waste.  Milton Touchette made a motion to approve #982 for the contract with Patriot Waste.  The motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Touchette opened a discussion on Ordinance #983 to amend Section 50.03 (A) of Chapter 50 of the Municipal Code of the Village of Millstadt.  This is the cost of residential refuse and waste and reflects the current price that we agreed to with Patriot.  Milton Touchette made a motion to approve Ordinance #983.  The motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated the Annexation Committee will have another meeting targeting outside the municipality to include Roach Town, Urbana Road and Schmidt Lane.  
Touchette mentioned that if Frank Scott goes through, some of that could be commercial.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported a request from St. James Parish, Auction Committee Member, Lynn Muskopf, for a family swim pass that we give every year.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to approve the donation of a family swim pass for the 21st Annual Dinner Auction for St. James Parish and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Schaefer reported the following:  

· The Maifest 2007 was up $722 from last year and down from 2004 and 2005.  The profit was $8,541.58.  

· Millstadt Biathlon had the greatest profit in 9 years.  The profit for 2007 was $7,057.66.  Touchette asked if the events could be mentioned in the newspaper.  
· The swimming pool is generally a loss.  The loss was not as bad as last year.  The loss for 2007 was $8,713.57.  Linda Lehr questioned the difference in water used this year versus last year.  
· Millstadt parks profited $4,799.78 from the concession stand, down $933 this year.  
· There was vandalism to the new park bench that was donated on Kalbfleisch Street.  It could have been 4 wheelers.  

· A request from MCS to use the park for their fall festival on October 12.  There will be a BuckaBang at the park.  They also asked to have the lights on.  

· There will be a massive daffodil planting on Saturday, October 27 at 9:00 a.m. if anyone is interested.   Everyone will meet on the pool parking lot and start with the big park.  It was mentioned that this would be a good Scout project.  
· A discussion was opened on the ‘green space’ in Kings Creek.  Tracy Holmes stated that it was deeded in April or May of 2005 to the Village.  Options were discussed on giving or selling the area to the connecting residents or keeping as a Village ‘green space’.  
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr reported that he looked into putting a fence around the dirt pile and checked with other cemeteries and they don’t have fences.  The dirt is used by the maintenance department.   Al Lehr suggested planting some fast growing trees around the pile.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center will officially celebrate its 25th Anniversary of being in service on October 18 during their normal business hours.  The painting at the Center was completed.  The 55 Alive Driving Class will be offered October 18 and 19 from 1:00 to 5:00 both days.  Upon completion of the class the certificate can be provided to your insurance for a discount.  Linda Lehr mentioned that flu shots are available at the Community Center on November 2, by appointment only, at $25.00 per person.  Medicare will cover the cost of the flu shot.  
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Milton Touchette reported that the Planning Commission is continuing to work on the recommendations for future planning.  

Schaefer asked if the subcommittee was formed.  Muskopf stated he was on the board and welcomed other members.   
TIF:  Milton Touchette stated that he received an email from Jim Kane to set up a meeting for the TIF Committee, October 8 here at 7:00 p.m.   Kane will make a presentation on the 15th to the Board.

Muskopf stated he had copies of the contracts for both inspection codes and documents for Tracy regarding procedures and forms.  Muskopf stated there will be code book available.  
OLD BUSINESS:  Bruce Nowak asked if everyone reviewed the police picnic policy.  Bowley questioned why we have to use Millstadt police at a private park.  Ed Wilkerson stated that an outside agency cannot make an arrest and Millstadt police would still be involved.   Need to define ‘all functions’ in the agreement.  It was suggested giving the groups a cost break down and let them choose.  Wilkerson stated that we do need police officers at the events for best interest of the Village even if other security is there.  The county cannot make arrests.  Burk asked if liquor is sold, Village police should be hired.  Bowley stated that the organization should be responsible for security expense.  Linda Lehr stated we need to compare the FOP agreement and our current policy.  The decision was shelved for now.  It was suggested that the Public Safety Committee get together with all interested groups.  Bruce Nowak will get with the Chief and find out who is interested.  
Bruce Nowak opened a discussion on the Governmental Consulting Solutions (GCS) Contract.  Bruce wants to wait 90 days to see what happens in Springfield.  Laura Schaefer stated then that would be another six months of contract to pay for.  Linda Lehr stated that the grants we did get came from other sources, not GCS, and the Village will not get the money promised.   Milton Touchette made a motion to put them on notice.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The office will draft the cancellation letter.  
Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.   
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
