October 15, 2007
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, Mike Todd and   Milton Touchette.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Laura Schaefer to approve the October 1, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  A letter and a picture were sent to the Village from Dave Renois from the Millstadt Sports Association.  He wanted to thank the Village for sponsoring the Little League during the 2007 season.   
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr reminded everyone that flu shots are available for Village employees at the Community Center on November 2, 2007.  

PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that the new sewer plant construction is progressing.  The storm sewer on Kropp Road is out for bids, due in 30 days.  Brian will be at the next meeting to address the testing needs for the new plant.  
WATER: Al Lehr stated that we have not received an answer about the water tower from the IEPA.  
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated things are going well since Patriot Waste took over.  Holmes stated that the office received one complaint that trash was flying out the back of the truck.  
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd stated that we are going back and filling in on the streets where there are low spots from the water main settling.  The sidewalks grant did pass and the Township will get bids by the end of the month.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Tracy Holmes stated she had one complaint from a resident.      
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:
Milton Touchette opened a discussion on Ordinance #984 amending the Employee Handbook.  The change is the increase from 120 to 160 hours in reference to the paragraph dealing with Compensatory Time Off.  Touchette made a motion to approve the Ordinance #984.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated that there will be an open annexation meeting on Wed. Oct. 24 at 7:30 p.m. at the Community Center.  Letters were sent out, thanks to the Village office.  The target area this time will be out Urbana Road and Roachtown Road.  TWM will make a presentation on the process for annexations.  Touchette had some inquiries concerning subdividing if they were annexed.   

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that we will have a daffodil planting on Saturday, October 27 at 9:00 a.m. to noon at the pool parking lot.   We received 14 street trees this week and are expecting 60 more for the parks.  
CEMETERY: Al Lehr stated that the lawn mower contractor is doing a good job.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated again that the flu shots are available on November 2.  Lehr reported that October 18 will be the 25th anniversary of the operation at the Community Center.  The main celebration will be during their noon time meal, followed by entertainment.  The painting has been completed on the center.  The Community Center Board of Directors will meet October 22 at 7:30 p.m. at the center.   
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Milton Touchette reported that there was a TIF meeting attended by Mr. Kane, the Mayor, Al Lehr, Ralph Bowley and Steve Muskopf.  They discussed a deal with Record Printing.  Touchette stated that Mr. Kane should have the final report here by the next meeting.  Tracy Holmes provided an updated TIF expense report.  The Village expenses are covered by TIF for the storm sewer in front of Inland Technologies.  Bruce Nowak mentioned that the MCS Project will be paid by TIF.  
PUBLIC SAFETY:  
POLICE DEPARTMENT: 
Linda Lehr mentioned the issue of the security at the events in town.  Linda Lehr stated that it is a good idea to meet with the organizations.  
EMERGENCY SERVICES AND DISASTER AGENCY:  Kristian Bertelsmann asked about the status of purchasing a radio for him similar to the one that the fire department carries.  Ed Wilkerson described the difference in the radios.  Touchette asked if we could split the cost with the fire district.   Linda Lehr suggested that several entities contribute.  Wilkerson stated that with the weather problems in the past, it would have been beneficial to have the radio for communication and also a couple for the maintenance department.   Touchette suggested getting a count on how many are needed.   Linda Lehr suggested that when the Public Safety Committee meets, they can discuss this issue.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Tracy Holmes asked permission to close the Village office on Friday, 11-9-07 for the Locis training in Springfield.  Only two days are offered for this training.  Holmes stated that with Veteran’s Day, the office would be closed for four days in a row.    Holmes stated it is valuable for the three office workers to attend.   Al Lehr made a motion to close the office on November 9 and Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.   The motion carried unanimously.   
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley and was seconded by Mike Todd to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr to approve the Clerk’s Report as presented and was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.  

CITIZEN REPORT:  
Darrell Hampsten asked if there was a silt retention ordinance on Lee’s property due to the large amount of dirt.  Bruce Nowak stated no but would check with Randy.  Nowak stated that Lee should have the house removed on October 27.  
Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
