November 19, 2007
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.    Milton Touchette was absent.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Linda Lehr to approve the November 5, 2007 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that the new sewer plant construction is progressing.    
WATER:  Al Lehr stated Randy Burk did not hear back from the IEPA about the water tower.    
REFUSE:  Al Lehr stated things are going well since Patriot Waste took over.    
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd stated that the leaf pick up is going well.  Todd stated that we will get the township sidewalks bids on December 4.  
MAINTENANCE & EQUIPMENT:  Mike Todd reported that the leaf vac was down for a short amount of time but was up again within an hour and a half.   

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr stated that a resident did report having problems with their internet service.        
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated that two meetings were held explaining and educating folks on the annexation process.  The inquiries will be addressed on an individual case basis.       

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that Park Board had a meeting last Thursday.  The following topics were discussed:  

· Parking at Liederkranz Park during events was discussed.  Schaefer stated that the Board does not want to cap the number of events; however they did want to consider the damage and may impose a charge for repairs if necessary.  
· The Park Board is in favor in selling the small lot in King’s Creek and will need to discuss with Mike Flynn on the procedures.   
· The Park Board agreed that the Millstadt Drum and Bugle Corp can proceed with a memorial if the Village Board is in agreement.  Preliminary approval was granted by the Village Board at the November 5 meeting.  Also discussed at the Park Board meeting was coming up with guidelines for any memorial.  Schaefer will put together some suggestions in the future.  
· Don Traiteur approached Schaefer about leaving one of the park bathrooms open over the winter.  Traiteur suggested taking the men’s bathroom and make a unisex bathroom with insulation and installing a small heater.  The Park Board thought it was a good idea.  
· The Park Board discussed providing educational information for the community on the Village website.  
· Schaefer gave the Park Board members a copy of the Comprehensive Plan to be updated and a copy of the Green Space Ordinance for them to discuss at the next meeting.  
· Schaefer spoke to Greg Crawford concerning updating the sidewalks for ADA accessible in front of the Lafayette Lofts.  The trees are causing some concern since they are close to the wires.  The Park Board asked to have the trees removed and Crawford said he was willing to do that at no cost and he also asked if the Village would chip in for the sidewalk repair.  There was some discussion on the locations of the ADA accessible locations.  Steve Muskopf stated that Crawford wanted to make some elevation changes to enter the building to be wheelchair accessible.  Muskopf stated that there are some grade issues and was asked about TIF funding since it was on the commercial side of the building.  Muskopf stated Crawford would have to discuss with the TIF Committee.  Muskopf stated that Crawford is working in the public right away.   
· Bruce Nowak stated that he was told that we did get the $50K grant to replace the fences at the parks.  
CEMETERY: Al Lehr stated that the cemetery mowing was completed for the year.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center Board of Directors will meet next Monday, November 26, at 7:30 p.m. at the Community Center.  The Millstadt Senior Services Program had their Thanksgiving dinner November 15 and served 109 meals.  They have no educational programs scheduled for now.  The meal count is good and the van and bus are running fine.  
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  The next Planning Board is meeting November 20 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village Hall.    

PUBLIC SAFETY:   
EMERGENCY SERVICES AND DISASTER AGENCY:      
Linda Lehr reported that the Public Safety Committee met on November 8 with the organizations that hold events at the Liederkranz Park and St. James.  The purpose of the meeting was to try to come up with a feasible method to pay for the security at these events.  Cost is a factor at these events due to the new union contract.  Linda Lehr stated it was a good exchange of information.   
OLD BUSINESS: Bruce Nowak opened a discussion on the placement of an electrical transformer in the alley.  Al Lehr stated to let them do it and Nowak agreed.  Mike Flynn stated that Don Traiteur understands that the Ameren attorneys are preparing a document for the transformer and it will be presented to the Board for review.  
The Smithton FPA will be discussed at the Planning Board meeting tomorrow.  Klein was in attendance in case the Board had any questions.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Otto Faulbaum wanted to thank the Village Board for their continued support to the Sister Cities organization and to eliminate any concern about this year’s festival.   Faulbaum stated he has applied for and has every expectation in getting a special event license through the Village and has purchased the one day dram shop coverage.  Faulbaum stated that they have had general liability insurance for a number of years because they cook food.  The event is December 2 and would like to return to visit this issue when there is more time.  Bruce Nowak asked if they always carried their liability insurance and Faulbaum stated yes.  Nowak stated the liquor license is $10 or $12 and the dram shop insurance is up to them as well.  Faulbaum stated that they are in the process in putting together the 8th Annual Youth Ambassador’s Exchange for 2008.  Nowak stated it is a good organization.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Al Lehr and was seconded by Ralph Bowley to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley to approve the Clerk’s Report as presented and was seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
