January 21, 2008
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer, and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
Ralph Bowley made a motion to approve the January 7, 2008 minutes as presented and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  

PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr stated there will be an Executive Session to discuss personnel issues at the end of the meeting.  

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that the new sewer plant is coming along fine.  Brian stated to Al Lehr that he has Metro Ag on contract for this spring and fall.    

WATER:  Al Lehr stated that all is fine.  No word from EPA on the water tower yet.  Bruce Nowak stated that he was told it would not be until April or May for the paper work to be completed.    

REFUSE:  Al Lehr stated things are going well with trash hauling.   

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd stated that Right Way will start to work on the sidewalks once the weather breaks.  

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that the Village received a semiannual franchise payment for the Charter Communications services.  The Village gets 3% of the proceeds that came to $10,067; that covers from July 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.  

Linda Lehr stated that the money goes into the general fund.  Ralph Bowley stated that the franchise fee is passed on to the consumer.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer stated that the next Park Board Meeting will be Thursday, here at 7:30 p.m.   Schaefer reported that there are four new benches across the street from the park on Kalbfleisch compliments of Chris Leubbers for one of his scout projects.   Schaefer stated that he collected money from businesses to pay for the benches.  Schaefer will send a thank you note to Chris for the donation.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center meals are still strong.      

Linda Lehr reported that there is a State Planning Seminar tonight for seniors and a lady comes out called the Clothes Line Lady for seniors to buy clothing.  It is a service so folks do not have to go to a store to buy clothing.   The Community Center Board will meet next Monday, January 28 at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting is open to the public.  

PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French reported that the Planning Commission Meeting will take place tomorrow night.  The focus is on the vacancy and we have four strong candidates at this point, but no one is stepping up for the chairman position right now.  

TIF:  Mike French stated that he made contact with Jim Kane and agreed to meet for some extensive tutoring.  French stated that he had a notice from Inland Management Group following up on their completion of the paper work.  When they would receive some tax notices, and pay them, then they will be in full participation.  

PUBLIC SAFETY:   

Police Department:  Linda Lehr reported that the DARE program is now offering a first year college scholarship for the 2008-2009 school year.  This is money that is not supported by Village dollars; all money comes in from fundraisers and donations.  Linda Lehr expressed appreciation to Lt. Alan Hucke for his contribution.

OLD BUSINESS:

The motion carried unanimously.  

CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley to approve the Clerk’s Report as presented and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.   

CITIZENS INPUT AND COMMENTS:
