Ralph Bowley made a motion to open the budget meeting for public comments on the proposed budget for the new fiscal year.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  There were no comments from the public.  Bowley made a motion to close the session concerning the budget and Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Mike Todd and seconded by Al Lehr to approve the March 17, 2008 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Janice Dreyer read a note from Mr. Eickelman thanking the Village and all involved in the rescue effort for his son that was killed at the sewer plant, March 10, 2008.  A note was read from Bert Hoepfinger thanking Travis Jones and Jeff Wessel for a wonderful job they did for her at her residence.  Linda Lehr suggested putting a copy of the letter in their personnel files.   
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he reviewed the bills and made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr reported that there will be an Executive Session at the end of the meeting to discuss personnel.  

PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that the construction work has started back up again.  The existing plant is running fine.  During the high rains, water was pumped out of the sewers at several places around town.  Randy Burk presented a pay request for $730,854.72.  It was high because of some equipment that was delivered to the site.  That leaves a balance of $2,448,232.  Burk recommended that the Village pay the request to Followell Construction.  Burk stated that the equipment was delivered and the services that were provided match up.  Burk stated there will be a meeting tomorrow for an update of their schedule since the tragedy.  Tracy Holmes stated the last pay request has not come.  Al Lehr made a motion to pay the request to Followell Construction for $730,854.72 and Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Burk gave an update on the sewer plant since the March 10, 2008 tragedy.  He stated that he was interviewed by OSHA on March 17th and has not heard the results.  OSHA inspected the site and graded the contractor 8.5 out of 10 for following safety procedures, which was a good review.  The tragedy involved a subcontractor.  Linda Lehr asked how long the investigation will take.  Burk stated he did not know, but OSHA did not close the site.  Tracy Holmes stated that the Fire Department said it would take 30 days and will be on the OSHA website.  
Linda Lehr asked Randy to address a question from a resident.  Burk stated that he spoke to Mr. and Mrs. Charles Herman before the meeting concerning the easement of the sewer line near the nature park.  Burk stated that their property is muddy because of the construction and it is hazardous.  Burk stated that he cannot answer any legal questions and the contractor is responsible for the site.  The Herman’s are concerned if they were liable for any accidents that might happen because of the mud.  Burk will ask for more safety fencing.  Mr. Herman asked if someone were injured, would the Village pay for the legal services.  Burk stated that he would think we would ask that they be removed from any potential lawsuit.  
WATER:  Randy Burk stated that he heard that Congress might have money coming out for projects that can be constructed within 90 to 180 days from the release of some federal funds. We are on a list, because of the Mayor’s efforts, to received money for the water tower.  Burk recommended not applying for a loan right now and to wait to see if we get a grant.   
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that Patriot Waste sold out to Waste Management.  A copy of the agreement was sent to our attorney.  Nowak stated that Waste Management will abide by the Patriot Waste contract for the remainder of the contract.  There will still be heavy hauling on Wednesdays in April.  Al Lehr stated that the rates will stay the same.  Al Lehr made a motion to approve that the existing contract with Patriot Waste be assigned over to Waste Management of Illinois effective April 1st.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd reported that Millstadt EMS was requesting permission to collect at the four-way stop for their annual Leukemia Drive on Friday, April 18, 2008 from 2:00 p.m. until dark.  Todd made a motion to let the EMS collect at the four-way stop on April 18, 2008 at 2:00 p.m.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Todd stated that he received a street closure for the Maifest from May 16th to May 18th on Legion Drive.  Todd made a motion to close Legion Drive on May 16th to May 18th.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Todd reported that Randy Burk had a pay request from J. Flowers Construction asking for one fourth of the cost for $50,968.44.  Randy Burk reviewed the request and the materials were on site.  Burk recommended the Village Board approve the pay request.  Burk stated that a 10% retainer is being held back for an amount of $5,663.   Linda Lehr stated that the project will help in the storm water drainage along the south side of West Washington.  Burk stated that to benefit the area, the new storm sewer will run from the intersection of Washington Street past the cemetery.  TIF funds were used for this project.  Mike Todd made a motion to pay the request for $50,968.44 to J. Flowers Construction and was seconded by Ralph Bowley.  The motion carried unanimously.   

