

VILLAGE OF MILLSTADT
VILLAGE HALL

May 19, 2008
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, and Laura Schaefer.   Mike Todd was absent.  Mike Flynn was present.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.   
Al Lehr made a motion to approve the May 5, 2008 minutes as presented and was seconded by Mike French.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Janice Dreyer read a letter from Mark Landry recognizing the Millstadt Maintenance Department for their hard work on a water main that was recently installed.  Dreyer also read a letter from Bill and Vianne McDaniel thanking the Village for installing a new stop sign at W. Adams and S. Jackson.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he has reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills.  The motion was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.   
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr stated that Don Traiteur will be hiring a full time staff member.  The ad will run next Wednesday, May 28th in the Suburban Journal and Saturday, May 24th in the News Democrat.  Ed Wilkerson stated that the ad should also run for the police department.      
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that all is going well at the sewer plant.    He stated that they have finished hauling the sludge.   
WATER:  Al Lehr stated that some of the fire hydrants were flushed last week and some will be flushed this week.  
REFUSE:  Al Lehr reported that all is going well with the trash pickup.  Tracy Holmes stated that Patriot’s phone number has been switched over to Waste Management.  Al Lehr stated that the Village crew has been putting briquettes in standing water for the mosquito control.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr stated that the Village’s agreement with Charter is due for renewal this fall.  She asked that anyone should contact her if they had any suggestions to include in the new agreement.  Linda Lehr asked Steve Muskopf if he had any inquiries for antennas on the cell tower.  Muskopf replied no, but there is room for more.  

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French reported that there are no new Ordinances.  There are two Ordinances pending, one for the police department compensation for special events and one for driving nontraditional vehicles such as a four-wheeler or golf cart on the roadways.  
ANNEXATIONS: Linda Lehr stated she is waiting for the next round of information from the mapping planning office to schedule a meeting sometime in September.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer gave a ‘big thanks’ for all that helped at the Maifest.  There was beautiful weather but the crowds were down.  

Schaefer reporting the following:  

-There will be a Park Board meeting on Thursday, May 22nd at 7:00p.m. at the pavilion next to the pool.  
-A memorial tree will be planted for Keith Fietsman along the walking trail near the volleyball court.  A plaque will be added later.  There has been discussion on adding a bench and naming a ball field in his name.  

-She met with Fred Kent on the memorial for the crusaders.  

-The Park Board looked into ten acres south of Nature Park as a possible extension.  They were asking for $26K per acre which is not in the budget, so that was crossed off the list.  
-Schaefer did some planting along Elm Street.  

-The Metro East Park District has a grant for $10K available.  The deadline is August 1st.  Schaefer asked to get in touch with her with any ideas anyone may have for improvements, restorations or expansions of the parks.  She stated it is an outright grant and may go to all that apply since they are small.  

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr reported that the lawn contractor is doing a good job.  They mowed in the rain to have it nice for Mother’s Day.    
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center Board will meet next Tuesday at 7:30 p.m. at the Millstadt Township Hall.  It is open to the public.  One item for discussion is the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Village and the Township that is eight years old.   The meals are going well, 80 to 90 a day.  The senior services will have a stand at the Bierfest, the second weekend of June.  The money will go to programs that are currently unfunded.  A Senior Academy is scheduled for this fall.  
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French reported that the Planning Commission Meeting was scheduled for May 20th.  The agenda includes reviewing a Grant request for Main Street improvements and model Ordinances for conservation developments.   
French stated that concerning Economic Development, Lisa Bowman gathered preliminary information regarding the start up and structure for a Chamber of Commerce.  Linda Lehr stated that there are plenty of businesses to start a Chamber of Commerce.  French stated that it would be a sizable commitment.  French stated that when it is initially structured it is at a National level and then at a State level.  So, there is a hierarchy there and those levels take some of your money.  He stated that Columbia has gone independent.  Ralph Bowley stated it is an organization like the Optimist Club and not a Village type organization.   Bowley stated we can’t use the name Chamber of Commerce.  French will check it out.  

PUBLIC SAFETY:   
Police Department:  Ed Wilkerson stated that we need to get going on getting the SUV ordered.  Tracy Holmes checked into the insurance and it will not change.  Miles Chevrolet has the State contract and has the Tahoe.  The purchase was previously approved by the board.  
Linda Lehr stated that the public safety fair went very well and it was a good community event.  About 39 kids participated and 7 or 8 took packages home.  Belleville and Millstadt Police, and the Optimist sponsored the fair and the Millstadt Ambulance and Fire Department participated.  The Optimist donated $100 toward the fair.

Steve Muskopf stated that Tracy Holmes provided a notice for a proposed subdivision on Douglas Road that will be heard by the County Zoning Board.  It is not close to the Millstadt limits.  Muskopf asked to let him know if the Village wants to oppose this development.  Muskopf stated that they will use wells; there is no water at the location and the Village’s closest water line is on Saxtown Road.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Bruce Nowak read the list of appointments dated year 2008 to 2009 and committee assignments dated May 2008.  
Laura Schaefer stated that she received a letter from Brian Landgraf and spoke to him concerning his request to have helicopter tours at summer festivals and other Millstadt events.  Bruce Nowak also spoke to Mr. Landgraf and suggested that he put some paper work together and bring it before the Board.  Schaefer suggested the open ball field or any roped off, protected area during the picnics.  Mr. Landgraf did get approval from Waterloo.  Ed Wilkerson stated there could be some parking issues.  The price range is around $25 and up.  Flynn suggested that the sponsoring organization work with Mr. Landgraf.  Schaefer stated that even if the Board approves it does not mean each organization will accept the tours.  Schaefer will contact Mr. Landgraf and ask him to attend a Board meeting.  Nowak suggested that he also meet with the Commercial Club.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley and was seconded by Al Lehr to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  

CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley to accept the Clerk’s Report as presented and was seconded by Mike French.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ADJOURNMENT:  

Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
