

VILLAGE OF MILLSTADT

June 16, 2008
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nowak with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.   Mike French was absent.  Mike Flynn was present.  The Pledge of the Allegiance was recited.   
Mike Todd made a motion to approve the June 2, 2008 minutes as presented and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Janice Dreyer read a letter from Janice Jennings, the Pollution Prevention Coordinator, thanking the Village for participating in the spring telephone book recycling program.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he has reviewed the bills and made a motion to approve the bills.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.   
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr stated that the deadline was June 13th for the Maintenance Department’s position.  The Personnel Committee will review the applications.  Don Traiteur and Mayor Nowak have reviewed the applications.  Interviews will be set up in a week.  The Police Department’s applications are still being accepted until June 25th.   
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that all is going well at the sewer plant.  
WATER:  Al Lehr stated that the lagoon was drained.  The water tower is on hold until November.   
REFUSE:  Al Lehr reported that there was a complaint that a resident’s trash was not picked up.  Mosquito control workers are putting briquettes in the standing water.  

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd reported that the Millstadt Union Fire Department requested that Legion Drive from Rt. 163 to North Main Street be closed for their annual picnic at Liederkranz Park starting Wednesday, July 9th (12:00 p.m.) thru Sunday, July 13th (8:00 a.m.).  Included in the request for the road closure was the main thoroughfare of N. Main from the park bingo stand to Legion Dr.  They also requested a banner be placed over the 4-way stop intersection.  Todd made a motion to let the firemen close the streets and to have their banner at the 4-way stop.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Todd received a request from St. James for permission to hang a picnic banner at the 4-way stop after the Fireman’s banner was removed.  They requested that W. Madison between S. Lafayette and S. Tyler and the first block of S. Lafayette off Hwy. 158 be closed Friday, August 1st and Saturday, August 2nd.  Todd made a motion to grant St. James the street closures and their banner at the 4-way stop.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Todd reported that the oil and chip will start tomorrow at Harrison Street and go toward Rt. 158.  

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr stated that she had an inquiry asking if the Village might be able to connect with AT&T or Verizon for internet service.  She stated that Verizon does not offer high speed internet service to Millstadt at this time and she will check into AT&T.  
ANNEXATIONS: Linda Lehr stated that she is looking into an informational meeting in the fall.   

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that there were a few unexpected expenses at the pool.  The Park Board meeting will be next Thursday at the Nature Park at 7:00 p.m.   The 2000 daffodils bulbs were ordered for planting in the fall.  Schaefer had a discussion with Bill Volmer of Noble/Volmer and he apologized for the concrete not being re-poured at the Alpine Trails Park because of the weather, and the company is backed up on projects.  
ORDINANCES:  Ralph Bowley suggested making a change to the Village Ordinance 96-30 to allow alcohol beverages in the park.  The change would be that if someone reserves a park pavilion for a private party or have a valid state liquor license to allow alcohol.  Bowley also stated that the Police Department has a four-wheel vehicle and a golf cart.  Our current Ordinance does not allow for these types of vehicles.  Bowley proposed changing the Ordinance to bring it up-to-date and allow the Police and Fire Departments to operate any vehicle in the performance of their duties. The Chief of Police may authorize these vehicles at special events.  Linda Lehr and Laura Schaefer suggested adding any ‘public’ park in the Ordinance.  
Bowley reported that there will be a meeting at 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, June 18th with Mike Flynn to discuss the handbook.  

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr reported one complaint that some of the grass was not trimmed around the large headstones.    
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center Board will meet next Monday, June 23 at 7:30 p.m.  The Intergovernmental Agreement will be addressed at this meeting.  There was a barbeque scheduled for the patrons.  They had a ‘lady’s day out’ on Thursday to pamper the ladies.  The Senior Academy is coming together for the fall.   
PLANNING COMMISSION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Bruce Nowak reported that the Planning Commission Meeting will be tomorrow at 7:00 p.m. 

PUBLIC SAFETY:   
Police Department:  Kevin Witschie was sworn in as a full time police officer.  
Fire Department:  Elmer Hettenhausen reported that they will have the POW/MIA balloon at the Firemen’s Picnic.   There will be raffle tickets for balloon rides, weather permitting.  Mr. Hettenhausen asked if there were any changes to the Police pay rates at the picnics.  Bruce Nowak stated that they were working on the Ordinance and the rate of pay would remain the same at $20/hr. for all picnics.
