July 7, 2008

7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Bruce Nowak, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Mike French, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Mike Todd and seconded by Laura Schaefer to approve the June 16, 2008 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he reviewed the bills and made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr reported that there would be an Executive Session at the end of the meeting to discuss personnel.  She stated that interviews will be set up for the Police officer vacancy.   
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that he had a pay request for $255,470.00 from Followell Construction.  He questioned if the Village should hold some of the pay request back since they were responsible one time for the outage at the sewer plant.  Randy Burk stated that he had a discussion with Followell and the last that he heard, they did not file a claim with their insurance company.  Burk stated that they admitted it was their fault; they put the plug in the outlet and blew the circuit breaker and didn’t turn it back on.  Bruce Nowak stated to hold $2,000 back from the pay request and Followell can put a claim in to their insurance company.  Nowak will check will Flynn on holding the funds.  Burk stated that we are getting close to the $1M, the Village is down to $1.7M to finish.  Tracy Holmes stated that the Village tied up some CDs until July.  Al Lehr made a motion to approve the pay request from Followell Construction for $255,470.00 and hold $2,000 out of the payment.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.     
WATER:   Al Lehr stated that the water tower was on hold.  He stated that he has not received a fire hydrant report yet.   
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that the trash company missed one whole street but they did come back to get it.   
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd reported that Chris and Ginny Pickus requested that Dallas Street from the alley entrance to the corner of West Laurel Street be closed July 19, 2008 for a block party.  Ed Wilkerson stated he did not have a problem with the street closure.  Tracy Holmes stated that the office will notify the Fire Department.  Mike Todd made a motion to grant Chris and Ginny Pickus’ request for the block party.  Mike French seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mike Todd reported that the 60/40 Program had three property owners turn their sheets in and agreed to the cost.  Tracy Holmes stated that 15 have turned in requests but have not agreed to the cost.  All add up to less than $40K.  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center ramp should not go in the 60/40 program.  The costs will be split with the Township to repair the ramp.  Holmes stated that the money is not in the budget.  The committee will look into the project.  Todd stated it was the same for the area behind the bank.    

Jerome Blank, of 37 Jotham Court, requested a speed limit sign for 20 mph on Jotham because of the children that visit their grandparents.  He also requested a sign to watch for children.  

Mike Todd stated that he had a pay request for J. Flowers for the Polk Street storm sewer, a TIF Project, for $113,513.85.  Randy Burk stated the project is done except for the clean up.  Todd stated that the Village will be reimbursed by TIF.  Todd made a motion to pay J. Flowers and Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Mike Todd stated he had a pay request for $24,129.05 from Rite-Way Excavating for the East Laurel Street project and we sent a pay request into IGD for $45,471.27.  Al Lehr made a motion to pay the request to Rite-Way Construction and Excavating.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mike Todd stated that we are getting bids for the Police Department’s windows.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: 

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  
Linda Lehr stated that Charter Communications is now offering telephone service to the municipality and the area as an option to Verizon. 

