VILLAGE HALL

November 3, 2008
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Bruce Nowak, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr and Mike Todd.  Laura Schaefer and Mike French were absent.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Mike Todd and seconded by Al Lehr to approve the October 20, 2008 minutes.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley asked if there were any questions concerning the bills.  Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills and made a motion to pay the bills that included the TIF bill from Jim Kane.  Mr. Kane provided a letter to the Board explaining some of the TIF expenses.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr reported that Chief Wilkerson had started interviewing for auxiliary police officer positions.  They are excepting applications now.  
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that the new sewer plant is going well.  Al Lehr reported that concrete was being poured.  Randy Burk stated that the old buildings are gone.  Al Lehr stated that there were questions at the last meeting on a bill from Walden Construction on cleaning the tanks for $21K.  If we would have let Followell Construction hire a contractor, it would have been another 25% more.  Burk stated that since it was over $10K, Brian should have gotten bids.  
Al Lehr stated that he had a pay request from Followell Construction for $142,174.85 for the new sewer plant.  There is still a balance of $815,580.85.  Al Lehr made a motion to pay Followell Construction for $142,174.85 for the new sewer plant.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Randy Burk stated he received some complaints concerning poor grass seeding done by J. Flowers Construction on Polk Street.  Tracy Holmes stated that they were paid $17,566.76.  Burk suggested holding the check until the area is reseeded.  Mike Todd made a motion to hold the $17,566.76 check for J. Flowers Construction until the grass is reseeded on Polk Street.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion with the caveat per Don Traiteur’s and Randy Burk’s approval that the job was done properly.  The motion carried unanimously.    

WATER:   Al Lehr stated that a copy of the water usage history was provided for the person having problems with his water bill.  The resident would like the Village to dig up the water line from his house to the main line to make sure no one else is tapped on.  Don Traiteur stated that they hooked up a locator to the meter and it showed the only tap was to his house.   The resident had a new line installed six years ago with a new meter in his house and in the street.  Three months ago the Village put new meters in his house and one outside his house.  Traiteur stated that a device was just removed that tracked his water for 30 days and he is waiting for the readout.  The homes around him do have normal water bills.  Al Lehr stated that there is not much more we can do.  Mayor Nowak stated we will stop now and wait for the read out.  Traiteur stated the resident is not going to believe what the readout says; he wants the line dug up.  Mike Todd stated that he does call the Village shed.  Traiteur told the resident that he would discuss his situation with the Board.  
Randy Burk opened a discussion on the residents that live across the street from the Urbana water line.  Burk read the letter that he sent to six residents that included the fees and the agreement details.  Burk had looked up the residents’ names and addresses from the courthouse records.  Burk stated that the ones that are getting free tap-ins did get a letter a while ago.    

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that all went well with the pickup last week.  
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd reported the following:  
IDOT requested approval to close Triple Lakes Road at IL Route 158, detouring the traffic to Kropp Road.  Todd asked if anyone had a problem with the closure.  Linda Lehr asked if Randy knew about the closure, he replied no.  Don Traiteur stated that they want to stop the traffic on Triple Lakes Road; Route 158 would still be open.  Mike Todd made a motion to grant IDOT the use of Kropp Road as their detour.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Quality Testing informed Todd that they will be working on election day removing the contaminated dirt across from the Community Center.  The question was made on how they could be told not to work that day.  Other options were discussed.  They assured Don Traiteur it will not be a problem.  The street could not be blocked with the trucks.  

Todd stated that the contaminated dirt is under the street.  The engineer from Quality Testing stated they will not go in the street unless the Village tells them it is all right.  Randy Burk stated we need to send them a letter.  Burk stated that the workers will be in the contaminated dirt if there are problems with the sewers.  Mayor Nowak stated he would get in touch with them tomorrow.  Burk will call them after this meeting.     
Steve Muskopf stated that he received a phone call from the principal of St. James School concerning the Ordinance on closing the alley during recess hours.  Muskopf stated that the Ordinance is not done yet.  Mike Todd stated that they cannot put anything up until we have the Ordinance.  We should have the Ordinance at the next meeting.  
Todd stated that MCS requested the use of the walking trail for their Turkey Trot Run.  They want to paint the street with paw prints.  Todd made a motion to grant MCS request to use the walking track on Nov. 15th.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that there was a problem with the internet service at the Fire Department.  HTC was contacted and it was fixed.  MCS and Charter have had ongoing discussions on cable service.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Ralph Bowley reported on the following:  
Ordinance #1017 to amend Chapter 52 (Water) of the revised Ordinances of the Village of Millstadt, Illinois.  The Ordinance has to do with delinquent bills that will include a $25 fee paid prior to reconnection.  The resident will have to ask for service before 3:00 p.m. on the day reinstatement is requested.  If the request is after 3:00 p.m., it will be the next day or pay the fees that include overtime or cost incurred by the Water Department.  There will be a $20 fee at the time of the request to turn on the water before 3:00 p.m.  After 3:00 p.m. there is an option to pay the cost incurred by the Maintenance Department if the service is wanted that same day.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pass the Ordinance #1017.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Ralph Bowley reported that the Village received the package from American Legal to post the Village’s Ordinances on the internet.  The fee is $695 to initially put it on.  It would be $250 a year with a 5% increase each year.  Annual updates are $195 for up to 100 pages and after that it is $195 if we do it every six months.  It was $150 for 75 pages and $195 after that.  Bowley stated that paper-wise we have been paying several thousands of dollars.  We will not be getting a hard copy.  They will be accessible on line for us and the citizens.  Bowley stated that when we pass an Ordinance, within 20 days it is on the site and the code is updated.  Linda Lehr asked if HTC could put this on our website.  Bowley stated that these guys maintain the website.  Other fees include $60 for additional CDs, on-site installation and training is $695 a day, but usually it is not needed.  There is no charge for phone support.  We are looking at about $1K to get started.  Bowley stated that codification is in the budget.  Linda Lehr was concerned that not all citizens use the computer.  Bowley stated that this company has given us excellent service.  The Library can keep the hard copy.  Tracy Holmes can print out copies from requests.  
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that he talked to lawn mower contactor.  All is fine.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center Board met last Monday evening.  The meals are going well.  The new budget year started August 1st.  The Center would be closed for Election Day.  The flu shots will be $25.  The Community Center rental will be discussed at the next meeting.
