VILLAGE HALL

February 2, 2009
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Bruce Nowak, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Laura Schaefer to approve the January 19th minutes.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that the FDIC came out with a Temporary Liquidity Guarantee Program.  First National Bank is participating in the program.  Bowley stated that we are covered up to $250K in our account but we have more than that.  This program is for anyone that is drawing less than .5% of interest, which is the guaranteed max rate.  The village is at .25%, which is not a guaranteed rate.  To help guarantee all of our funds, the Bank is requesting a signed release for the pledged securities.  Tracy Holmes stated that the objective of this is for banks to have more money that is liquid instead of holding reserves to safeguard our assets.  Bowley stated that this program provides unlimited FDIC insurance coverage on non-interest bearing checking accounts or interest bearing checking accounts with an interest rate not more than .5%.  The majority of the Village of Millstadt’s accounts qualify under this program.  The request was to authorize the release of four of the pledged securities.  Ralph Bowley made a motion for the Mayor to sign the release for the pledged securities.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Ralph Bowley stated that the Board members have a copy of the budget for the third quarter.  The numbers need to be taken into consideration when next year’s budget is set.  There was a concern in funding the IMRF.  Bowley stated that we will not be buying too much next year.  In the majority of the cases we are in good shape.  Bowley stated we need to start getting the department heads input.  

Ralph Bowley asked if there were any comments concerning the bills.  Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills and made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Ralph Bowley stated that a down payment was made for replacing one of the office computers and connectivity to the network for a total of $1.5K.  
PERSONNEL:  Mayor Nowak stated that there would be an Executive Session on personnel after the regular meeting.   
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that the new sewer plant is working fine.  A supplier ordered a wrong tank that will be replaced.  Randy Burk stated that the pay request from Followell Construction was late.  It will be presented at the next meeting.  Al Lehr stated that a homeowner had a sewer line collapse on East Gooding Street.  
WATER:   Randy Burk stated that IDOT wants to improve Rt. 158 with a turn lane.  They want to move the Village’s water line that is in their right-of-way.  Illinois American will have to move their lines.  Burk stated that there is nothing wrong with the present water line.  There is no benefit to the community to replace the line.  The water line was installed in 1976.  Burk suggested sending a letter telling them that we cannot afford it.  Legally they can make us move the line.  They want a turn lane from Cedar Creek up to the grocery store.  Burk estimated $800K for the project.  
Randy Burk stated that another water line needs to be relocated on Rt. 163.  Since we could not get an easement from one person, the water line will go under the proposed sidewalk.  The improvements have started.  
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that trash was late because of the snow storm.  
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that St. James asked for temporary handicap parking during mass hours on the west side of Lafayette.  They will be in charge of putting the sign up and taking it down.  Todd asked if anyone had a problem with it.  
Mike Todd made a motion to allow St. James to put up a temporary handicap parking sign during mass hours.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that she, Steve Muskopf and the Mayor met with Unison on January 22nd regarding a purchase for an easement at the cell tower site.  There was a deadline date of February 9th that was not discussed at the meeting.    
Linda Lehr stated that she wanted to take a more in depth look at it.  Steve Muskopf stated it is a reverse annuity; they purchased the contract, they get the revenue stream and they give us a monthly sum payment.  The rep mentioned that Brentwood, MO and Highland, IL are other municipalities that he is working with.  Another representative from Unison also contacted the Village on the same issue.  Linda Lehr stated that they offered $115K lump sum purchase.  We will also get a raise every five years.  

Ordinances:  French stated that the Ordinances are now on line by American Legal.  

ANNEXATIONS:   Linda Lehr stated that there have been several inquiries by residents that are willing to annex when we get to them.  They were directed to the office for the paperwork.  
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that the Park Board Meeting will be Thursday, 7:00 p.m. at the Village Hall.  Schaefer stated that she met with Rich Kasson, the manager of the pool, to discuss changes to the rates for the pool passes.  A punch card system was discussed at a reduced daily rate. 
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr reported that due to the weather, the Community Center Board Executive Session was rescheduled for Tuesday, February 3rd at 6:30 p.m.   The income tax prep is available for seniors and the circuit breaker forms can be filled out at the Center.  The meal count is still strong.    
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French reported that the February Planning Commission meeting will be set at a later date.  The kick off session for the Chamber of Commerce was held last Wednesday.  It was very successful.  As of last Wednesday we had 30 new members join.  The first members meeting will be February 18th at 7:00 a.m. at the Community Center.
