March 16, 2009 
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Bruce Nowak, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  Mike Flynn was present.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Mike Todd to approve the March 2, 2009 minutes as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills and asked for comments.  Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Bowley stated that there would be a public budget hearing on April 6th.  A copy of the budget will be in the Village office and the Millstadt Library.  Laura Schaefer asked if there would be another meeting before the hearing.  Bowley stated that the money has been distributed.  Schaefer asked what the status is for an employee to be paid out of the Park fund.  Schaefer stated that the Park Board was not in favor of taking any staff salary out of the Park funds.  Bowley stated that the Park is not a revenue center.  Tracy Holmes stated that some of the Park Board members were misinformed.  Schaefer stated that Mayor Nowak and she were under the impression that the discussion was to take the summer help out of the Park fund.  Bowley stated that the budget is set up to show where the money is spent.  Schaefer stated that she represents the Park Board and the Park Committee and their recommendations are not being addressed concerning contracting, options and paying summer help.  There was more discussion on what was included in the Park fund.  Mayor Nowak stated that the Board should get their recommendations together and meet again.  Schaefer stated that she will meet with the Park Committee for their recommendation.  
PERSONNEL:  Linda Lehr reported that there would be an Executive Session towards the ends of the meeting to discuss personnel.  
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that the sewer plant is nearing completion.  Mayor Nowak stated that there was a final inspection and Randy Burk has a list of items pending.    
WATER:   Al Lehr stated that the State reported that they did not have the money to relocate the water line on Rt. 158.  Randy had previously stated to Al Lehr that he had a meeting with Illinois American Water to see if they have to relocate their line and see if there would be enough pressure for the Village to tie into their 16” line and abandon our 12” line.  If we have to relocate our water line it would cost $725K.  
REFUSE:  Al Lehr stated that white goods will be picked up on April 4th.   Items need to be on the curb by 6:00 a.m.  
PUBLIC BLDGS., MAINT. & EQUIP: Mike Todd reported on correspondence from IDOT dated February 11th asking for permission to close Kropp Road and use Kropp Road to Victoria Drive to Coachlight Drive to IL Rt. 158 for a proposed detour.  The intersection of IL Rt. 158 and Kropp Road will be reconstructed so that the existing configuration can be eliminated.  No time limits were given.  IDOT wanted a response by February 24th even though we just received the letter.  The construction will take approximately two weeks.  IL Route 158 will remain open at all times during the construction.  Mike Todd made a motion that the Village let IDOT have their detour on Kropp Road to Victoria Drive to Coachlight Drive to IL Rt. 158.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mike Todd informed the Board that there was a stock pile of chips for the roads but we will not be able to receive any more.  The plans are not to oil and chip as many roads this year.   

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that the Village has a copy of the proposed Franchise Agreement with Charter Communications.  The Government Relations group met with Mayor Nowak and Tracy Holmes and the 5% franchise fee, versus the 3% we receive now, was included in the Agreement.  Linda Lehr stated we need to look into the fact that Charter offers other services besides cable service like telephone service and internet service before the Agreement is signed.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French reported that there was discussion at the March 2nd meeting concerning leaf burning ordinance changes.  A compromise would be to burn leaves on particular days only when curb side pickup was not available.  French stated he will prepare a document for the Board to discuss.  Laura Schaefer asked about non-leaf material.  French did not know at this time.  French stated that a bon fire would be considered recreational.  Linda Lehr stated we should change the wording from rubbish to yard waste.  
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that the Village is applying for a St. Clair County Parks Commission Grant that is due in April.  New rules include requiring a resolution that we are going to apply along with MCS.  Schaefer made a motion to approve the resolution to collaborate with MCS and apply for the St. Clair County Parks Commission Grant.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Schaefer reported that there will be a tree planting on Saturday starting on Kalbfleisch Street from the 125 trees that were received from the last grant.  John Lanaghan will be putting in a memorial tree for Don Heidorn along the walking trail on Parkview Drive between the ball diamond and the volleyball court.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr reported that the income tax preparation is still being offered at the Community Center.  As a fund raiser, there will be a Bunco night on March 26th.  The Community Center Board will meet on March 30th at 7:30 p.m.   
The current Intergovernmental Agreement was provided to the Board to review.  Bowley stated that the Village Board did not vote on the Agreement.  He questioned why it was signed.  Bowley stated there was a question on the statement concerning the amount of money for the Township employees.  Linda Lehr will pursue the question on payments to the employees.  Bowley stated that the Board should have a say in the pay rates.  The Agreement was signed last November by the Township, the Mayor and Tracy Holmes.  Linda Lehr stated that we can go back and review the Agreement to make changes.  Recommendations can be addressed at the next meeting.  
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEV.:  Mike French reported that the February Planning Commission meeting notes were provided.  The March meeting was March 17th.  French stated that we received the update to the Comprehensive Plan from Lyndon Joost from TWM.  Next will be interviews with the department heads.   
Mike French reported that under Economic Development, on March 18th there will be a Chamber of Commerce mixer at the First National Bank of Waterloo, Millstadt branch.  
TIF:  Mike French reported that we did receive an invoice for $2,500 for Jim Kane’s participation in Monroe Street MCS improvements.  
PUBLIC SAFETY:  
Ed Wilkerson reported on updates that were submitted to the Police Department Policy Manual.  Mike Flynn stated that we would need an Ordinance to make any revisions.  Chief Wilkerson will send a summary of the revisions to Mr. Flynn to prepare the Ordinance.  

BUILDING COMMISSIONER:  Steve Muskopf stated that one building permit was issued:

OLD BUSINESS:  Mike Todd reported on the IGD Grant to do the curb and sidewalk from Jefferson to Main on the south side of Laurel.  Todd stated that Randy Burk recommended that the Village contribute $2,500 towards the project and asked for $50K from the Community Development Block Grant funds.  Mike Todd made a motion to pass the resolution and Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Matthew Kulig, President of the Alpine Meadows Lake Association, stated that there has been an issue concerning silt fences that are needed because of mud drainage problems from Alpine Trails.  Mr. Kulig asked that silt fences be up on the empty lots in Alpine Trails.  Noble Volmer is supposed to dredge the lake after all lots are developed.  Steve Muskopf stated that there is a drainage Ordinance.  As a reminder, it is in the packet of information that is given to new residents when they get their permits.  Bill Volmer has also sent letters to the builders.  There is a fine of $75 to $500 that is a judge’s discussion.  Mr. Kulig stated that he has video tape of the mud that comes into the lake after a hard rain.  Steve Muskopf stated that the issue comes down to the silt fences are put up and then they come down.  Mike Flynn stated that if a citizen from the community wants to approach another citizen of the community and point out that an Ordinance is being violated, that citizen can do that.  If the citizen receiving the information doesn’t agree they should contact Steve Muskopf.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley and seconded by Al Lehr to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  The motion carried unanimously.  

CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Linda Lehr and seconded by Ralph Bowley to accept the Clerk’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.    
CITIZENS INPUT AND COMMENTS:  Elmer Hettenhausen asked about the status of the property in the TIF district on Polk and Kropp Road.  Mayor Nowak stated that he still has 15 months to start the project according to the TIF agreement.  Mike Todd stated that he has a total of 18 months from the completion of the storm sewers and can apply for an extension.  Todd stated that the silt fence and weeds should be addressed.  Linda Lehr stated that the property owner has received a letter making him aware of the time frame.   

ADJOURNMENT:  Linda Lehr made a motion to adjourn to the Executive Session to discuss personnel.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.    

Ralph Bowley made a motion to close the Executive Session and was seconded by Linda Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
