VILLAGE HALL

April 6, 2009
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Bruce Nowak, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the March 16th minutes.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Ralph Bowley made a motion to open the budget meeting.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Bowley stated that the budget has been on display in the Village Hall and Library and asked for concerns or comments.  There were no comments.  Bowley made a motion to pass the budget and was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously. Bowley made a motion and it was seconded by Mike Todd to close the budget meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley asked if there were any comments concerning the bills.  Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills and made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that Randy Burk had a punch list of incomplete items for the new sewer plant.  The fence company walked off the job because there was more fence needed than what was contracted.  Burk stated we are still holding some of the money and recommended not paying any more until the work is completed.  The electrical person was working at the plant.  Al Lehr stated if the fence was not measured correctly it was their fault.  Laurel Street was fixed.  
WATER:  Al Lehr stated that the water tower loan application for $2,672,150.00 was included in the packets.  Randy Burk reported that the IEPA is saying that we will get the Economic Stimulus Grant and the 0% financing for the water tower.  Burk discussed and provided a draft of the Village of Millstadt Elevated Water Tower and Interconnections User Charge System.  Burk stated that the average consumption was 4500 gallons/month.  The water bill will go up from $24 to $36/month.  The Grant money will bring the rates down.  Burk stated that the planning has been in for some time and we are ahead of the game.  The Village will be the first project in the State since the paper work was done.  Burk stated that the Village is not committed to the loan when the loan application is signed and the Village has the right to change their mind.  Al Lehr verified that the Grant or Stimulus money will come off the total of the loan application.   
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that the white goods haul day went well.     
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd reported that the Millstadt Historical Society wants to hold a Village wide yard sale from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. on May 2nd.  They were asking to put up a sign at the 4-way stop.  Mike Todd made a motion to let the Historical Society put a sign at the 4-way stop.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mike Todd stated that John Rehling asked to put a sign for a few weeks on the corner of Lafayette and Washington by St. James.  Mike Todd made a motion to allow John Rehling to put up a sign for the Fruehlingfest and Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mike Todd stated that Millstadt Ambulance Service is having their annual leukemia drive on Friday, April 17th from 2:00 p.m. until dusk at the 4-way stop at Washington and Jefferson Streets.  Mike Todd made a motion to grant Millstadt Ambulance Service permission for their drive at the 4-way stop.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that we are working on finalizing the franchise agreement with Charter Communications to increase the franchise fee paid to the Village to 5% from 3%.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS:  Mike French reported that the IL Department of Transportation appropriated $302,097.20 of the Motor Fuel Tax funds for the purpose of maintaining streets and highways under the applicable provisions of the Illinois Highway Code from January 1, 2009 to December 31, 2009.  Mike French made a motion to accept the resolution as proposed.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mike French stated that there were discussions in changing Chapter 50, item 50.02 under garbage and refuge, the burning of leaves.  Mike French made a motion and was seconded by Al Lehr to accept the new proposal as written.  This would be forwarded to Mike Flynn for finalization.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mike French stated that we received a letter from Mike Flynn regarding the changes that Chief Wilkerson provided on the Police Department policy manual.  Mike Flynn stated that the oral motion was acceptable.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported on the following:  
- The Grant was submitted for the partnership with the Village and MCS to extend the walking trail.  
- Tree planting has begun from the previous Grant.  The rest of the trees will be planted shortly.  

- The last edition was received for the Park Land Dedication Ordinance from Mike Flynn.  It will be on the agenda for the next meeting.    

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that the mower contractor would have the lawns mowed for Easter.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr opened a discussion on the Intergovernmental Agreement for the operation of the Community Center.  The Millstadt Community Center Township Board met last Monday.  Charlotte Mehrtens addressed some of the items in the Agreement.  Mrs. Mehrtens stated that the rewriting of the Agreement from Mr. Bowley is basically the same but there needs to be some additions.    
#6 paragraph a) - the Township was left out of the Agreement at the beginning 
#7 the Community Center shall continue to be owned by the Village and Township
#8 paragraph a) it should have the insertion of the Township will establish the procedures to control …..  
Mrs. Mehrtens did have the original Agreement with her if anyone had any questions.  Linda Lehr made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement for operation of the Community Center between the Millstadt Township and the Village of Millstadt.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mrs. Mehrtens stated that there will be a quilt raffle fund raiser that will go into the program fund.  Extra money will have to be raised to keep the program running.  Mrs. Mehrtens stated that she is in the process of signing the budget contract for 2010.  There were 167 income taxes prepared this spring and a little over 200 circuit breakers.  There have been on an average of 1,500 to 1,600 meals per month.  
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French reported that 
Lyndon Joost has completed the majority of the interviews with the function heads.  May 5th is the target for the completion of the update to the Comprehensive Plan.  
TIF:  Jim Kane stated that he previously presented the negotiations that were going on between three different parties.  The fact that the property was acquired two years ago in a good market and is now trying to be resold in a less than perfect market, creates problems. The two parties are still negotiating over the price of the property.  The second party does have an interest to have an operation somewhere in Millstadt.  The grocery store relocation is temporarily on hold.  Mr. Vogel is prepared to go forward.  He is unclear on the status of the apartment buildings.  He understands the concern of the Trustees with the delay of the construction.  Mr. Kane reminded Mr. Vogel that the dirt needs to be moved and the weeds need to get cut.  
PUBLIC SAFETY:  Elmer Hettenhausen reported that the Firemen’s barbeque will be the next Saturday.

OLD BUSINESS:  Mayor Nowak stated that Village settled with Upchurch Oil and Ready Mix for $10K.  Reagan Concrete Contractors had done some work in the Village over four years ago.   Reagan owed Upchurch $37K.  Upchurch tried to countersue the Village and lost.  The settlement was for the amount the Village owed, $10K.  Randy Burk stated that the Village is not out any money, it was the amount that was due to the contractor.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to approve the settlement with Upchurch Oil and Ready Mix for the sum of $10K.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mike Todd reported that May 5th will be the next meeting at the Community Center @7:30 p.m. for the Millstadt Community Days.  All are welcome.  

Mike French stated that the next meeting will be May 20th for the Chamber of Commerce.  It will be a morning meeting.  French reported that there are over 60 members.  
CITIZENS COMMENTS:   

Matthew Kulig stated that he was at the March Village meeting concerning the silt issue in Alpine Meadows.  As a result of the last rain storm, there is a water drainage problem by the storm drain on Liederkranz.  Mr. Kulig wanted to bring it to the Village’s attention since it could be a potential hazard.  Randy Burk stated that Don Traiteur has looked into the issue.  
Mr. Kulig stated he has asked Noble Volmer to do a walk-around concerning empty lots and the mud is still running into the streets.  He asked that the lot owners be given a notice that there is an ordinance for silt fences.  There is another home in Alpine Trails that is still a mud yard and asked if he could contact the person to put up a silt fence.  Randy Burk stated there is an erosion ordinance.  Mr. Kulig stated he will take it upon himself to address the issue.  
ADJOURNMENT:  Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.   
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
