VILLAGE HALL

April 20, 2009 
7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Bruce Nowak, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  Mike Flynn was present.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
A motion was made by Mike Todd and seconded by Ralph Bowley to approve the April 6, 2009 minutes as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Janice Dreyer reported that MCS sent a thank you to the Village for a pool pass donation to their 14th annual dinner auction fundraiser.  

Dorothy Powers from Belleville sent a note to the Village commending Clint Neff and Brandon Dugger for their assistance in an automobile accident she was in last month.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills and asked for comments.  Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion was seconded by Mike Todd.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Village office is using a temporary copier until theirs is fixed.   
PUBLIC WORKS:  
SEWER:  Al Lehr reported that the fence company is back working on the fence.  Randy Burk provided the Board with a punch list of items that still need to be completed.  There will be a dedication and open house for the plant around the end of May.  
WATER:   Al Lehr stated that the water tower overflowed again because of Illinois American’s malfunction.  He will follow up with Illinois American.  
Al Lehr reported that the fire hydrants will be flushed April 28th to May 8th.  Tracy Holmes stated it will be announced in the Suburban Journal.  
REFUSE:  Al Lehr stated that there were no complaints on pickups last week.  
STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS:  Mike Todd reported that St. James Annual Spring Parish Social will be held on Sunday, May 3rd.  Todd made a motion to grant St. James permission to close Madison Street from Tyler Street to Lafayette and Lafayette from Washington Street to Madison Street.   Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS:  Linda Lehr reported that Mike Flynn researched the prospect of including internet service or phone service in the franchise agreement.  The statue shows that under the current franchise agreement it cannot be done.  The cable television franchise fee will go from 3% to 5%.  
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French reported on Ordinance #1024 Annual Budget for the Village for the fiscal year May 1, 2009 ending April 30, 2010.  French made a motion to accept the motion as presented.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mike French reported on the proclamation ‘Get Up and Go Health and Fitness Month’ established April, 2009.  French made a motion to accept the proclamation as presented.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
ANNEXATIONS:  Linda Lehr stated that some property owners are interested is annexing when the Village boundaries touch their property.  The paperwork is on file in the office.  
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION:  Laura Schaefer reported that the Maifest will be on Saturday, May 16th from 3:00 p.m. to midnight.  She will be contacting volunteers.  
Laura Schaefer asked if there were any comments on the Parks Land Dedication paperwork that was handed out at the last meeting.  Schaefer made a motion to approve the Parks Land Dedication Ordinance #1025 as presented.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Laura Schaefer announced that there has been some vandalism lately and asked for everyone to keep an eye out.   

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that the lawn mower contractor had the cemetery looking good for Easter even with the bad weather.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr reported that the Executive Board for the Community Center will meet at 7:30 p.m. on April 27th.  The amendments made to the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Village of Millstadt and the Township for operating the Community Center has been finalized.  It will go in the file after the Township Board signs it.  
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEV.:  Mike French reported that the April meeting for the Planning Commission will be tomorrow at 7:00 p.m. at the Village hall.  One of the key items is the final review of the updated Comprehensive Plan.  There is a hearing scheduled for the next Village Board meeting at 7:00 p.m. prior to the regular meeting.  Another key item is the discussion on the Architectural Ordinance.  
TIF:  Jim Kane opened up for discussion a change to include the cemetery in the TIF.  Mike French stated that there will be amendments at the next meeting.  Mr. Kane stated that after the discussion on the loan for the water tower with the EPA, he proposed including the cemetery in the TIF.  He stated that one of the functions of a TIF is to do infrastructure work in the Village.    

This could help with the debt service on the loan agreement.  Mr. Kane will bring the time table and the first resolution to amend the TIF at the next meeting.  It is a 90 day process.  Mr. Kane has a map that he can provide.  There will be more discussion at the next meeting.

Steve Muskopf stated that Charles Herman owns the property that the industrial park lift station is sitting on.  It is on a utility easement that is on his property.  He does not desire to own that and requested that the Village purchase the easement.  Steve Muskopf asked the board if there was any interest.  Muskopf stated that a survey will have to be done and a parcel created.  There was no settled purchase price.  Linda Lehr asked who would pay the bill for the survey.  Muskopf replied that usually the owner would pay for the survey.  Mike Flynn stated that it would have to be negotiated and that there were too many questions to say this evening if it is in the Village’s best interest.  Muskopf stated that the easement was created for the lift station.  Mike Todd questioned why the Village would buy the property when there is an easement.  Mr. Herman stated that the property is of no use to him and kids play in the area and he does not want the liability.  Mrs. Herman stated that the Village built the station on the property and they need to take responsibility.  Mrs. Herman stated that they would be glad to donate it.  Todd will take a look at the property and discuss again at the next meeting.  

OLD BUSINESS:  
Mike Todd stated that there is an easement request from Ameren IP for a pole on the north side of the Village’s Hall to anchor a telephone pole.  Todd made a motion to grant Ameren IP an easement on the north side of the Village property.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mike Todd stated that on May 5th there will be another meeting for the Millstadt Community Days at the Community Center at 7:30 p.m.  All are welcome to attend.   

Otto Faulbaum reported on the update to the Jail and stated that there is good progress but there are still things to do.  Custom windows were built and historic trim still needs to be installed.   Mr. Schaefer reported on the log cabin.  He stated that the exterior will be finished by this May.  He stated that the nature of the historic structure attempts to preserve and make as realistic as possible.  Both structures are preserved and in good standing order.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Nick Weilbacher, Mike Kempf, Robbie Wolfmeyer and Andrew McIntyre were sworn in a Deputy Marshals.  
Linda Lehr opened for discussion the idea of the Village website being a resource to post nonprofit church and school activities at no cost to them or the Village.  Darrell Hampsten started the ‘Only Millstadt News’, which is a monthly publication.  Information about organization’s events would be difficult to disseminate.  Laura Schaefer asked if there were problems with the office.  Tracy Holmes stated that they tried this previously and had 0 responses.  She stated that HTC is not open to the idea.  Linda Lehr will follow up with HTC.  Laura Schaefer asked if it could be linked from our site to the ‘Only Millstadt News’.  Mike French stated that another option is that the Chamber of Commerce offers free membership to all nonprofit organizations.  They could contact Todd Roesh.  Each organization would get their own page.  French suggested linking the Village website to the Chamber of Commerce.   

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Treasurer’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Laura Schaefer and seconded by Ralph Bowley to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  The motion carried unanimously.  

CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes reported that the Clerk’s Report has been submitted for review.  A motion was made by Al Lehr and seconded by Ralph Bowley to accept the Clerk’s Report as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.    
ADJOURNMENT:  Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.
