VILLAGE OF MILLSTADT

VILLAGE HALL

May 18, 2009

7:30 P.M.

The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Laura Schaefer to approve the May 4th minutes.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Crissy Wegescheide read an announcement from the St. Clair County Health Department regarding a Household Hazardous and Electronic Waste Collection Day on May 30, 2009 from 8:00am to 3:00pm.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS: Ralph Bowley stated that he reviewed bills and made a motion to pay the bills.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Ralph Bowley also stated that the trustees would be getting a copy of the budget report each second meeting of the month.  It is to let the trustees know what the current budget is, what has been spent, and how much is left.

PERSONNEL: Ralph Bowley made a motion to go into Executive Session at the end of the meeting.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER:  Al Lehr stated that the fence company was back and was working on finishing the fence.  He stated that it was halfway finished.  Al also stated that all the new things were working fine at the sewer plant.  Mike Todd stated that there was a bill from Stormwater Environmental Strategies.  Al explained that it was from the sewer line repair from Mill Street.  Mayor Harber suggested to Al to get together with Don Traiteur to decide what will be paid for on the sewer line repair.  

WATER: Al Lehr stated that all of the fire hydrants had been flushed and that there were no major problems found.  A report will come out later.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that everything went fine with trash pick up the week before.  Al also stated that the trash pick up would be one day late the following week due to Memorial Day.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: none

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated that there was a meeting held with Charter Communications regarding the agreement that Charter would run cable service to the Millstadt Primary School.  A plan was presented and Charter said that they would proceed with it in cooperation with the Primary Center.  It should be completed during the summer.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French presented Ordinance No.1027, which would authorize the village to borrow funds for potentially $2,745,353.00 pertaining to the loan for the new water tower.  Once the ordinance is approved, it would need to be published within ten days and then an election date will be set.  Mike French motioned that the board approve Ordinance No. 1027 as presented.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French also presented a resolution urging the passage of a comprehensive capital infrastructure program.  The resolution encourages local governments to maintain their roads, bridges, water systems and sewers.  Mike French motioned to accept the resolution as presented.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated that he has had conversations with residents of the Buffwood subdivision that would like to be annexed into the village.  Ralph stated that the residents were particularly interested in having the police protection during the day.  Ralph will put a letter together to send to all the residents of the Buffwood subdivision and will contact the association chairmen.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schafer thanked everyone who attended and volunteered at the Maifest.  She stated that she thinks that they had a good picnic.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that there was a call stating that there was grass being blown onto the headstones.  It was due to the rain coming before the grass could be blown off.  Everything will be cleaned up for the Memorial Day weekend.
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the meals served for the month of April was approximately 1500, which is a large amount of meals for the area.  The center will be closed for Memorial Day.

Linda stated that there is a quilt raffle that will be held on June 1st and that tickets are on sale now at the Village Hall and at the Community Center.  The proceeds that are raised will be used for miscellaneous expenses including everyday items for the patrons.  

Linda also stated that another fundraiser is being planned to have a golf ball drop in conjunction with the Fireman’s Picnic.  

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French thanked everyone that created the updated version of the Comprehensive Plan and commended the work that went into updating it.  Mike French made a motion that Village Attorney Mike Flynn creates an ordinance to accept the updated Comprehensive Plan.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French also stated that a regular meeting of the Planning Commission would be May 19th at 7:30pm at the Village Hall.  There will also be a Chamber of Commerce meeting on Wednesday May 20th at 7:30am at the Community Center.

Mike French announced that Millstadt Night at the Gateway Grizzlies is scheduled for Friday, June 5th.  Applications will be in the Village Hall office.

TIF:  Mike French stated that a meeting of the Joint Review Board was held on Thursday, May 15th to discuss adding the cemetery to the TIF district.  There were no objections so there will be a public hearing on June 16th at the Village Hall.  The resolution for the meeting was approved at the last meeting.

Police Department - Lt. Alan Hucke presented Jessica Petri as the recipient of the 2009 2nd Annual Dare Scholarship.



Mayor Harber stated that the 911 dispatching contract with St. Clair County is up.  Ralph Bowley motioned that the Mayor be allowed to sign the agreement to continue the 911 dispatching service with St. Clair County.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion was carried unanimously.
