7:15 P.M.
Mayor Weldon Harber opened a public meeting on the new water tower.  Crissy Wegescheide read the Project Summary and Environmental Assessment.  Randy Burk stated that any comments would have to be submitted in writing within 15 days.  He also stated that there was a telephone call saying the grant money has been approved.  There were no questions or comments.  Weldon Harber closed the public meeting on the new water tower.   

The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

Mayor Weldon Harber opened a planning hearing on annexations to the Village.  Darrell Hampsten asked how many properties were included in the annexations.  Tracy Holmes stated that there were 20 property owners.  Weldon Harber closed the Planning Hearing.

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the June 1st minutes.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  Mike French made one correction to the June 1st minutes.  The motion carried unanimously with the change being made.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Crissy Wegescheide read from the St. Clair County Health Department thanking the village for the participation in the telephone book recycling program.


Crissy also read 2 letters to the Police Department.  One was from a citizen thanking the officers for their assistance with a property damage incident.  The other was from the Major Case Squad thanking Investigator Dugger for his involvement.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Mike Todd reviewed the bills.  Mike Todd motioned to pay the bills.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  none

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated that there weren’t any pay requests submitted.  The next request should be the final one, according to Randy Burk.  Randy stated the grass around the sewer plant had been cut.  Linda Lehr asked if everything had been put back into place and Randy concurred.  The new sewer system ran fine the previous Wednesday and Thursday, which had the highest flow due to heavy rains.  Don Traiteur had the maintenance crew pumping water on Madison Street.  Al suggested putting a camera in the line to find out where all the water flow is coming from.

Al Lehr discussed setting a date for the dedication of the new sewer plant.  It was decided that there should be one so that the public can see what the money was spent on.  It was decided that the dedication should happen in the fall.  A date will be set at a later time.

WATER: Al Lehr passed around a booklet with pictures of the different colors that could be used for the new water tower.  Randy Burk will schedule the tower builder to come to the next Village Board Meeting.  After some discussion, the board decided to wait until after the tower builder has come to vote on a color.  

Don Traiteur stated that IDOT wants to move the water line on Mill St. because it’s in the way of the new sewer line.  It will need to be placed under the sewer line on North Jefferson St.  The state won’t pay for the relocation because it is in their right-of-way.  Don Traiteur stated that the maintenance crew would try to have it finished on June 16th or 17th.  

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that trash pick-up went smoothly the previous week.

Laura Schaefer started a discussion on the Waste Management bins not being able to accommodate our recycling needs.  Other alternatives were discussed including curbside pick up and a permanent bin.  

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that there were phone calls made to contractors for the curb on West Laurel Street from South Main Street to South Monroe Street.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none 

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated that Charter Communications had started the project to update the service at the Millstadt Primary Center.  Charter will also be consolidating their customer service department, which will be located on the East end of Belleville.  Mike Todd asked if anything had been done about the abandoned poles.  Nothing has been done.  

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1032 is regarding the change in time from 7:30pm to 7:00pm for the Village Board Meetings.  The change will go into effect on August 1, 2009.  Mike stated that we received a letter from the Village attorney Mike Flynn regarding fact that we have not observed Martin Luther King Jr. day as we have with other holidays that fall on Monday.  It was decided that the meeting will be on the Tuesday following MLK day.  Tracy Holmes will do the resolution.  Mike French motioned to accept Ordinance 1032.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion passed with one nay by Linda Lehr.


Mike French stated Ordinance 1028 is regarding the annexations of more than 20 properties that are currently non contiguous and wouldn’t be annexed until they became contiguous with the Village.  Mike French motioned to accept Ordinance 1028.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

ANNEXATIONS: none

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated that some wiring burnt out at the pool.  Don Traiteur will pull new wire in from the main power panel to control the breaker for the pump.  It should be finished by June 17th.  Laura also stated that there was a federal law passed that requires all pools to now have a protective barrier on the pool drains.  She is going to try to get the large pool exempt.  The baby pool has already been updated.  There will be bills for the new requirements.


Laura Schaefer stated that the Boy Scouts are planning to begin their park beautification project in July.


Laura Schaefer stated that the next Park Board meeting would be on Thursday, June 18th at 7:30pm at West End Tavern to welcome John Touchette, the newest board member.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that the lawn mowers have been keeping up with grass mowing in-between rain showers.

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that Charlotte Mehrtens is trying to get some summer programs up and running.  The quilt raffle raised $1300.  The meal count is holding steady.  The next meeting will be in July.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated that the next Planning Commission meeting will be June 16th at 7:00pm at the Village Hall.  They will be discussing the new proposal for landscaping and greenspace for commercial developments.
