SEPTEMBER 8th, 2009

The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  Ralph Bowley was absent.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the August 17th minutes.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Crissy Wegescheide stated that Nancy Burk sent a thank you for the donation in her daughter, Kelly’s, memory.  Crissy also stated that the VFW invited the Mayor to attend a Patriot Day event at MCS on September 11th.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Mike Todd stated that he had reviewed the bills.  Mike Todd made a motion to pay the bills.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  Mike Todd stated that there would be an Executive Session to go over the maintenance contracts.

John Baltz thanked the village for the participation with the Millstadt Sister Cities program.  He introduced one of the previous German participants who has now come here to further her studies in law.  There will be 13 – 14 adults visiting Millstadt from Germany in October.  John extended an invitation to the elected officials of the Village and their spouses to attend a midwestern barn dance at Leon and Joan Lang’s house on Saturday, October 17th.  If anyone is interested, they need to RSVP with Tracy Holmes in the Village office.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated that things were fine at the new sewer plant.  There was a small problem with one of the tanks and a pump but there is still some retainer money that can be used to take care of it.  

Al Lehr said that the Village maintenance crews had to pump water on Saturday, September 5th in the morning due to the rain.

WATER: Al Lehr stated that there was 4 hours of overtime on the water tower bill from when the water ran over.  Mayor Harber replied that it had already been taken care of and it has been taken off the TAC bill.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that Tracy would check with the trash company to find out the date for a White Goods Day.  Al also reminded everyone that the trash would be picked up on Thursday due to Labor Day.    

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that the street by MCS was rotamilled and in Blackburn Manor.  Some of the streets will be oiled and chipped on Thursday, September 10th and Friday, September 11th.  Mike also stated that Rite way would be starting on the curb project in front of the Village Hall on Monday, September 14th.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated that the cable service to Primary Center should be complete.  Linda also stated that the Village and Charter customers received notices that the Home Shopping Channel will be shown on 2 separate channels.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated there was a Chamber of Commerce Proclamation in front of the Board that Crissy Wegescheide then read aloud.  Linda Lehr made a motion to approve the Chamber of Commerce Proclamation.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French stated that the Board had received a copy of the Masonry Ordinance Proposal and that the draft has been sent to Village Attorney Mike Flynn for approval.

Mike French made a motion to send a draft of the proposed Commercial Landscaping Ordinance to Mike Flynn for review.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ANNEXATIONS: none

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated that MCS would like to hold their Fall Festival and Camp-Out in the park on Saturday, October 2nd.  Laura said that the school would like to use the adjacent lots to park trailers for the Camp-Out.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to allow MCS to use the park and parking lot for the Fall Festival and Camp-Out.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Laura Schaefer stated that the Boy Scouts would be mulching around the rocket ship slide on Wednesday, September 9th.  They will also be collecting seeds from the nature park soon.


Don Traiteur stated that the King’s Creek Park is basically done.  All that’s left to do is put up a fence at the back of the park.  Don has a quote for a fence that will be delivered in 3 weeks from Trost.  He said that kids have been jumping their bikes off the burm, but that shouldn’t be a problem once the bushes are added. 
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that everything went well the prior week.
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the Community Center would be offering seasonal flu shots on November 6th.  Appointments can be made by calling the Community Center.

CITIZENS COMMENTS: Ken Holshouser, a resident of Blackburn Manor, stated that he is concerned with the placement of the new water tower.  Mr. Holshouser said that the new tower will be extremely close to his property and asked if the tower could be moved back.  The Mayor stated that the bids had already been published and the site has been decided.  There was also an open hearing for citizens to discuss the new water tower.  David Meyer, also a resident of Blackburn Manor, stated that the tower would be less than 200 feet from his back yard.  He also requested that the tower be moved.  Discussion followed, including talk about the lack of communication and the use of their properties.  Linda Lehr stated that there is a possibility that Randy Burk and Don Traiteur could get together with them to discuss the issues with their properties but the site has already been decided and approved.

Mike Todd made a motion to go into Executive Session.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Todd made a motion to close the Executive Session.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Todd stated that the maintenance contracts were discussed during the Executive Session.  Mike Todd made a motion to accept the 3-year maintenance contract, retroactive to May 1st, 2009.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT: Mike Todd made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.
