VILLAGE HALL

SEPTEMBER 21ST, 2009

7:00 P.M.
The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, and Mike Todd.  Laura Schaefer was absent.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the September 8th minutes.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Harber stated that the auditor would be present at the next meeting.

PERSONNEL:  Ralph Bowley stated that the office staff wanted permission to close the office on November 20th for a Locis seminar.  This is something that happens once a year.  The board agreed to give the office staff permission to close.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated that everything is fine.  Randy Burk stated that it is time to renew the sludge application permit.  Mayor Harber will sign the permit.  Linda Lehr asked what the purpose was to the permit.  Randy explained that it allowed farmers to come get the sludge and use it on their grain plants and the permit is good for five years.

Al stated that there was a pump that wasn’t working correctly.  Brian had told Al that the wrong size tank was put in.  Randy said that he would talk with Brian.

Mike French asked if there was a date set for the dedication.  After some discussion, Al stated that it would be in early spring.

WATER: Randy Burk stated that the EPA would be giving their approval for the new water tower sometime during the current week and Randy would be able to bring in the contracts for the Mayor to sign.  

Randy asked what would be done with the water line at M&O Station Rd. for the IDOT job that would be done on Rt. 158.  Don Traiteur stated that the water line shouldn’t need to be moved and that he would make sure that he or one of the maintenance guys would be there to make sure IDOT knew where the water line was. 

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that White Goods Day would be on Saturday, October 3rd.  He reminded everyone that furniture is not allowed and to make sure doors on the goods were dismantled or roped closed.  The White Goods need to be on the curbs by 6:00am.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that the curb being worked on across from the Village Hall on West Laurel St will have to come out further into the street so that everything drains correctly but that it shouldn’t be a problem.  That will be done during the current week.  Rite Way started a patch in Alpine Meadows but still needs to work on the other patches by the lake.  Linda Lehr asked if the Village was responsible for these issues and Mike stated that the Village was responsible.  

Mike also stated that part of the street would be ripped up near Mertz Ford because of contamination.  It will probably be done the first part of October.

Mayor Harber stated that Laura Schaefer had discussed putting ground cover along Rt. 163 instead of grass.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated a temporary cable on Lexington Street had yet to be buried but Charter was working on it.  

Steve Muskopf stated that there would routine maintenance for the cell towers.  Randy Burk suggested finding new customers to use the new water tower.  Linda Lehr stated that she would look into how to get new customers. 

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated that the masonry ordinance, the golf cart ordinance and the commercial landscaping ordinance are currently in front of Village Attorney Mike Flynn.  Mike French stated that he is working with Lt. Alan Hucke on two ordinances regarding sex offenders.  One ordinance concerns the distance a sex offender is allowed to live near children.  The recommendation from Mike Flynn was to follow Belleville’s ordinance.  The other ordinance concerns the employees of vendors that come into Millstadt use, specifically the vendors at the picnics.  Under the new ordinance, the Police Department would do sex offender and felony background checks and each worker that passed would be issued an ID tag.  

ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated he was invited to the most recent Buffwood Homeowners Association meeting.  Ralph stated that there are five lots on Krista Lane and four are interested in annexing if the Village would take over the maintenance on the lane.  There are also two properties across Rt. 158 that would be interested in being annexed.  Linda Lehr asked if Krista Lane is a public road.  Ralph stated that Mr. Meyer is the owner but that he didn’t think it would be a problem for him to deed the road to the Village.  

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Mike Todd stated that the balance on the funds from the concession stand at the park was $9,579.74 of which the park fund would be getting $3,831.90.

Mike stated that the Biathlon was on Sunday, September 20th.  Big thanks to Tracy and Rick Holmes, Linda Weingartner, Lynn Muskopf as well as all of the volunteers who helped out.  Millstadt should be proud to host such an event.

Don Traiteur stated that the contract had been submitted to Trost Fence for the fence for the King’s Creek playground.  It should be delivered in three to four weeks.  

Mayor Harber stated that the Park Grant Commission would be awarding grants of $10,000.  Don Traiteur and Laura Schaefer want to get a piece of equipment that will grate the baseball diamonds.  They will need to submit pictures of the equipment and how it will be used.  The deadline is 3:00pm October 12th .
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated the grass was mowed and looked good for Homecoming.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that there still were openings for flu shots.  They will be given on November 6th from 9:00am to 2:00pm for $25.00.  Medicare does cover this fee.  Tracy Holmes asked if the Village Employees would be getting the flu shots for free and Linda stated they would because their insurance will cover the fee.


Linda stated that the Community Center Board meeting would be on Monday, September 28th at 7:30pm at the Community Center.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike Todd stated that Community Days was held on Sunday, September 20th.  It was a pretty good success with between 200 to 300 people in attendance.  Mike thanked everyone who participated.  He thought that many new residents showed up along with many long-standing residents.


Mike French stated that the last After Hours event for the Chamber of Commerce was held at Record Printing.  There was a good turnout.
