The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  Mike French was absent.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the October 19th minutes.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ralph Bowley stated that there would be one computer purchased for the office and that Tracy Holmes will be receiving it.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated that Brian thinks more than a million gallons of water was pumped through the new sewer plant during the last week in October.

WATER: Al Lehr stated that the groundbreaking for the new water tower was held on Thursday, October 29th at 9:30am.

Al Lehr stated that the fire hydrants report is ready and that there are only minor problems.  A letter will go to Al and the Fire Department describing the findings.

Al Lehr stated that the maintenance department started pumping water at Polk Street and Madison Street on Thursday, October 29th in the morning and continued pumping until the next night, Friday, October 30th.

Randy Burk stated that the first bill has come in for the new water tower.  It is from TWM.  It is less than what was thought but the extra money will stay in the grant amount and can be used for other things concerning the new water tower.  Al Lehr made a motion to grant the pay request to TWM for $79,699.23.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Randy stated that the Village would be receiving two checks every month – one from the loan and one from the grant.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that none of the remaining holidays would affect trash pick up for the rest of the year.  Trash will still be picked up on Wednesday.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that rotomilling has started on Rt. 163.  There will be a layer of binder put down before winter gets here.  Mike also stated that there is an issue with water on a curb on Rt. 163.

Mike Todd stated that Rite-Way has sent a bill for the 60/40 project.  It will be paid as soon as some billing questions are answered.

Mike Todd stated that leaf pick-up has started.  The street sweeper will be going around to help with the pick-up until they are caught up.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Ralph Bowley stated that Ordinance #1039 is concerning rezoning three lots owned by Ultimate Properties.  Ralph stated that there were no objectors at the Zoning Board meeting and that a representative from the VFW attended and said that the VFW has no problem with the rezoning which would change the R2 and R4 lots into B2 lots.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pass Ordinance #1039.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Ralph Bowley stated that Ordinance #1040 is concerning the revision to a multiple stop intersection.  Stop signs would be added at West Harrison Street and Veterans Drive and West Elm Street and Veterans Drive and would be taken out at M&O Station Road and Veterans Drive.  Linda Lehr asked Brent Sommerfield if there were stop signs already in stock that could be used.  Brent answered yes.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pass Ordinance #1040.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ANNEXATIONS: none

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated that there was a request from Lt. Alan Hucke to hold the 1st Annual DARE Car Cruise and Bar-B-Que on Saturday, August, 14, 2010.  Linda Lehr motioned to approve the request to hold the 1st Annual DARE Car Cruise and Bar-B-Que on Saturday, August 14, 2010.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Laura Schaefer thanked all of the volunteers that helped with the daffodil planting on Saturday, October 24th. 

Laura Schaefer stated that the Village was approved for a $10,000 grant that will allow a tractor to be bought to tend to the baseball diamonds.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that the evergreen and tulip planting would hopefully take place in the following week.  

Al Lehr stated that the board members received a copy of the cemetery legislation from the Illinois House of Representatives.  Linda Lehr stated that it was still pending as of Friday, October 30th and the House won’t reconvene until January 12th.  The legislation is concerning the way cemeteries are ran.  The Mayor stated that he had thanked the Villages Representatives for voting against the bill.

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that the board of directors met on Monday, October 26th.  They reviewed the statistics for the fiscal year, including the number of meals delivered and the number of people transported.  

Linda Lehr stated that the 1st National Bank of Waterloo is going to pay for half the cost of the meals on Tuesday, November 17th.

Linda Lehr stated that, in an effort to get more gentlemen to come to the Community Center, there would be a Coffee for Men event on Friday, November 6th from 8:00am to 9:00am.

Linda Lehr stated that the Knights of Columbus and the Columbus Club held a Chili and Snoot Cook-Off on Sunday, October 18th.  They raised $515 to donate to the Community Center.

There will be no meals on Thanksgiving due to the Center being closed.

The next Board of Directors meeting will be on Tuesday, November 23rd.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Laura Schaefer stated Mike French invited building representatives to share their opinions on the Outside Wall Ordinance at the last Planning Commission meeting.  There were many opinions stated so the ordinance is now on hold.
