The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the November 2nd minutes.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Harber corrected the Zion United Church of Christ celebration is for their 175th anniversary.

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Crissy Wegescheide stated that the Village received a thank you note from a resident of Lexington Drive thanking the Village for the timely manner of the leaf cleanup.

There was also an invitation to the grand opening of the new law office of Marvin R. Steinke.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated that he had reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Ralph reminded the board members that they had copies of the current standings of the budget.

Ralph stated that the computers are fine.

PERSONNEL:  none

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated that everything is running fine.  The pump is going to have to be replaced at the Parkview lift station because it is worn out.  

Al stated that the Village maintenance crew had been pumping water all day at Polk Street and Madison Street due to the heavy rains.   

Don Traiteur stated that he had gone to the sewer plant and taken a look at the tank that needs a new bladder.  The new bladder has been ordered and Don will install it on a rainy day.

WATER: Al Lehr stated that work on the new water tower is going well.  They have started drilling holes.  There have been complaints from residents about the noise.

Mayor Harber stated that the EPA is coming to inspect the water supply on Tuesday, November 17th.  He also stated that there would soon be more information on the new water line.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated that trash pick-up went well the prior week.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that the bids opened on November 12th for the work on South Breese.  There was discussion about the bids that came in.  Mike Todd made a motion to award the contract to L&W contracting for $39,930.09.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Mike Todd stated that leaf pick-up is still going on.  It is getting harder with the rain but they will still be coming around.  

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Mike Todd stated that the Village is looking to purchase a new police car.  They will probably be making the purchase in the next month.  Police Chief Ed Wilkinson stated that they are looking to purchase from Mertz Ford or from another local dealership.  Linda Lehr asked if Mertz would be able to sell the car for the state contract amount.  Ed said that he is checking in to that.

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated that residents have been reporting having issues with the internet service.  Linda is talking to HTC to correct the problem.  

There was discussion about the abandoned telephone poles.  Don Traiteur stated that Verizon is getting to them when they can.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: none

ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated that he would be getting together with Randy Burke to get the acreage for Krystal Lane because four residents will annex in if the Village purchases the road.

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer thanked Boy Scout Troop 622 for helping to collect seeds to spread at the Nature Park.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated that the Boy Scouts planted evergreens, tulips and daffodils at Evergreen Cemetery.  They also assisted the VFW in putting flags up for Veterans Day.  Al stated that he is going to present a letter to the Boy Scout leaders at the next meeting.

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated that on November 17th the meals at the Community Center would be half price because the 1st Bank of Waterloo will be donating for the other half of the meals.

Linda also stated that the Community Center would be serving their Thanksgiving meal on the Wednesday before Thanksgiving, due to the Center being closed on Thanksgiving Day.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated that the Planning Commission will be meeting at the Village Hall on Tuesday, November 17th at 7:00pm.  

Mike French also stated that the Chamber of Commerce would be meeting on Wednesday, November 18th at 7:30pm.
