The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the February 1st and 16th minutes.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Harber called to order a public hearing for creating a business district at Polk Street and West Washington Street for the Millstadt Market Place Shopping Center.  Linda Lehr asked if there was any further information from Dollar General as to whether the business district would make or break the deal.  Lee Vogel stated there hasn’t been any more information because they are still in lease negotiations.  Lee stated that Dollar Generals occupancy cost has been based on having the business district in place because that is their normal business plan and he hasn’t gone back and asked if it would be a deal breaker if there wasn’t a business district.  Mike French stated that the business district would be a benefit to Lee because Dollar General projects a monthly rent amount but shows that other projected income would come from the business district and TIF to justify paying a lower rent amount.  Linda Lehr asked if Dollar General knows that they would have to build according to the Village’s ordinances.  Lee stated they have a standard design already in place and that they are going to meet with Randy Burk and TWM, Steve Muskopf, and Mayor Harber.  Lee stated that he doesn’t believe there will be a lot of variance issues.  Mayor Harber closed the public hearing.
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated he had reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. Ralph stated they are moving forward with next year’s budget.  A proposed budget may be presented at the next meeting.  

PERSONNEL:  none

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated the new pump at the sewer plant is working just fine.  

WATER: Al Lehr stated he had two pay requests for the new water tower.  The first was for $95,346.05.  The second was for $149,761.35.  Al Lehr made a motion to pay the two pay requests.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Al stated there was supposed to be column supports poured but the workers hadn’t come out.  

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated white goods pick up will be on Saturday, April 10th.  Laura Schaefer stated they would pick up the white goods from residents’ yards.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated that LW Contractors, Inc. hasn’t finished Breese Street which still needs the manholes lifted and asphalted.  


Mike Todd stated Jim Bereitschaft retired Friday, February 26th.


Mike Todd also stated that there would be an ordinance later for the parking situation at Happy Days.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Mike Todd stated he had received three bids for a new lawn mower.  Lebanon True Value bid $11,000; Bi County Small Engine bid $11,199.20; Lawn Care Equipment bid $11,199.20.  Mike Todd stated the old lawn mower will be used at the sewer plant.  Mike Todd made a motion to accept the bid from Lebanon True Value for an Xmark Extreme for $11,000.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1045 is revising Chapter 78 on parking.  It is to put a one hour parking time limit on the east side of the first block of North Monroe Street.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1045.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French stated Ordinance 1046 is for Chapter 152 on Zoning Code Landscaping.  It is to establish commercial landscaping specifically for parking lots.  The proposal was reviewed by the planning committee.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1046.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French stated Ordinance 1047 is an amendment to Chapter 111 on Peddler and Solicitors.  It states that tags and Ids must be worn by vendors at picnics and school events.  This is to assure sex offenders will not be operating at these events.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1047.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French stated Ordinance 1049 is for Zoning Case A41 for Millstadt Storage Inc at 403 – 411 Veterans Drive.  Tracy Holmes stated the addresses had been changed from the application.  Mike Schneider stated he had applied to get the address changed and corrected from 911.  The residence will stay but they will add storage space, a St. James Pre-School annex, and some commercial spots.  There will be no multi-family usage.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1049 with the stipulation that they will not request multi-family usage.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ANNEXATIONS: none

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated the Millstadt Sports Association has requested that the Village sponsor a ball team for the 2010 season.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to donate $200 to the Millstadt Sports Association to sponsor a ball team.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.   

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated he had checked with some of the cemeteries around Belleville and found that the price of the lots in Millstadt is low by comparison.  He is going to work to change the ordinance to raise the prices.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center Executive Board met on Monday, February 22nd.  The benefit bar-b-que held on Saturday, February 13th was an overwhelming success.  The Optimists Club will be having a bar-b-que on Saturday, March 27th at Muskopf’s garage.  The proceeds will be going to the Community Center and the Optimists club will match the proceeds to donate.  

