The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the March 1st minutes.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

The Mayor opened the Public Hearing for Annexation for property on Mockingbird Hills.  There were no supporters or objectors.  The Mayor closed the Public Hearing. 

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated the Village could rejoin the Southwest Illinois Planning Commission for a fee of $224.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to rejoin the Southwest Illinois Planning Commission for 2010.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Ralph Bowley stated he had received a letter from Cost Recovery Cooperation.  They went through the Village’s accounts.  They project an annual savings of over $30,000 for the Village.  

Ralph Bowley stated that all the trustees should have a copy of the proposed budget.  It won’t be voted on until the second meeting in April.  Mayor Harber stated there would be a pubic hearing in regards to the budget at the next meeting.  Ralph is anticipating not receiving $82,000 from the State this year.  He asked that if anything needs to be bought in the coming year, to please get with Tracy Holmes first to schedule the purchases.

Ralph Bowley stated he had reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  Ralph Bowley stated there would be an Executive Session at the end of the meeting to discuss personnel and the purchase of property.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated everything is working fine at the sewer plant.  He talked with Randy Burk and would like to have the dedication before June 15th.

WATER: Al Lehr stated the water tower is coming along fine.  They’ve started pouring concrete.  They are going to start working 10-hour days to make up for not working during bad weather.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated Heavy Haul Day will be on Saturday, April 10th.  All white goods need to be on the curb by 6:00 am.
MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated Millstadt EMS would like to have a collection for Leukemia.  Mike Todd made a motion to allow the Millstadt EMS to collect for Leukemia at the 4-way on Friday, April 9th from 3:00pm to dark.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Todd made a motion to allow Reinhardt’s to have a car show on Saturday, April 3rd and to close West Madison Street from South Monroe Street to South Jackson St. from 10:00am to 2:00pm if it rains.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Steve Muskopf stated Verizon would be doing maintenance on the antenna to run new wires.

Mayor Harber stated Charter has begun taking some of their unused poles down.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1048 is concerning entering an annexation agreement with Michael E. and Mary D. Murray of 4012 Urbana Road.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1048 as presented.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French stated Ordinance 1050 is concerning Chapter 151 of the building code.  It is regarding having masonry on a specific percentage of the exterior walls of new homes on new plats.  A representative from the Home Builders Association of Greater Southwest Illinois stated he believes the masonry ordinance will be detrimental to the community.  It is not being done for health or safety reasons and it will leave people out of the market.  He asked that the Village Board please value the rights of property owners.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1050 as presented.  Linda Lehr stated that if the Ordinance passes, there are currently around 200 platted lots in Millstadt that won’t be affected by this.  It will only apply to new developments.  Mike French stated that there have been a significant number of changes from the first draft of this ordinance.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French stated Ordinance 1051 is concerning the approval of creating a business district.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1051 as presented. Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  Ralph Bowley voted yes.  Mike French voted yes.  Al Lehr voted yes.  Linda Lehr abstained, stating she would like to see more information.  Laura Schaefer voted no.  Mike Todd voted no.  Mayor Harber voted yes.  The motion passed with four for, two against, and one abstaining.  

Mike French stated Ordinance 1052 is concerning amending Zoning Chapter 152 to not allow R4 zoning in a B2 district except by special use.  Village Attorney Mike Flynn stated it would only be permitted with special use permission and approval.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1052 as presented.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French stated Resolution 10-01 is concerning council resolution of support specifically applying for a community development block grant fund from St. Clair County.  Mike French made a motion to accept Resolution 10-01 as presented. Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

ANNEXATIONS: none

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated the Village officially has the tractor that was purchased with the grant money that was received from the County Parks grant.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated grass cutting would be starting soon.

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated applications are being accepted for the position of Director of Senior Services.  The applications are being submitted to Orville Mueller at his home address.  The deadline to submit applications is Thursday, April 1st.  The Community Center Executive Board will then go through the applications and select candidates to interview.


Linda stated the meals are going strong as well as the AARP Income Tax filing.  To make an appointment for the Income Tax, call Charlotte at the Community Center to schedule a time.  

Linda reminded everyone the Optimists would be having a fundraiser Bar-B-Que on Saturday, March 27th at Muskopf’s garage.  The Optimists will match the proceeds made to help make up for the state funds that are not currently being received.  

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated the Planning Commission will have their next meeting on Tuesday, March 16th at 7:00pm at the Village Hall.

Mike French stated the Chamber of Commerce would be having After Hours on Wednesday, March 17th at Scott Credit Union.  The Fire Department will be there to show their new truck and to show the Chamber the new TV they purchased with the money they donated.

Linda Lehr asked if 911 had reassigned address numbers for the property on Veterans Drive that had been discussed at the last meeting.  Steve stated it would be a while before they found anything out about that.

OLD BUSINESS: Mayor Harber stated he spoke with Keith Stadelman concerning the old Ray’s One Stop.  Keith said two to five years to get the ok once the gas tanks are removed and they were removed in 2006 and 2008.  Once the IEPA gets the results, it can take 90 days for them to give the approval.  The structure and signs will probably be taken down and only the building will be left standing.


Mayor Harber reminded everyone to fill out their 2010 Census because it will help the Village with services and tax money.


Laura Schaefer stated she handed out a blueprint at the last meeting for the landscaping using the old Creamery signs.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to approve the plan and to donate $2000 towards the cost of materials.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:  Mayor Harber welcomed Randy Pierce who is joining the Millstadt Messenger as an editor and will be attending the Village Board meetings.


Mayor Harber stated there would be a public hearing concerning the proposed budget on Monday, April 5th.


Mayor Harber stated the next Southwestern Council of Mayors meeting is coming up.  Please let Tracy Holmes know who will be attending.


Mayor Harber stated the IML spring conference is coming up and will cost about $240.


The Belleville News Democrat sent in a request for a report on who the Village employees are, what they make, and what kind of overtime they get.  Tracy’s staff is working on getting that report finished.


Mayor Harber stated he’s looking into different ways to create revenue.  He’s looking into liquor costs and possibly creating an ordinance that will allow the bars in the Village to stay open until 2:00am.  He’s going to check with Belleville to see what they do and how much money it generates for them.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes stated that the Treasurer’s Report had been submitted.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

CLERK’S REPORT:  Tracy Holmes stated that the Clerk’s Report had been submitted.  Al Lehr made a motion to approve the Clerk’s Report.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

CITIZENS COMMENTS:  Herschel Johnson thanked the Board for the great job implementing the masonry ordinance.  As part of the Home Builders Association, he’s always concerned about regulations and making things imposed but felt the ordinance was done fairly.  He applauded Millstadt for talking with people in the industry to help make their decisions and thanked the Board once again for their leadership.

Ralph Bowley made a motion to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters and the purchase of property.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ralph Bowley made a motion to close Executive Session.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT: Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
