MAY 3RD, 2010
7:00 P.M.
The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the April 19th minutes.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Crissy Wegescheide read a thank you note from the Millstadt PTA expressing their gratitude for the pool pass donation to their auction.
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated he reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  Ralph Bowley stated there would be an Executive Session to discuss land acquisition.
PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated the Dedication and Ribbon Cutting of the new sewer plant would be on Sunday, June 6th at 1:30pm.  Discussion followed about where to advertise, possibly in the new newspaper and on the sign at the fire station.
WATER: Al Lehr stated there was a pay request for $287,401.07.  It is pay request six.  Randy Burk says it looks to be for a reasonable amount.  Al Lehr made a motion to grant the pay request for $287,401.07.  Mike French seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimous.
Al stated the Village had two water leaks two weeks ago but the maintenance department got them fixed right away and everything is currently working fine.
There was discussion on the Route 158 project.  IDOT found that part of the water line will need to be moved but it’s in an easement so IDOT is willing to pay for it.  There’s another spot that could possibly be a problem but Randy suggested not worrying about it yet.  Don Traiteur stated there are a few spots on the east side of town where the water line may not be buried low enough but they should be able to work with it.  Randy stated TWM has requested some additional money towards costs from IDOT for the extra time and money TWM is putting into this project.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated he had talked to Waste Management and told them the Village would be willing to resign the contract if the rates would stay the same.  Al should have more information at the next Village Board meeting.
MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated he had a request for the Buddy Poppy Sale.  Mike Todd made a motion to allow the Legion Auxiliary to hand out poppies at the four way stop on Friday, May 28th, and Saturday, May 29th.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Mike Todd stated he had a request to close the streets for Maifest.  Mike Todd made a motion to close North Main Street from the bingo stand to Legion Drive and Legion Drive from Route 163 to North Main Street on Friday May 21st and Saturday May 22nd.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Mike Todd stated the new police car arrived and Police Chief Ed Wilkerson has already put it into service.  There needs to be a decision made on what to do with the old car.  Mayor Harber stated he had asked Wayne Muskopf about keeping the car to use for business trips but Wayne didn’t think it would make it.
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1057 is for special use for II Progressive Properties, LLC at the new proposed shopping center on Washington Street and Polk Street.  The Zoning Board met and approved the special use with stipulations that have since been met and approved by Steve Muskopf.  There was discussion concerning the outside façade and the building materials to be used.  Linda Lehr asked when construction would be starting.  Lee Vogel stated pending approval by TWM, he would like to break ground the 3rd or 4th week of May.  Lee also stated that the materials have already gone for bids.  Discussion followed about using local contractors.  Linda asked Randy Burk if the time line for beginning construction was reasonable.  Randy answered yes.  Linda asked if this was still within the TIF time frame.  Lee answered yes, he has until November 2010.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1057.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd voting for and Linda Lehr voting to abstain.
ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated packages were sent out to the properties that would be affected by annexing Krista Lane.  He’s already had some calls and questions.
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer reminder everyone that Maifest will be held on Friday, May 21st and Saturday, May 22nd.  

Laura stated the waterfall outside the Village Hall is coming along and is looking nice.  Laura expressed thanks to Ralph Weilbacher. 
CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated he sent in information for the price increase to the cemetery He gave the information to Village Attorney Mike Flynn to draw up the ordinance.
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center Executive Board met on Monday, April 26th.  Charlotte Mehrtens mentioned that a small amount of funding had come in from the state.  There has also been support from the community, including the VFW and St. James.  Mike French stated that Monsanto has a community service program that may be of benefit.  He will get the information to Linda.
Linda stated that, in response to the inquiry on the financial reports at the last Village Board meeting, she has copies of the fiscal report from October 1, 2009 thru March 21, 2010.  They are working on creating quarterly reports and will hopefully even have monthly reports.

Linda reminded everyone that the open house for Charlotte would be on Sunday, May 16th from 1:00pm to 5:00pm at the VFW.  The next Board of Directors meeting will be on Monday, May 24th at 7:30pm at the Community Center.
