VILLAGE OF MILLSTADT

MAY 17TH, 2010

The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  There was a moment of silence in memory of Millstadt Deputy Marshal Christopher Pickus who passed away on May 13th.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the May 3rd minutes.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated he reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Ralph stated Tracy Holmes had received information from Cost Recovery Corporation on May 4th stating the Village had saved $2,600 in April.

PERSONNEL:  none

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated that the sewer plant ribbon cutting and dedication would be held on Sunday, June 6th at 1:30pm.  Announcements are posted on the window at the Village Hall and are on the website.  Al is going to have Randy Burk invite the contractor.

Al stated there was a sewer back up on Saturday, May 15th. There were adult diapers in the sewer line that were the cause of the back up.  

The Mayor stated that Mike Kostelac Jr. offered to take a look at the grease that is coming into the sewer plant to try to figure out where it’s coming from.  It was suggested to send a letter to the businesses that provide fried foods.

WATER: Al Lehr stated there weren’t any pay requests.  The platform is scheduled to be lifted up on Tuesday, May 18th, weather permitting.  Tracy stated that Randy told her the IEPA is 45 days behind on their payments to the contractors for the pay requests.  Randy and Tracy both called the IEPA and were told that one of the pay requests has been vouchered and the money will come around the 21st.  Once they’ve been vouchered, it will take 60 days before the money will come.

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated Waste Management hasn’t called him back yet in regards to the new contract.  Al will call him again if he hasn’t heard from him before the next Village Board meeting.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated bids went out on Monday, May 10th for oiling.  Two bids were received:  EJ Dougherty for $2.077 with $3,000 bid bond and JTC for $2.08 with $1,000 bid bond. The bids can be appealed until Wednesday, May 19th.  Linda Lehr asked if the streets were already designated and Don Traiteur answered yes.

Mike Todd stated MCS requested putting an A frame style sign for their quarter auction up at the 4-way stop from Saturday, May 22nd thru Tuesday, May 25th.  The auction will be held at the VFW on Tuesday, May 25th to raise money for the 8th Grade Trip in May 2011.  Mike Todd made a motion to grant permission for MCS to have their sign announcing their quarter auction at the 4-way stop from May 22nd thru May 25th, 2010.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Mike Todd stated he had talked to Tracy about getting a new tape recorder at the Village Hall to be used for meetings.  Tracy will have more information for him in the next week.

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated Charter Communications sent a letter to the Village and to the subscribers stating the recent channel changes and modifications.


The Mayor stated he noticed subscribers are getting charged a franchise fee that is going to the Village.  Linda will look into how much is going to the Village and how much Charter is contributing.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1058 is concerning Chapter 92 increasing the interment charges.  If passed, it will go into effect in 10 days.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1058 as presented.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French stated Ordinance 1059 is concerning Chapter 78 dealing with parking.  If passed, it will be prohibited to park on Washington Street, north and south, from Polk Street to Kossuth, and on North Jefferson Street, west and east, between Washington Street and Legion Drive.  The Ordinance will delete the previous parking situations on those streets.  These changes are to assist with the pending construction on Route 158 and Route 163.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1059 as presented.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mike French stated the Homecoming Resolution was requesting the closing of Route 158 from Main Street to Jefferson Street from IDOT during the parades.  The resolution also lists the other mandatory requirements with closing the highway.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


The Mayor stated Ordinance 491 states that no recreational vehicle can be parked in any residential or multi-family areas.  He asked the trustees what the conditions of that Ordinance should be.  The trustees agreed that while they don’t want the vehicles parked on the street, they don’t have a problem with them being parked in driveways.  Mike French stated he thinks that if it is allowed to be parked in a driveway, it must be completely in the driveway and not in another gravel area.  The Mayor asked the trustees to look it over to discuss it further.  Linda also suggested getting input from Steve Muskopf to see if there have been any complaints in the past.

ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated he had 3 petitions from residents on Krista Lane and forwarded them to Village Attorney Mike Flynn.  Mike Flynn asked if the Village wanted to annex them all in at the same time or as they come in.  He suggested that it would be in the Village’s best interest to annex them all at the same time.  Ralph is going to contact the one resident that hasn’t petitioned yet.

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated Maifest would be held on May 21st and May 22nd.  Volunteers are still needed.  Laura stated they would start prepping the park on Thursday, May 20th.  There will not be any pre-sale armbands for the rides.


Laura stated the Green Space Committee would be meeting at 7:00pm on Wednesday, May 26th at the Village Hall with their bikes to map out the park bike route.  Everyone is welcome.


Laura stated Trailnet would be holding their annual pizza ride on Monday, May 31st starting at Tuffy Mueth Park.


The pool business is going well.  Hiring is progressing.  


John Reiling is having an auction on June 19th on Elm Street about a block and a ½ west of Elm Street Park to get rid of his Millstadt memorabilia.  The Village may run the food stand to benefit the parks.  

CEMETERY:  none

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated Charlotte Mehrtens is retiring and her last day will be May 28th.  Her open house was well attended and went very well.


The next Community Center Board meeting will be held on Monday, May 24th at 7:30pm at the Community Center.


Laura Schaefer thanked the St. Clair County Garden Club for the landscaping work they did at the Community Center.  They are also working with Don to plant a tree in honor of Charlotte on the property.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated the next Planning Commission meeting will be on Tuesday, May 18th at 7:00pm at the Village Hall.  There is a luncheon meeting on Wednesday, May 19th at 11:30am at the VFW for the Chamber of Commerce.  There will be a guest speaker there to discuss summertime food safety.
