The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Laura Schaefer to approve the May 17th minutes.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  Crissy Wegescheide read a thank you card from the family of Christopher Pickus for the Village’s support when he passed away.

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated according to Cost Recovery Cooperation, the Village saved $3,200 last month.  The Village has saved a total of $5,473 by using Cost Recovery Cooperation.


Ralph Bowley stated he reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  Ralph Bowley designated Crissy Wegescheide and Tracy Holmes as Open Meetings Act Designees.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated the sewer plant dedication was held on Sunday, June 6th.  About 32 people showed up.


Al stated a letter had been sent to the local businesses and homeowners about not dumping grease into sewer lines. It’s causing an issue with the testing done at the sewer plant.

WATER: Al Lehr stated there was a pay request submitted for $132,764.40. It is pay request number 7.  Linda Lehr asked Randy Burk if everything was on track. Randy stated it was and that the Village still has a good amount of money retained.  Al Lehr made a motion to pay the pay request for $132,764.40.  Mike French seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Randy stated that the new water tower construction is at a stand still.  They are waiting for the concrete slab to cure.  

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated Dan Hannah from Waste Management called and said that he will get back with Al in a week.  Waste Management is going to do a time study first, looking at how long it takes to pickup the trash, how much fuel is used, etc.  

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated he had a request for a street closure for Bierfest on Friday, June 12th and Saturday, June 13th on North Main Street from Legion Drive to West Gooding Street and Legion Drive from Route 163 to North Main Street.  Mike Todd made a motion to allow the requested street closures for Bierfest on Friday, June 12th and Saturday, June 13th.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Todd stated that the dates for oil and chipping the streets are Wednesday, July 28th and Thursday, August 5th.

Mike Todd stated the Village did not receive the grant for Oak Street so it will be rodamilled then oil and chipped.  Mayor Harber stated the Village may receive money from the state but he doesn’t know when it may come in.

Mayor Harber stated that the Streetscape had been approved.

Mayor Harber stated IDOT had approved the highway closures during the Homecoming parades.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Mike Todd stated he is going to talk to Mertz about the old police car.  Hopefully Mertz will take it on trade for body work and a paint job on the other police cars.

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1060 is to amend Chapter 78 for prohibiting parking.  It will prohibit parking on West Parkview Drive and specifically by the swimming pool.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1060.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Crissy Wegescheide read a proclamation congratulating Zion Evangelical Church on their 175th anniversary. Mike French made a motion to accept the proclamation.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Harber thanked Linda Lehr for drawing up the proclamation.

ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated he talked with the one property owner on Krista Lane who hadn’t returned their petition and he should be getting the signed petition soon.

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated she had the preliminary report from Maifest as well as a report from Roy-el Catering showing the break down of food sales.  Maifest made about $5,000 in profit this year which is a major step up from the previous year.


Laura stated the pool had some issues opening weekend.  A pump went down and a hose broke.  Everything is back up and running correctly.

Laura asked for opinions about what to do with the remaining creamery tiles.  The Park Board suggested donating them to the historical society.  Laura asked that if anyone else had a different opinion to please let her know.

Laura stated she’s applying for a $30,000 grant from St. Clair County Parks and Recreation.  If approved, she’d like to use the money for playground equipment at the parks.

Laura stated Weston Hooke is going to be painting inside the Village Hall the week of June 7th for his Eagle Scout project.

Laura stated the next Park Board meeting will be on Thursday, June 24th at 7:30pm at the West End meeting room.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated the flags that were up for Memorial Day weekend looked good.

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated Tuesday, June 1st was Patty Evansco’s first day on her own as Community Center director.  She accepted a check for $200 from First National Bank of St. Louis during their Community Day on Saturday, June 6th.  

Linda stated the Center is in summer time mode.  The meals are still being served and they have a full house on many days.

Randy Burk stated he is applying for an Energy Conservation Grant and is looking specifically at the swimming pool and the Community Center.  They’d be looking to put in new equipment to save energy.  The grant is from the Federal Department of Energy.  An electrical engineer from TWM will come by Tuesday, June 8th in the morning to look at the Community Center and the pool.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French the Planning Commission is meeting on Tuesday, June 15th at 7:00pm at the Village Hall.  They are going to discuss the inner bike route that would connect the parks together that was mapped out by Laura Schaefer.  They discussed putting stencils on the street to designate the route.  Laura stated that once the inner route is established, they are going to plan corridors going out each direction out of town.  The longer routes would have to be planned out with the Township.  Laura stated she would bring a map to the Planning Commission meeting.

Mike French stated the Chamber of Commerce will be meeting on Wednesday, June 16th from 5:00pm to 7:00pm.  

Millstadt Night at the Ball Park will be on Friday, August 13th at the Gateway Grizzlies Game.

Lisa Bowman presented Josh McKeen with a $200 check from the Chamber of Commerce for community projects.  Josh is going to be putting an information kiosk in the Village Hall.
