The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, and Laura Schaefer.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Mayor Harber stated Treasurer Tracy Holmes would not be attending as well as Trustees Ralph Bowley and Mike Todd.  He also stated Don Traiteur would not be attending due to heat exhaustion.

A motion was made by Laura Schaefer to approve the June 7th minutes.  Mike French seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Laura Schaefer stated she reviewed the bills.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to pay the bills.  Mike French seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  none

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated he had talked to Brian and due to the thunderstorms, debris had blown into the system and the boards were not working correctly.  This should be covered by insurance.
WATER: Al Lehr stated no one had been working at the new water tower probably because they were still waiting for the concrete to cure.  They should be back to work in the following days.
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated he had talked with Dan Hannah and he offered the Village a 3-year contract.  Village Attorney Mike Flynn needs to do some research on the fee increase in the 2nd and 3rd years to make sure that everything is legal.  Discussion followed about heavy haul day and a recycling program.  Dan Hannah said that it would be one flat fee and that he would get the Board more information.  

Al also reminded everyone that there would be normal pick-up during the week of July 4th.  They will stay on the regular Wednesday schedule because the holiday falls on a Sunday.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Al Lehr stated the Fire Department requested closing Legion Drive from Rt. 163 to N. Main Street and N. Main Street from the bingo stand to Legion Drive Thursday, July 8th at noon thru Monday, July 12th at noon.  Al Lehr made a motion to allow the street closures as requested by the Fire Department.  Linda Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  Linda reminded the Fire Department to get their banner to Don Traiteur so that it could be hung up at the 4-way stop.

Al stated the Fire Department is also requesting to reserve the use of the Tuffy Mueth ball field on Friday, July 9th thru Sunday, July 11th.  They also request permission to use the Sports Association concession stand to sell food and drinks.  Al Lehr made a motion to allow the Fire Department use of the Tuffy Mueth field and concession stand.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Al stated the Fire Department is requesting to conduct their Annual Boot Drive for Jerry’s Kids at the 4-way stop on Friday, August 27th, with a rain date of Saturday, August 28th.  Linda Lehr made a motion to allow the Fire Department to hold their Annual Boot Drive.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none 

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Laura Schaefer asked if the new water tower would support satellites to service the north side of the Village.  Al Lehr stated it will support them but no company has requested adding any.

Mayor Harber stated three homes on Mann Road would be annexed into the Village.
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Laura Schaefer stated the boy scouts came and painted the walls in the meeting room and bathrooms at the Village Hall.  Weston Hock led the boys in the painting for his Eagle Scout project.
Laura stated the Park Board would be meeting on Thursday, June 24th at 7:30pm.  The meeting is open to the public.
Laura commended Mike Todd for organizing Movies in the Park.  
CEMETERY:  Laura Schaefer stated she saw the lawn mower out mowing.
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated students from Belleville West High School National Honor Society are volunteering their time during the summer.  They have hooked up four computers upstairs, making a quilting area, a discussion area and a game area.  

Linda stated there would be two new programs starting up.  The Book Club will begin on Monday, July 12th at 10:00am.  Bible Study will begin on Monday, July 19th at 10:00am.

The Community Center Board meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 22nd.
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated the Planning Commission met on June 16th.  There will not be a meeting in July.  They will begin updating the comprehensive plan.  It has not been updated in over a year.  The members will work on it separately and then submit the updates as a group.
