VILLAGE OF MILLSTADT

VILLAGE HALL

JULY 6, 2010

7:00 P.M.
The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Mayor Harber stated Trustee Laura Schaefer and Treasurer Tracy Holmes would not be attending.

The June 21st minutes were amended to correct the locations under annexations to the horse farm across from Mann Road and the Millstadt Greenhouse.  A motion was made by Ralph Bowley to approve the June 21st minutes.  Mike Todd seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated the Village saved $1,635.54 on the last power bill.  The Village has saved more that $7,000 by using Cost Recovery Cooperation.

Ralph Bowley stated he reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills. Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL:  Ralph Bowley stated the summer party of the Village employees will be held on August 14th at Pavilions 3 and 4 in the Village Park.  It will start around 4:00pm or 5:00pm.  A notice will go out in the next paychecks.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated he had talked with Brian about the blower motor.  TWM came out to take a look at it and said it probably wasn’t struck by lightening but had been wired wrong from the beginning.  They recommended going back to the manufacturer because they had proved it was a malfunction.  Al stated everything is running fine now.

WATER: Randy Burk stated that a TWM contractor went out to the new water tower sight and noticed some irregularities in the top concrete slab.  The water tower contractor is going to have to test it to determine if they will have to redo the whole slab.  Randy recommend not paying any pay requests until the Village Board finds out for sure but they haven’t sent any pay requests in, either.  Al Lehr asked how they will test it.  Randy stated the building contractor will pay to have someone come in and test it.  

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated he sent a copy of the proposal from Waste Management to Village Attorney Mike Flynn.  Mike Flynn said that if the Village Board believes that is the best contract the Village can get then the Board doesn’t have to go out for bids. Al believes this is the best contract.  Al Lehr made a motion to accept the 3 year contract with Waste Management.  Linda Lehr asked when the contract would go into effect.  Al answered October 2010.  Ralph Bowley seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Al Lehr stated trash pickup would still be on Wednesday of the current week because July 5th was not a holiday for Waste Management.  A notice to the residents was on the last water bill.  

MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd reminded everyone that oil and chipping of the roads would take place on Wednesday July 28th and Thursday, August 5th.

Mike Todd stated the 60/40 project is open and currently taking phone calls for requests at the Village Hall.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none

CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated Charter Communications sent out a notice to their subscribers concerning their planned upgrades for HD programming and Internet speeds.  Randy Burk reminded Linda that once the new tower is finished the Village can sell space on it to Charter and anyone else interested in putting up an antenna.
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1061 is to amend Chapter 111 concerning background checks on ride vendors for picnics.  It would delete the background checks entirely.  Linda Lehr stated that for the time being, the Village will take a step back and will revisit the issue again after the picnic season.  Mike French stated it will help the organizations that have the most concerns.  After the picnic season, the Ordinance committee will meet with the Police Department and the Village organizations that hold picnics and come up with better wording.  Linda Lehr asked if the state statute will still be in effect.  Mike French stated yes, it would.  Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1061 as presented.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated the piece of property on Krista Lane that had the petition issue has been taken care of.  The new property owner closed on it today and is going to sign the annexation petition.

PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Mayor Harber stated Laura Schafer is working on a grant for the parks.

CEMETERY:  Al Lehr stated Laura Schaefer had talked to the lawn mowing person about the dead grass that was left on Memorial Day.  His reason was that the grass was long when he had mowed it but he apologized and will do his best so that it won’t happen again.  He is concerned, however, about people putting plants and decorations on the grass instead of in the vases.  Linda Lehr stated other cemeteries have rules concerning decorations posted.  Al Lehr answered the Village does have the rules posted but there is no way of enforcing it.  Al stated everything looked good for the 4th of July weekend.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center Board met on Monday, June 28th.  Director Patty Evansco provided the members with detailed accounting on the donations, meals, and expenses.  That information is available to any trustee wanting it.  

Linda stated their transportation units have increased greatly which means many people are using the transportation service and many meals are being delivered, as well.  Patty is asking for volunteers to transport the meals.  Please contact her at the Community Center with availability.

PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated Terry Beach, the Economic Director for St. Clair County, sent an email describing a program by Allsup going on during the summer for high school students interested in a career in business.

Mike French stated Jim Kane sent information to him and the Mayor concerning Detonics.  They have leased the Carron building for one year.  Jim recommended they settle on one permanent site and request zoning.  Based on their business plan, they may be eligible for a $25,000 loan.  If they do decide to get the loan, Jim recommended having wording stating how they would pay it back if they would leave Millstadt or if they would be unable to pay back the loan.

OLD BUSINESS: Randy Burk stated the Energy Efficiency Grant had been submitted.  It was a lot of work but the Village should receive $45,000 to replace the furnace at the Community Center and get new lights at the swimming pool.  Randy stated the Village would probably be responsible for 20% of the cost.

Mayor Harber stated the Streetscape project is getting ready for phase two.  TWM is putting it together.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Resident Dan Duncan gave a presentation on why he believes the Village needs an ordinance concerning discharging waste water.  He’s had an issue with it destroying plants on his property and believes it should be put into the sanitary sewer.  Mike French will look into getting with the Ordinance Committee and creating an ordinance.  Steve Muskopf stated we could amend the current ordinance to specify waste water from pools.  Randy Burk asked if people would be grandfathered in or can the Village make residents who already have a pool possibly change how the water is being drained.  Steve stated he thinks it would apply to all pools, even existing ones.

CITIZENS COMMENTS:  Charlene Stehlick stated she has an issue with Inland Securities having an overflowing dumpster and their attitude about it.  She resides behind Inland Securities and the dumpster is next to her residence.  Mike Todd asked if there was a fence around the dumpster.  Steve Muskopf answered no, but there should be.  Linda Lehr asked if Inland Securities was aware they needed a fence around the dumpster.  Steve said probably not because it wasn’t included in their plans.  Steve stated he would go to Inland Securities and discuss the issue with them on Wednesday, July 7th and he would call Ms. Stehlick.
ADJOURNMENT: Ralph Bowley made a motion to adjourn the general Village Board meeting and was seconded by Al Lehr.  The motion carried unanimously.
