The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, Laura Schaefer and Mike Todd.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Ralph Bowley was absent. Treasurer Tracy Holmes was out on sick leave.

A motion was made by Mike Todd to approve the July 6th minutes.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none

COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Laura Schaefer stated she reviewed the bills.  Laura Schaefer made a motion to pay the bills.  Mike Todd seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated everything is fine.  The motor that had been causing issues was taken out and the company that wired it wrong is going to pay for repairs.  TWM is making sure it gets taken care of.  Linda Lehr asked if it caused any issues.  Al answered yes because it was wired wrong and wouldn’t work which is why it is getting fixed.

Al stated that ever since the letter went out to not dump grease into the sewer, everything has been fine. The tests have come back with out any problems.

WATER: Al Lehr stated that as of 1:00pm on July 19th, the new water tower plans had changed.  The contractors are going to pour another 32 inches of concrete on top of the slab that wasn’t cured correctly.  TWM is going to a structural engineer from another company to do core samples on it to make sure it will be safe. 

REFUSE: Al Lehr stated the new contract was signed and it goes into effect on October 1, 2010.

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Mike Todd stated St. James had a request to hang their banner and close the streets for their annual summer picnic. Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Todd stated he and Don Traiteur were contacting contractors to bid for the 60/40 project.  They will hopefully have all the bids in a month.  Linda Lehr asked if there had been any response from residents wanting to be part of the 60/40 project.  Mike Todd answered there had been three so far.
