7:00 P.M.
The meeting was called to order by Weldon Harber, with the following trustees answering to roll call:  Ralph Bowley, Mike French, Al Lehr, Linda Lehr, and Laura Schaefer.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Trustee Mike French and Treasurer Tracy Holmes were absent.
A motion was made by Laura Schaefer to approve the July 19th minutes.  Mike French seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE:  none
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS AND COMPUTERS:  Ralph Bowley stated he reviewed the bills.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to pay the bills.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Ralph stated the Village saved $1,620.36 on the July power bill.  The Village has saved $10,050.83 so far this year by using Cost Recovery Cooperation.
PERSONNEL:  Ralph Bowley stated there would be an Executive Session at the end of the meeting to discuss personnel matters.
PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Al Lehr stated everything is ok. The power had gone out at the lift stations on Friday, July 30th due to lightening.  

Al stated Brian took a sample of the grease that has been coming through the system and found that it was animal fat.  He is going to have it tested to see if we can tell where it is coming from.

Brian had normal maintenance done and cleaned the oil out of the sewer the prior week.
WATER: Al Lehr stated the Village will not be getting any more pay requests until the concrete slab problem is solved.  They have been taking core samples.  Randy Burk brought in an example to show what the problem is.  They are going to take more samples and if it is deemed ok, they will dowel into them and epoxy the pieces.  The problem stemmed from the contracting company only using one concrete pumper instead of two.  If another level must be added, it will add an additional 32 inches to the tower height.  Mike French asked what the time line is.  Randy stated they should have pulled enough samples to start analyzing.  Al Lehr asked if more steel would have to be made.  Randy stated yes, for the rebar.  Linda Lehr asked if the Village could demand they use two concrete pumpers.  Randy stated the Village could request that they use two.  

Al stated the bid opening was held on Friday, July 30th for the relocation of the water line by Union Hill cemetery and Route 158.  Ehret had the lowest bid at $35,122.  Randy recommended the Village go with them.  Al Lehr made a motion to award the water main relocation project to Ehret Plumbing and Heating for $35,122.  Laura Schaefer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Al stated a notice was posted that the Village water is going to smell and taste different for the next 6-8 weeks due to more chlorine.  There isn’t anything wrong with it; just normal maintenance. Ron Hebel stated he would put an announcement in the paper. 
REFUSE: Al Lehr stated he hadn’t heard that anyone was missed so it seems everything is running fine.
MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS AND SIDEWALKS: Don Traiteur stated oil and chipping went well.  They rodamilled West Oak and it will be oil and chipped on Thursday, August 12th.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Linda Lehr stated the Village received correspondence from Charter Cable that the Fox Sports Network is launching 4 new channels.  

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated there was an Ordinance for Detonics and the TIF district.  Village Attorney Mike Flynn recommended making some changes so the ordinance will be postponed until the next meeting when Bruce Siddle can give a presentation.  Mike French said it was mostly language that was changed.  
ANNEXATIONS: Ralph Bowley stated TWM is working on the paperwork for the properties on Krista Lane.  Randy stated the paperwork is finished and has been handed over to Mike Flynn.
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Mayor Harber stated there will be a park grant meeting on Wednesday, August 4th.
CEMETERY:  There was discussion concerning Ordinance 1099 which references what decorations are allowed in the Village cemetery.  The Ordinance was amended in 2008.  Discussion followed about the differences between the new and old sections.  Linda Lehr stated there isn’t an easy answer.  Mike French reminded the Board the initial discussion started because of the level of maintenance being done.  He stated there just needs to more attention to detail.  Don Traiteur stated cemetery cleanup is done twice a year.  It was decided this issue needs to have more thought put into it before a decision is made.  
COMMUNITY CENTER:  Linda Lehr stated the Community Center executive board met on Monday, July 26th.  Several days during the prior month the meal count was at 100.  

There have been 5 Honor Society students from Belleville West volunteering at the Center.  They have fulfilled their hours but are still coming back to help.  They will be honored with a luncheon at noon on Tuesday, August 10th.  Everyone is welcome but please call the Center to make a reservation.

There will also be a farewell luncheon to honor Barbara Runzo who is leaving to go back to school.  It will be held on Thursday, August 19th.  Rachel the bus driver will take over making the meals and Bob Schmalbach will be the main driver.
The Honor Society students conducted a course on computers.  They helped set up emails and familerized the seniors on common computer tasks.  They will have the courses periodically throughout the year as their school schedules allow.
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Mike French stated the Planning Commission meeting will be held on Tuesday, August 17th at 7:00pm at the Village Hall.  The Chamber of Commerce will hold their quarterly meeting on Wednesday, August 18th at West End tavern.  It will be more of an After Hours type gathering with hor dourves being served.

Mayor Harber stated there is an issue with skunks in the area.  The Village has had this problem before and hired a trapper.  Ralph Bowley made a motion to allow the Mayor to consult with a trapper.  Al Lehr seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
