SEWER: Dustin Trankle stated the radiator for the new generator had to be replaced because it was damaged during shipping. John at the sewer plant wants to replace the control panel for the bar screens. John stated he has the quote for the panel; Mayor Todd asked Scott Baltz to make sure Dustin had the information for the next Village Board meeting. John stated he had the blower repaired over the weekend and everything is up and going. There is an EPA inspection scheduled for Thursday, January 11th.
