The meeting was called to order by Mike Todd, with the following trustees answering to roll call: Randy Burk, Mike Capell, Ray Famula, Mike French, Mark Todd, and Dustin Trankle. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

A motion was made by Mike Capell to approve the March 13th minutes. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE: none
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS: Mike Capell stated he reviewed the bills. Mike Capell made a motion to pay the bills. Mike French seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL: Mike Capell stated there would be an Executive Session for Personnel after Citizen Comments.
PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Dustin Trankle stated Insituform sent in pay request #5 for the sewer lining project. Scott Baltz clarified we owed them the retainage amount. Dustin Trankle made a motion to pay Insituform $34,587.75. Mark Todd seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Dustin stated the Village has money from the ARPA federal grant. There have been some issues at the sewer plant that the money could be used for. Mayor Todd stated that Jonathan from TAC is getting more bids for a pump for the sewer plant, possibly one for a lift station, and possibly another for an instrument at the plant. Once the project is decided on, it will go out for bids.
WATER: Scott Baltz stated he received a letter on Tuesday, March 21st from TAC who had received a letter from the Illinois EPA. They need an inventory done of the Village’s water supply system to each home, identifying what goes into the customer’s home, as well as the Village’s service line from the water main to the water meter. Some of it needs to be completed by this April 15th. The whole thing needs to be completed by next April. Scott is having surveys prepared so that the residents can help with some of the information.
REFUSE: Josh Johnston from Waste Management stated the Village’s contract is up in October. When the contract was signed in 2017, the open recycling processing was cheap or even free. Now, it costs $128 per ton to process. He is offering the Village two options. The first option includes continuing curb side recycling. This is a great community to have it in, but it is getting more expensive to process. The second option does away with the curbside recycling and goes back to community recycling with a roll off. It still includes recycling but changes to keep the prices lower. Ray Famula asked if the citizens would take their recycling to the roll off. Mr. Johnston answered yes. Mayor Todd asked when the contract was up. Mr. Johnston answered October; he is here now to get in front of it and get the pricing locked in.
MOSQUITO CONTROL: none

STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS: Randy Burk stated TWM is working on the design for the project on the 200 block of East Laurel Street. The Village will be going out for bids this spring.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: Mark Todd stated he received a complaint from a citizen concerning a loose cable on the 911 tower. He contacted St. Clair County ESDA Coordinator Herb Simmons who said he would have someone come look at it.

CEMETERY: Mayor Todd stated there was landscaping done around the new sign.
COMMUNITY CENTER: Ray Famula stated the grant for AgeSmart was approved for more than what was asked. The Senior Center received the grant for $257,700. Another $93,000 is needed and they will work on raising that by continuing their fundraisers. They raised $1,048 from their last bunco event.

BUILDING COMMISSIONER: Adam Romero stated there will be a Zoning Board meeting in April.
OLD BUSINESS: Mayor Todd stated Scott Baltz met with the second solar energy company, and they are getting a proposal together. Mayor Todd suggested meeting after getting the proposal from the second company and moving forward from there.

Mayor Todd stated he and Tracy Holmes are looking into hiring a new accounting firm.

Mayor Todd stated the VFW and American Legion have had two meetings about the new flagpole at Tuffy Mueth Field. The project will be completed in 2024.

Mayor Todd stated he contacted Senator Christopher Belt. Money is being allocated for new water mains in the industrial park. The old water lines in the Village’s industrial park have been breaking. The money is supposed to be available this summer.

Mike French stated he contacted Lager to get a bid on two new Village signs, similar to the ones that were just installed on the west and south ends of the Village. He has also talked with Germann Brick about getting a bid from them. He is going to meet with Adam Romero and Scott Baltz along with an IDOT representative concerning where they would like to place the two signs.

Mark Todd made a motion to close Executive Session. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
