The meeting was called to order by Mike Todd, with the following trustees answering to roll call: Randy Burk, Mike Capell, Ray Famula, Mike French, and Mark Todd. Trustee Al Lehr was absent. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

A motion was made by Mike Capell to approve the March 8th minutes. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE: none
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS: Mike Capell stated he reviewed the bills. Mike Capell made a motion to pay the bills. Mike French seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL: Mike Capell stated there would be an Executive Session for Personnel and Maintenance Contract after Citizen Comments.
PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Mayor Todd stated he and Scott Baltz have been working on the storm sewer on Admiral Wendt Parkway. It is sinking and they have tried to fix it. They are going to start making sure when lines are put in that they are put in correctly.

STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS: Mayor Todd opened the bids for the asphalt work at East Madison Street and South Breese Street. There were eight bids. Gleeson had the lowest bid at $53,500. He will go over the bid with Scott Baltz to make sure everything meets the specs, if the Board approves the bid. Randy Burk made a motion to award Gleeson Asphalt Inc. the bid of $53,500 for work on East Madison Street and South Breese Street. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Randy stated he received a letter from the Fire Department requesting street closures for their annual bar-b-que. Randy Burk made a motion to allow the Millstadt Union Fire Department to close East White Street to allow for their drive thru Annual Bar-B-Que on Saturday, April 3rd. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Randy stated he received a letter from the Friends of the Old Water Tower requesting street closures for their half marathon. Randy Burk made a motion to allow the Friends of the Old Millstadt Water Tower to close the first block of South Breese Street and the first block of East Madison Street for their 3rd Annual Half Marathon and 5K race from 6:30am until 12:30pm on Sunday, May 23rd. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Randy stated he submitted the application for the CDBG Grant for the 700 block of West Laurel Street. The grant will most likely be awarded in the fall.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Scott Baltz stated they are finalizing the licensing on the new truck to get it out on the road. Mayor Todd asked if the leaf vac had been picked up. Scott answered the purchaser paid and has the keys so they are just waiting on him to take it.
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Building Commissioner Adam Romero ordered a large 2021 Zoning Map to hang on the easel. Any zoning changes that are made throughout the year will be marked on the map. All the changes will be in one place instead of having to go through the files to gather all the changes.
ANNEXATIONS: none
PARKS, POOL AND RECREATION: Mayor Todd stated he will be meeting with St. James School and MCS concerning the ball diamonds this fall so that they may schedule their games accordingly while the diamonds are being fixed.
CEMETERY: Ray Famula stated he is still waiting on bids to replace the sign.
COMMUNITY CENTER: Ray Famula stated from October 2019 to February 2020 the Senior Center served 10,941 meals. From October 2020 to February 2021, they served 13,931 meals, which is up 27%. The Center received a grant for $14,760 for the telephone reassurance program. They have received $81,578 in grants to date. The chili supper made $545. The bar-b-que made $3,054 and the Millstadt Commercial Club donated $200 to off-set the cost of the meat. The Senior Center will be closed for Election Day on Tuesday, April 6th. The next meeting is schedule for Tuesday, April 20th  at 6pm at the Community Center.
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Mike French stated the next scheduled meeting for the Planning Commission will be on Tuesday, April 20th. At their March meeting, they discussed Hunter’s Point and approved the preliminary plat. The Trustees will vote on the plat later in this meeting.

PUBLIC SAFETY:  

Police Department – Police Chief Alan Hucke stated they had a good response to the Safe Driver program that he and Lieutenant Brandon Duggar will be hosting. It will be held at Village Hall.
Emergency Service and Disaster Agency – Scott Baltz stated they had to reschedule the siren check.

BUILDING COMMISSIONER: Mike French stated the Hunter’s Point Preliminary Plat is being presented for approval. They agreed to a $2,472 cash payment instead of creating green space. The money will be used for a tree line to help block the back of the development. There were a few small changes that will be better defined in the final plat. Included are the variance recommendations by the Zoning Board that were approved by the Village Board. Mike French made a motion to accept the Hunter’s Point Preliminary Plat with the changes as stated. Randy Burk seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS: Mayor Todd stated he went over the budget items with Tracy Holmes and Mike Capell. The budget is pretty much finished; there are just a few more items to complete. 

Mayor Todd stated the Xplosion baseball organization is going to take over the concession stand at the ball diamonds. He is meeting with them to go over the guidelines of what is expected. There will be a designated person that will be in charge. As of now Mayor Todd and Tracy Holmes are on the liquor license. Once the Xplosion designates someone that person will come in to sign for the changes to the license. Mike French asked if anyone else had shown any interest. Mayor Todd answered no, they had to ask the Xplosion to take it over.
NEW BUSINESS: Mayor Todd stated he set up a meeting with Police Chief Alan Hucke and the new camera company. They are looking into maintenance for the cameras in the park.
TREASURER’S REPORT: Tracy Holmes stated that the Treasurer’s Report had been submitted.  Mike French made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

CLERK’S REPORT: Tracy Holmes stated that the Clerk’s Report had been submitted. Mike French made a motion to approve the Clerk’s Report. Mike Capell seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
