SEWER: Dustin Trankle stated Haier submitted a change order for the work being done at the Lexington lift station. They originally thought they could use the existing control panel, but a new control panel needs to be installed. Randy Burk added that the extra cost will still be covered under the grant that is being used for the project. Dustin Trankle made a motion to pay Haier Plumbing & Heating $25,830 for change order one. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
