The meeting was called to order by Mike Todd, with the following trustees answering to roll call: Randy Burk, Mike Capell, Ray Famula, Mike French, Mark Todd, and Dustin Trankle. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
A motion was made by Mike Capell to approve the January 23rd minutes. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE: none
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS: Mike Capell stated he reviewed the bills. Mike Capell made a motion to pay the bills. Mike French seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL: Mike Capell stated there would be an Executive Session for Personnel after Citizen Comments.
PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Dustin Trankle stated Straight Up Solar put together plans for three different options for solar panels; one for panels on the roof, one for panels on the ground, and one for panels on the roof and the ground. Scott Baltz is talking with another company, Clean Energy Design Group, and will be getting prices from them, as well. Mayor Todd asked if there were grants available for this project. Scott answered there are rebates that help with the cost. Straight Up Solar wants payment up front. The preliminary proposal from Clean Energy Group does not require payment up front. Scott is going to set up a meeting with their representative to come out and walk the property so he can get an official bid from them.


Dustin stated the generator at the sewer plant was causing issues. Scott has a couple bids to fix it and will be getting another one this week.

STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS: Randy Burk introduced Jonathan Schweppe, who will be the new manager of the sewer plant.

Randy stated they will be meeting on Friday to get the information together to go out for bids for work at the Senior Center, including new sidewalk and ramp. He will also be getting information together to go out for bids for work on the 200 block of East Laurel Street for which the Village received a grant for. Randy asked Mayor Todd if he would like him to apply for the grant for this year. Mayor Todd answered yes. Randy asked if it would be for the stretch of Laurel that has old sidewalks. Mayor Todd answered yes.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE, AND EQUIPMENT: Mayor Todd stated the bids came in for the Police Department’s old Ford Expedition. The highest bid was for $11,700. The Expedition has already been paid for and picked up.

Mayor Todd stated the street sweeper was returned last week and was running. Scott Baltz stated it is already down again; he has someone coming out this week to look at it. Mayor Todd stated it is probably time to look into a grant or start putting money away for a new one. Scott added that it is close to 25 years old.
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1267 is for Zoning hearing V-196 for JL Schaefer. It is a variance for side setbacks at 119 East Gooding Street. The Zoning Board recommended approving the ordinance. Mike French made a motion to accept Ordinance 1267 as presented. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French stated Resolution 23-01 is for the Support of Tax Increment Financing. It is the responsibility of economic development to review underperforming areas in the Village and TIF supports those areas by creating local job creations and retention. Mike French made a motion to accept Resolution 23-01 as presented. Randy Burk seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
ANNEXATIONS: none
PARKS, POOL, AND RECREATION: Mark Todd stated the Commercial Club Wing Fling was a huge success and thanked everyone that put on the event. The money that is raised comes back to the parks. Mark stated he is starting to work on the Biathlon and Movies in the Park, as well.
CEMETERY: Ray Famula stated the contract is due for renewal with Radake’s Lawn Service. They submitted a bid for $15,255, a $1,290 increase from last year, but fuel and labor costs have increased. They have done a great job with the cemetery and have been accessible whenever there’s been an issue. Ray Famula made a motion to renew the contract with Radake’s Lawn Service for $15,255. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
COMMUNITY CENTER: Ray Famula stated the Sandra M. Bereitschaft Foundation dinner was held Saturday, February 11th and was a big success. The AgeSmart grant is up for renewal. It was last renewed in 2017 and the volume has doubled since then. Because of that they are requesting more funding. There will be an ice cream social on Friday, February 17th. Charlene Faulbaum and volunteers from Gibault have taken over the meal unit entries. There is a Bunco night scheduled for Thursday, March 23rd. Saturday, February 18th is the annual Senior Center Bar-B-Que.
PLANNING COMMISSION & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Mike French stated the next Planning Commission meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, February 21st.

OLD BUSINESS: Mayor Todd asked if there were updates from JF Electric about the lights on Diamonds 2 and 3. Scott answered that he had talked to them because Lori Touchette was scheduling practices in March. They said they would not be started by March, so Scott thinks sometime in April. Mayor Todd asked if they would be in the field and disrupt practices. Scott answered they said it would not be a good idea for anyone to be in the field while they were doing their work. Mayor Todd stated they will discuss that further. 

Mayor Todd asked if there was any information about the pump at the splash pad. Scott answered he talked to the sales person last week who was supposed to get back with him but he has not heard anything.
NEW BUSINESS: Mayor Todd stated the trustees received a letter in the packet concerning the Library doing a light remodel. They would like to do some cosmetic changes, possibly including new carpet, paint, and new furniture. Mayor Todd asked if anyone had any issues with it. Randy Burk asked if they were asking because the Village owns the building. Mayor Todd answered yes.

Patti French and Tina Doerr from the Millstadt Community Choir presented the Village with a $700 donation towards playground equipment. The donation was funded from their Holiday Home Tour which included private homes as well as local businesses this year.
Mayor Todd stated that there is going to be a grand opening for Tuffy Mueth Field on Saturday, May 20th. 

Mayor Todd stated the Discover Downstate Illinois visitors guide included Millpond and Stumpy’s.
