The meeting was called to order by Mike Todd, with the following trustees answering to roll call: Randy Burk, Mike Capell, Ray Famula, Mike French, Mark Todd, and Dustin Trankle. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
A motion was made by Mike Capell to approve the February 27th minutes. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
COMMUNICATIONS OR CORRESPONDENCE: none
COMMITTEE ON ACCOUNTS: Mike Capell stated he reviewed the bills. Mike Capell made a motion to pay the bills. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

PERSONNEL: Mike Capell stated there would be an Executive Session for Personnel after Citizen Comments.
PUBLIC WORKS:  

SEWER: Dustin Trankle stated Scott Baltz and Randy Burk have a meeting scheduled with Clean Energy Design Group for Thursday, March 23rd at 11am at the sewer plant.

Dustin stated Scott and Jonathon Schweppe met with a person about getting another bid to fix the generator. The bid should be in this week.

STREETS, ALLEYS, AND SIDEWALKS: Randy Burk stated St. James has requested a street closure for an event on April 15th. Randy Burk made a motion to allow St. James School to close the 400 block of West Madison Street on Saturday, April 15th from 7am to 10:30am for their annual Run for Heart 5K/10K. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Randy also stated that he had completed and submitted the application for the St. Clair County Intergovernmental Grant for the 000 block of West Laurel Street.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS, MAINTENANCE, AND EQUIPMENT: none
CABLE SERVICES AND CELL TOWERS: none
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS: Mike French stated Ordinance 1268 is for the Increase of the Video Gaming Annual Fee. It is amending the video gaming terminal fees. It is a three-year adjustment. Effective March 1, 2024, the fee for each machine will be $100. March 1, 2025, it will increase to $125. March 1, 2026, it will increase to $150 per machine. Mike French made a motion to approve Ordinance 1268 as presented. Mike Capell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French stated Ordinance 1270 is for Zoning case A-50 for Robert Goetz. It is to change the zoning at 1224 South Jefferson Street from Agricultural to R2 single family. The Planning Commission approved the parcel separation. The Zoning Board recommended approving the zoning change. Mike French made a motion to approve Ordinance 1270 as presented. Randy Burk seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mike French stated Ordinance 1271 is for Zoning case V-197 for Vogel/Rodemich. It is for a front setback variance for 18-feet 6-inches in lieu of the required 25-feet. The Zoning Board recommended approving the variance. Mike French made a motion to approve Ordinance 1271 as presented. Randy Burk seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

PARKS, POOL, AND RECREATION: Mark Todd stated the Civic Club has requested the Village donate a Child’s Pool Pass for their annual Bunny Bunch. The Village has donated the pass in previous years. Mark Todd made a motion to donate a Child’s Pool Pass for the Easter Bunny Brunch on Saturday, March 25th. Ray Famula seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
CEMETERY: Scott Baltz stated the new section of single graves has been laid out and is ready to move forward.
COMMUNITY CENTER: Ray Famula stated Director Patty Evansco completed the AgeSmart grant. She is asking them for a raise in funding.

BUILDING COMMISSIONER: Mike French stated Adam Romero submitted the application to IDOT to place the new Village entrance signs in their easement. He is waiting to hear back from them.
OLD BUSINESS: Mayor Todd stated the Committee Chairs and Department Supervisors need to start working on their budgets for the next fiscal year, if they haven’t already. He will start scheduling meetings at the end of March and beginning of April.

Mayor Todd stated he talked with Charlie Mueth concerning the new flag pole at Tuffy Mueth Field. Scott Baltz is going to mark where the sewer main is located so that they can get a lay out for the area.

Mayor Todd stated there was a public hearing at 6pm before this Village Board meeting for the sidewalk project along East Madison Street.

Mayor Todd stated he received a letter from the EPA concerning the area around the Village shed. It has been approved to go into stage two. GES will be notified.
NEW BUSINESS: Mayor Todd stated he talked with MCS Superintendent Brad Landgraf. They will be holding an assembly at MCS to discuss cyber bullying on Friday, May 5th at 1:30pm. He has asked Police Chief Alan Hucke to attend, as well as Mayor Todd and any trustees.

Mayor Todd stated the Millstadt Sports Association has requested the Village sponsor a team this summer. The Village has sponsored a team in previous years. Mark Todd made a motion to sponsor a team for the Millstadt Sports Association for $250. Dustin Trankle seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Todd stated the Zoning Board submitted the 2023 Zoning Map for approval. Mike Capell made a motion to approve the 2023 Zoning Maps. Randy Burk seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Todd stated the Mayor’s Meeting this month will be held in Edwardsville on Thursday, March 23rd. He asked the trustees to let him know if they are interested in attending.

Mr. Keck asked if there were plans to level out the Village property along South Jefferson Street where there is rock and concrete. Mayor Todd answered that there are no plans for the property as of now.