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: 

Mike French read the ‘Get Up and Go’ Proclamation/Resolution for fitness during the month of April, 2008.  French made a motion to accept the proclamation as presented and Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   
French presented Ordinance #996 regarding Special Use for property located at 3540 Douglas Road owned by Gary Feazel.  The Zoning Board approved the Ordinance on March 25th.  
French made a motion to approve Ordinance #996 for Gary Feazel’s Special Use request and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
French presented a Resolution for the Maintenance of Streets and Highways.  The President and the Board of Trustees of the Village of Millstadt, IL, that there is herby appropriated the sum of $242,903.86 of Motor Fuel Tax funds for the purpose of maintaining streets and highways under the applicable provisions of the IL Highway Code from January 1, 2008 to December 31, 2008.   A motion was made by French and seconded by Al Lehr to accept the Resolution as presented.  Linda Lehr asked if the funds will go towards the oil and chipping and the reply was yes.  Tracy Holmes stated that the major change is that the oil amount increased.  The motion carried unanimously.  
French presented Ordinance #995 establishing the Annual Budget for the Village of Millstadt for the fiscal year from May 1, 2008 to April 30, 2009.  French made a motion to accept the Ordinance #995 to establish the annual budget.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   
French announced a Proclamation to designate April 26th as Loyalty Day.  Mayor Nowak concurs with Congress and the President of the United States to designate April 26th as Loyalty Day.  French made a motion to accept the Proclamation as proposed.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that the Maifest will be May 16th and 17th.  This year the Village will be working in conjunction with MCS for their Spring Festival.  This will benefit the school and the Village.  

Schaefer stated that she has been coordinating with Rich Kasson for the pool season.  The daffodils in the park are starting to come up.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center is still offering income tax appointments.  There are some appointments left.  The meals and transportation are going well.  
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated that the Planning Commission meeting is scheduled for April 15th.   There will be a meeting at the Village Hall April 8th, at 7:00 p.m. concerning the Western IL Mapping Project.  There was an Economic Development Committee established to address key areas.   
PUBLIC SAFETY:  Police Department – Ed Wilkerson stated that two police officers have successfully completed the Police Academy.

Muskopf stated that this time of year temporary signage will start up.  The Ordinance gives Muskopf the right to pick up signs in the public right away.  All signage requires a permit.  There are exceptions for charities.  The newspaper will print a notice.   Laura Schaefer asked if anyone contacts the people that put the signs up and the reply was no, but they are held if anyone calls.  Tracy Holmes stated that they were calling, but no one would come to pick them up.  
Linda Lehr asked if there were any requests for banners at the four way stop for the MS Walk.  Tracy Holmes stated no one has contacted the office yet.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Randy Burk stated that IDOT has significant amounts of money for streetscapes.  This money can be used for utility relocation, decorative lighting and an emphasis on green on Rt. 158.  The application due date is May 5th and ours is almost done.  Burk stated that there is a significant amount of grant money available.  The Western IL Mapping Project will get us bonus points.  Ralph Bowley stated that the mapping project will meet Thursday night.   
CITIZEN INPUT:  Jerry Behrmann at 123 Lexington reported problems with the street conditions by his house.  The main concern is a hole on the corner, close to the manhole, that keeps sinking.  Mayor Nowak identified Don Traiteur as his contact.  Linda Lehr asked if this was a recurring problem and Mr. Behrmann stated yes.  
Linda Lehr made a motion to go into the Executive Session to discuss personnel and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.   

There was a motion to adjourn the Executive Session by Ralph Bowley and seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURNMENT:  Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