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:  Mike French stated that Ed Wilkerson provided an updated copy of the Police Procedure Manual to him and made a motion to accept the manual as updated and presented.  French, Wilkerson and Tracy Holmes have copies of the manual.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
French reported the following Ordinances:  
No. 1001 Variance 131 for an addition of a 9x10 office for Millstadt Carpet, property located at 600 West Washington.  The variance was for 28 ft. versus the normal 50 ft.  It was reviewed by the Zoning Board and was recommended for approval.  French made a motion to accept the Ordinance as presented and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  
No. 1002 Variance 130 for a carport attached to a garage on the Schickedanz property.  It was a variance of 16 ft. versus 25 ft. located at 218 West White Street.  This was approved by the Zoning Board.  French made a motion to accept the Ordinance 1002 as presented and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.  
No. 1003 will allow the use of golf carts and four wheelers on the streets for police and fire department.  It is to amend Chapter 71 (Rules of Operation) 71.107 Operating Unlicensed Motor Vehicle.  French stated that the general public will not be able to use these types of vehicles on the streets.  French made a motion to accept the ordinance as proposed and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.   The motion carried unanimously.  
No. 1004 is to amend Chapter 94.08 (Noise) by repealing Section 94.08 (Building Operations) in its entirety.  Ralph Bowley stated that it sets aside Saturday and Sunday from the normal Sunday through Friday.  This allows residents wanting to build, such as a deck, on the weekends.  Bowley stated that the first part of the Ordinance still restricts any undue or unreasonable noise at any hour.  This Ordinance takes out the restrictions on weekends.  French made a motion to accept the Ordinance 1004 as proposed and Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
No. 1005 was to repeal Chapter 96.30 regarding alcoholic beverages in the parks.  Ralph Bowley stated that the original ordinance is from years ago.  He stated that Millstadt sells beer in the Park, now you can legally drink beer in the park.   French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1005 as proposed.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Don Traiteur questioned an Ordinance on not using glass bottles in the Park.  Linda Lehr stated that there was a full page ad saying no glass.  Laura Schaefer questioned updating the ordinance.  
No. 1006 was to amend Chapter 132.01 pertaining to disorderly conduct (Offenses Against Public Order) and was amended by adding (V) Urinating in public.  French made a motion to accept the Ordinance 1006 as proposed.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
No. 1007 was to amend Chapter 110 pertaining to the hours of operation (Alcoholic Liquor) by repealing Paragraph (A) in its entirety, and substituting the following:  
(A) It shall be unlawful to sell or offer for sale at retail or to give away in or upon any licensed premises any alcoholic liquor between the hours of 1:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m., prevailing time on any day of the week.  Furthermore, all licensed premises, except for premises with a Class C or Class D license, shall cease doing business at the hour of 1:00 a.m., and all persons other than the licensee or his employees or persons residing thereon shall vacate or be removed therefrom, and such premises shall remain closed and not again be occupied by persons other than the licensee or its employees or persons residing thereon, or any business be done therein, until the hour of 5:00 a.m.  

French stated the wording in the previous Ordinance was not clear.  He stated that the new Ordinance makes an exception for Class C or D licenses for retail sales.  Tracy Holmes read the previous Ordinance.  French made a motion to accept the Ordinance 1007 as proposed.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr reported that she received an inquiry on annexation from some property owners on Rt. 158 that are not touching the Village.  She stated that information will be provided to them.  
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that the concrete was poured at Alpine Trails Park.  She thanked the maintenance staff for their work in the parks.  
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that the people are decorating with sheppard hooks in the middle of the graves making it hard to cut grass.  He will check with Flynn to change the Ordinance.  Linda Lehr suggested that a sign be posted.   
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center Board met on June 23rd.  The Community Center will have a fund raiser at the Firemen’s Picnic.  It will be a golf ball drop at 7:00 p.m. Saturday in the park.  The proceeds will help support various programs for the seniors.  There were some extra funds, a couple thousand more that became available through a subsidy grant for food and transportation.  The meals are strong.  The area clergy are meeting on a regular basis to help the community.  The next Community Center Board meeting will be September 22nd.  The ramp at the Community Center is a 50/50 sharing of expense with the Township and Village and no decision was made.  
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated that the next meeting will be July 15th, it is a change of sequence.  The Economic Development Committee will meet Wednesday, July 9th to review the start up of the Chamber of Commerce.  French, Steve Muskopf and Lisa Bowman met with the Waterloo Director Debbie Ruggeri the third week of June.  Debbie provided some excellent insight on successful Chambers of Commerce.  The Waterloo Chamber website gets a lot of hits and attention.  She suggested that a letter and survey be sent to our businesses.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Elmer Hettenhausen stated that this weekend is the Fire Department Picnic.   He thanked all for their assistance at the fireworks.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Laura Schaefer stated that the green space subcommittee from the mapping committee will meet at the Village Hall Thursday, July 10th at 7:00 p.m.  The Park Board was invited. 
Linda Lehr asked that the Board provide some direction on Jerome Blank’s request for a 25 mph and a ‘Watch for Children’ sign.  Ed Wilkerson stated that he had no problem with the sign on Jotham.  Steve Muskopf stated that the Ordinance states that speed limits are 25 mph unless posted.  Mr. Muskopf stated that 20 mph does not seem unreasonable, it is a dead end.  Ralph Bowley stated that he did not have a problem with the sign but thought that we would have to put ‘Watch for Children’ signs all over the Village.  Everyone should be watching for children in the subdivisions.  Linda Lehr stated that the 20 mph applies to watch for the children.  Don Traiteur stated he thought we had some 20 mph signs.  Mike Todd stated we would need an ordinance.   
CITIZENS INPUT AND COMMENTS:  
Linda Lehr made a motion that the Village Board go into Executive Session to discuss personnel.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.   

Linda Lehr made a motion to adjourn the Executive Session. Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ADJOURNMENT:  Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Mike French.  The motion carried unanimously.