The 55 Alive driving class was rescheduled due to inclement weather.  It will now be held on March 15th and 16th.  Anyone wishing to register can call the Community Center.


Linda stated that director Charlotte Mehrtens had submitted a letter of retirement.  She will be retiring in May.  They will be searching for her replacement.  The deadline to submit an application will be on April 1st.  All applications can be submitted to Orville Miller.  Charlotte will stay to train her replacement.  Darrell Hampsten will run the ad for the job request for two weeks in the paper.  

There hasn’t been an update on where the Center stands on receiving state funding. 

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated the Planning Commission will have their next meeting on Tuesday, March 16th at the Village Hall.  

Mike French stated the next Chamber of Commerce meeting will be held at Scott Credit Union.  The Fire Department will be bringing their truck with the new TV to show the Chamber how they spent the money the Chamber donated.

PUBLIC SAFETY:  


Police Department – Police Chief Ed Wilkerson stated the Village had recently been hit with about half a dozen burglaries.  The Police Department has identified about six individuals they believe are responsible and will hopefully have warrants the following week.  The individuals were getting brave and even went into a business.  They cut a lock off of a trailer that stored some expensive tools and were stealing electronic items out of vehicles.  Linda Lehr asked if there was a certain time of day this was happening.  Ed responded between 11:00pm and 3:00am.  Some of the police officers were put on overtime to do surveillance and by getting aggressive they made some big breaks.  

Mike French reminded everyone the DARE benefit will be held on Saturday, March 13th.  The fundraiser is important because it is a main source of money for the DARE program because they are not supported by any Village or Police Department funds.

OLD BUSINESS: Mayor Harber signed an agreement with Cost Recovery Cooperation to utilize their services. 

The Village received $200,000 for the streetscape project.  It has to be started by December 16th to receive the funds and the Village has to match 20%.  If the Board agrees, the 20% could come from TIF because the project is in the TIF district.  The Mayor met with Randy Burk and Nick Smock from TWM to work on the utility part of the project. Randy stated they’d like to move the utility poles.  The project will be done on West Washington Street between Polk Street and Jefferson Street.  

The Mayor stated he had applied for Federal Appropriations from Jerry Costello for $550,000.  If the money is received, it would be used for the lift station at Polk Street.  
Mike Todd stated he had the dates set for Movies in the Park.  He is going to put out a flyer in the schools and Darrel Hampsten will run the information in the paper.  

Tracy Holmes asked Randy Burk if the rates were ready for the updated sewer rates.  Randy answered that he is going to contact Village Attorney Mike Flynn and then will run down the numbers with Tracy. 

NEW BUSINESS:  Laura Schaefer stated she will ask for a vote at the next meeting on a new landscape design.  Using the letters from the old Creamery sign, some landscaping will be done to the west of the library where the Santa Claus house used to sit.  She is going to ask the Village to cover the $2000 in material costs.

Mike Wegescheide stated the Zoning Board had their annual review of the Zoning maps and they now need the Village Board to approve them.  Randy Burk is going to make a few corrections on the maps that the Zoning Board approved.  Laura Schaefer asked if the King’s Creek Park is on the maps.  Mike answered yes and Randy stated that if anyone needs a closer look at the map he can easily enlarge a section.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to accept the Zoning maps as approved by the Zoning Board.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Linda Lehr stated she would have office hours at the Village Hall from 9:00am to 11:00am on Saturday, March 6th for anyone who would like to stop by and discuss village issues.  
CITIZENS COMMENTS:  Darrell Hampsten stated that due to the Millstadt Messenger growing in popularity and demand, Randy Pierce, former Millstadt Enterprise editor, has joined as a correspondence reporter.  The paper is having their one year anniversary and currently has 550 subscribers.

Lee Vogel asked if he could have a copy of the landscaping ordinance that was just passed.  Laura Schaefer said she would provide him with a copy.
ADJOURNMENT: Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Laura Schaefer.  The motion carried unanimously.
